Porfolk Lost.
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CONDITION OF THE FREEDMEN.

LECTURE BY MAJOR‘_()-EP;;KAL 0. 0. IIOWARD
AT BOSTON.

[From the Boston Post.|
Major General Howard, Superinten-
dent of the Freedmen’s Bureau, spoke
last evening at the Music Hall, to a very
large audience, there being but few

empty eeals:
ADDRESS OF GENERAL HOWARD.

After a few introductory remarks,
Gieneral Howard said: Lee’s armtyisnr-
renders, then Johnston's, then Kirby
Smith's—the war is over; thensuddenly
the chains of slavery are broken, and
between three and four millions of
slaves are emancipated, in the midst of
a people who heartily disbelieve in lib-
erty, who are entirely filled with pr?u—
dice and resentment, and who are often
apt to glory in the apparent chaos that
follows, naturally, the death of slavery.
Hostile to liberty, they raised large
armies; they fought with desperation ;
they were conquered ; but they will not
be brought in a day to love the thing
they hated. No, the contrary is true,
The southern man lets go of slavery
inch l?' inch, piece by piece. He says,
‘e give itup,” but he really does not
do so; and I do not think, as a general
rule, that he will, until constra ned to
it by the powersof freedom itself. You
should read the systems proposed from
so many different quarters.  Kvery plan
has in it the very gist of slavery; com-
pulsory labor is stamped upon it. The
whole thought seems to be, ‘‘how can
the white men maintain our authority
over these black men? How can we
keep them from renting and owning
land, from bringing suits and giving
testimony in the courts against us, from
rising in the social ‘e:; how prevent
their individuality cropping out;
how prevent their holding meetings
and bearing arms, how hinder them
from having a voice in making and ex-
ecuting the laws?” 1 do not say that
there is unanimity on all these points;
but the great body of the southern white
people are to-day nvowedlf' as I have
described, I do not say that to hurt
them ; I do not say it to alienate you
from them; but because I believe it to
be a truth that must underlie every
measure adopted to secure to us the
fruits of our great revolution.

On the other hand, let me say that
there is a large class of our fellow-citi-
zens at the North brought up underin-
fluences diametrically opposite to those
under which the southern mind has
been moulded, who reason in this way :
“Slavery is a great crime, therefore all
slavehoiders are eonscious eriminals.”
No kindness is shown them; no sym-
pathy is felt for them. They are de-
nominated “:J)pressors." ‘‘heathens,”
and stigmatized by other opprobrious
epithets. The ysung “swell’”” ‘who uses
his dirk or pistol against the negro who
chances to cross his path is represented
as the exponent of all sothérn feeling
and principles. Now, my friends, those

e who reason in this way are them-
selves either rtially informed or are
encrusted with a Prejudice quite as real
as that exhibited by the southern peo-
le. L‘:J)plause.] The truth is that a
arge body of the southern people are
sincere, Strange as it may seem to us,
they heartily disbelieve, now, in freedomn
for the negro; they even now look upen
emancipation as a curse of God sent
upon them, There isa class of people
at the South quite different from the
main body—a class who have been ac-
customed to read and think more like
the reading and thinking men else-
where. While travelling in Mississippi,
I had for acompanion a gentleman who
is a prominent man and quite intellec-
tual, I urged upon him the necessity of
educating the;common people, black and
white. Heanswered me, while hiseyes
filled with tears, ‘‘General, I am so
overwhelmned with my losses that I
can't think. My slaves, my money, my
animals, my buildings, all gone—noth-
ing left but the bare land. My mind
dwells on thesé things, and I seldom can
reason sensibly; but when I do reflezt, I
see and admit that you are right.”
[Applause.] There is another class of
men, of high culture, whose minds are
now changing. One from Alabama
said to me a few days since, ‘I am sur-
prised myself at the wonderful change
of feeling and belief that has been
wrought in me in the past six months."”
He is now a sanguine advocate of free
labor. This class is not large; but in
almost every State I could point out to
you by name, men who were on the op-
posite side, who now warmly, eurnestl:v
advocate free labor, and alf that goes
with it. T desire to speak plainly to-
night, in the interests of freedom. The
great body of the emancipated will be
purified and strengthened by the ex-
perience through which they are passing,
as the children of Israel were purified
and strengthened by the experience
they passed through, in going from
Egypt to the promised land. Those
beyond middle age have been dependent
so long that freedom will give them a
hard row to hoe, *Work they can, and
must, and will; but what they lack is
the nblllty to provide for themselves in
such a way, to use their own expression,
as to ‘“‘enjoy the fruits of their owm
labor.”” Again,thousands and thousands
are poor women, with families of chil-
dren, without husbands or brothers or
fathers to care for them. You can hard-
ly realize how much they need aid; not
simply food and elothing, but instruc-
tion and every description of kindness,
sympathy gnd guidance. I might bring
to you scenes that would please you and
nes that would pain you deeply; but

casioned by the bad diposition of ene
negroes, or by present or even past
cruelties on the part of the masters, it
is sufficient. There are disabilities l'le-
ceasarily incident to the circumstances
of our case. Now what do we, as a na-
tion, propose? We have destroyed se-
cession and rebellion; we have broken
the pitcher of State supremacy at the
fountain, [applause,] and slavery, in
name, at least, is dead. What do’ we
pro ? It is to so regulate our publie
affairs as to secure certain blessings to
all our le; certain inalienable rights
mm:ie(ix nt e(old Dec}arauon of Inde-

ndence very amiliar soun
ere)—the rights to ‘‘lifes liberty, u?;
the pursuit of happiness.” [Applause.]
In the past, these rights were scaroel'y
obtained; seldom by the negro; poorly
by tbe Indiap; and only partia'lly even
by us white men. We now solve
this old problem? Can we doitin the
midst of a ty made up of heterogen-
ous elements 80 various and seemingly

-

» repellant? As soon as the war closed
was placed at the head of what a great
General called ‘‘a Bureau of Impossibil-
ities! ”” [laughter] and by law given the
control of all subjects relating to refugees
and freedmen. Those familiar with the
circumstances know that no appropria-
tion was made, and the power of the Bu-
reau was not military power actually in
»ossession, but dependence upon mili-
Lwy wer, I went to work to do what
to help solve what I have called
this old problem. My first decision was,
Labor must be settled; and if we do not
want to revert to slavery, it must be set-
tled without compulsory means, and it
must be doneimmediately, else we drift
intoanarchy, and confusion, destitution,
starvation, follow. It was very tempt-
ing to put the hand of military lpower
on the freedman, and regulate all mat-
ters in that way! How the letters poured
in urging upun me this course! “Give
us a system! Fixthe wages! You don’t
understand the negro; he won’t work!"’
[Laughter.] Grac ually these letters di-
minished, and the cry, “(‘,nmll)el him!
Compel him!’’ was less distinetly heard.
[Applause.] The officers of the Bureau
endeavored to induce the whites and
blacks ta remain together, to show them
that property-holders and laborers have
an identity of interest, to urge the grant-
ing of leases and the making of contracts
for wages, and to correct all the false
opinions, as far as possible, that had
been industriously circulated among the
freedmen by inconsiderate people from
all quarters. These efforts, and the other
means adopted, had a good effect; and if
we can hold a steady hand now, prevent
extreme and wide-spread suffering by
timely aid, afford encouragement Lo
every laudable enterprise, and exhibit
examples of success in every county of
every state, if possible, my décided im-
pression is, that before five years, there
will be no more need of an agency of the

I could

General Government in the southern

states than there is to-day in Ohio.
P‘ou(l applause.] T may be too sanguine
n this matter; there may be a reaction;
oyr public men may not come upto their
dfty. But I say if we doour duty, five
years will place us upon the road, cer
tainly, to material prosperity. In my
report to Congress I claimed that educa-
tion is absolutely necessary to fit the
freedmen for their new duties and re-
spongibilities. [Applause.] I am afraid
but few people in the South believe in
eduecating the negro. I shall be glad to
find that T am mistaken; but my impres-
gian is, that a prominent gentleman in
Mobile gave me, somewhat in anger, an
expression of the truth when he said, 3
would rather see the building now occu-
pied by the colored school burned to the
ground than to have it used for such a
purpose as that to which it is now de-
voted.” I had met this man at Wash-
ington when he was seeking his pardon,
and he was very polite. [Laughter.] 1
said to him plainly, *Sir, when at Wash-
ington, you seemed to be quite a differ-
ent man. Now that you express your-
gelf so plainly, I understand that you
will not lift” your finger to help the
freedmen.” Said he, I think that I
had better be honest. The truth is, we
don't mean the negroes shall be educated
now. If you will leave us to ourselves,
in the course of time we may aid them.’
Laughter,]. The people of the South
do not believe the negro was ever in-
tended by nature for education. Fortu-
nately, a few fanatics and radicals would
try the experiment, and the experiment
has proved a complete success. [Ap-
I)Iause.] Schools have sprung up as if
)Iy magic. I report upwards of 70,000
children attending regularly organized
gchools in the southern states. [Ap-
plause.] Mr. Alvord, my school in-
spector, says there are many more self-
sustaining schools, not reported, I
found gix in the little town of Tallahas-
see, Florida. I spoke tothe negroes at
Tallahassee, and the enthusiasm and
delight that was manifested when T told
them they were free, and that the Gov-
ernment intended to defend them ‘in
that freedom, would have astonished
you. [Applause.] Whole regiments of
grown men have learned to read and
write during the last two years, and 1
should not be surprised to find that
there was not a plantation in the United
States where a part it least of the people
were not able to read. Our hopein the
future rests in no small degree upon the
negroes themselves; upon their strug-
gling to co-operate with all who favor
and endeavor to extend edueation. Our
hope rests also upon the churches of the
South. . Already I hear it whispered in
Virginia, “It is no lonfer a question
whether the negroes shall be taught,but
who shall teach them ;’ and some add,
“if we don’t the Yankeeswill.” [ Laugh-
ter.] But we should not be satisfied
until educatiou is placed in the South, as
in New England,beyond any spasmodic
efforts, beyond dependence upon
churches or voluntary associctions. If
the simple truth could break into the
minds of all classes of the South that the
elevation of their common people to a
higher plane of knowledge would be a
yositive advantage to the whole, g0 that
n each State there should be established
such a system of common schools as
would br ng the privileges of education
tothe children of the humblest, then
indeed could we count upon the substan-
tial growth, It may be some time before
this state of public sentiment is reached
there, yet the leaven is working. Every
German, every Northern soldier, every
shrewd Yankee going South, carries
with him the convictionsof his youth.
(You willexcuse me for using the word
“Yankee,"” because it has become really
hounorable). [Applause]. Edueation is
vital. We must raise them up. Never
should your courage flag until the great
work of revolution has been accomp-
lished ; until the cities, villages and
plantations shall have school houses
ample enoughand teachers braveenough
to carry education to every intelligent
mind. [Applause]. After further des-
eribing the condition of the South and
the desolation and consequent bitterness
of foeling ooccasioned by the war, the
General said he presented this picture to
urge upon the andience kindness, sym-
pathy, liberality, magnanimity towards
the whole South, without distinetion of
race or color, [Loud applause]. In
view of the fact that slavery, the cause
of the crimes of those who aimed at the
life of the Republic, was dead, they
couldseek courage and strength from on
high, 8o as to lay aside all malice, all
purpose of feeling or revenge, and put
on a broad and living charity. He had
no fear but that all wrongs would be
righted and full justice secured by our
Government, because he believed the
purpose of the President, of Congress, of
the Supreme Court was to do right. His
assurance was strengthened by the sol-
emn belief that the finger of Divine
Providence was guiding us through this
revolution, and that His purposes con-
cerning us were plainly disernible in

Tur FINANCIAL FLURRY IN ENG-
LAND. The London Z7%imes is alarmed
at the condition of the English money
market, and fears a financial crash.
Very naturally it tarns upon the Yan-
kees, and imputes the origin of all its
troubles to them. In the sense in which
the Z¥mes means it, we are not to blame,
as we showed the other day. We have
paid our debts, we are going to pay out
debts, and about that England need not
be alarmed. Butin a certain sense we
ure the cause of the approaching finan-
cial troubles in England.

When our war broke out in 1861, there
were a large number of Americans in
the South and in the North, who,
alarmed at the prospeet of an indefinite
and bloody struggle, sought to secure
their own fortunes. These people con-
verted their own property—or parts of
it—into money, and sent this money to
England. In the great crisis of the war,
more money went abroad ; every panic
here, every new tax bill, every draft,
during four years, turned a current of
gold to England.

Some of our leading bankers estimate
the amount of gold thus lodged in Eu-
rope by northern and southern men at
over five hundred million dollars. We
have not heard any estimate under three
hundred millions. This capital did not
lie idle long. Its possessors found it ne-
cessary o make it return interest. They
let it out to Englishmen, and now that
the war is over, now that enterprises in
the South promise uncommon profits,
and everything is secure here, the
owners of these three hundred millions
are as rapidly as possible drawing their
money back to this side.

Meantime, for years there has been
immense speculation in all kinds of
jointstock companies in England ; there
has indeed been a kind of mania for
such speculation; the doors of Parlia-
ment have been besieged for new char-
ters, and the ‘‘ limited liability clause’
has been applied to every imaginable
enterprise and venture. The capital so
freely flung into these schemes was in
art American. John Bull speculated

Idly, because he was suddenly able to
borrow three hundred miliions from this
side. He did not think of the end of
the war—but that has come, and the
money is wanted at home.

It is not convenient to return these
three hundred millions, and that is what
makes our friends so uneasy. They
shiver at the prospect; the Bank of
England puts up the rate of discount ;
it will have to put it up higher yet ;
and, meanwhile, to conceal the real and
serious cause of the troubles, the London
Times begins to cry out that the Yankees
are overtrading, and will not pay their
debts. But the real danger is that Bull
will himself stop payment before his
American creditors get all their three
hundred millions back.
