“REPUBLICAN SIMPLICITY.”

While the Queen of England, whose
private fortune is immense—is perpetu-
ally asking the British Parhament for
money for herchildren, Mr. George Pea-
body, a native of Danville, Massachu-
setts, is giving over a million of dollars
to the poor of London. The following
feiter is worthy of a placein history :

T.oNDoN, January 29.

Gontimaey : When I made adona-
tion of £150,000 for the benefit of the
voor of London, in M:'n:ch, 1862, it was
my intention, it my life was spared un.
til my retirement from business, and
Providence continued me in prosperity,
to place in yonr hands, as trustees of the
charity, n further gift for the same ob-
ject. That time has now arrived; but
before entering upon the subject of the
seeond donation, allow me tosay a few
words relative 1o the coursze you h'.'we
pursued with regard to the first. Your
duties and responsibilities have been

for the mental improvement of the in-
mates, the school-rooms wight, if they
think desirable, be open some houis
during the evening; and that books,
periodicals, and newpapers be provided
for those who chose to attend, and that
at certain seasons popular and scientific
lectures might be introduced at a charge,
if any, merely sutlicient to defray neces-
Rary expenses,

As some of these dwellings will proba-
bly be at inconvenient distances from
good markets, I would also suggest to
my trustees to consider the propriety, in
localities where it may seem to be re-
quired, of providing within the build-
ings, or near to them, apariments in
which the tenants may organize eo-ope-
rative stores for supplying themselves
with coal and other necessary articles
for their own consumption, subject to
such regulations as, in the judgment of
my trustees, may be needful,

I also beg to suggest and recommend
to you and to your successors in the
management of this trust, that in the
month of February in every year after
1868, a yeport of the progress in build-
ings, (if any shouid be comueneed,)
with an account of receipts and expedi-
tures,-with the various items attendiug
the management of the fund, be pre-
pared and published in the Londou
newspapers. I would add my wish that
in like manner, as trustees of my formeyr
2ift, you should continue once in every
year to lay a similar report before the
public.

It having occurred to me that for good
reasons my irustees may wish, at a com-
paratively early period, to change some
part or parts of the deed which Is to be
prepared for the management of this
tfund, I therefore hereby authorize them
to do so at any time during my life,
conformably to any resolution or reso-
lutions which may be unanimously
passed by their board and approved

y me,

In conelusion, looking to the object of
this donation and to the large develop-
ment in coming years of an arrangement
deeigned to promote the physical, woral,

great, and the performance of the work lx\nd gocial welfare of the deserving poor

undertaken, you must have been aware,
would occasionally and inconveniently

of the metropolis, T entertain a strong
and earnest hope that the project will

tax vonur valuable time; but, from high
motives of benevolence and duty, you
cheerfully aceepted the trust, and I can-
not but express my grateful thanks for
yvour constant attendance at the meet-
ings of the board, and my gratification
at the great success that has attended
your labors,

With regard to this, my second gift,
it ix my desire that in the appointment
of future trustees, the same rules may be
continued as adopted for the first; and
that the United States Minister at the
Court of St. James, for the time being,
shail always be one of them,

I now propose that, as soon as a deed
can be prepared by your solicitor, to
fully and legally meet the views and di-
rections which 1 sbhall state herein, to
transfer into your names 5,600 full paid-
up shares of stock in the Hudson’s Bay
Company, of £20 each, amounting to
£100,000, and representing one-twentieth
part of that vast territory. Itis my de-
sire that all dividends, as they fall due
and are collected, shall be at once in-
vested in shares of the eompany until
the market value of the eapital and in-
-yested acerued dividends reaches the
sun of £120,000, which, it is my impres-
sion, may be within two or three years :
but shovid 1 be mistaken in this antici-
pation, and should the market value of
the entire shares, including those ac-
quired by the re-investment ofdividends,
be less than £100,000 at the expiration ot
two years from this date, I will at that
time either make up the deficiency or
take the shares, paying for them £100,-
000 in cash, ns the trustees may think
best for the interestof the fund; and in
the event of my death before that time,
iy cxecutors will be duly authorized
and directed to fulfill this engagement,

Should the shares be taken by me for
£100,000, or sold to others at the limit
stated above, T desire that the proceeds
shall be invested in safe sceurities, in-
cluding interest aceruing on thesame up
to the 1st of July, 1869, when yon or
your suecessors will counsider all restrie-
tions regarding sales at an end.

The delay thus caused in appropriat-
ing this gift to the charity will, I think,
act benelicially by enabling you, first, to
expepd £76,000 now remaivning on hand
of the lormer donation, thereby testing
by further experience the wisdom of the
course you have hitherto pursued, Tak-
Jdng the joint capital of the two gifts at
a minimum of £250,000, it will form a
fund the operation of which is intended
to be progressive in its usefulness as ap-
plied to the relief of the poor of London,
(80 eorrectly defined in your recent re-
port,) without exclusion in consequence
of religious belief or political bias, It
will, therefore, act more powerfully in
future generations than in the present;
it is intended wo endure forever, A cen-

so commend itself to the sympathies

and judgment of the inhabitants of

London as to insure on their part that

interest and co-operation which will se-

cure to future generations of the poor
those comforts which, with the blessing
of Providence, it is my object to bestow
upon them.

AN UNCONSTITUTIONAL AND
FOOLISH LAW.

The Alabama lezislature has passed a
tax law, of which one section reads:

*13. To keep a news depot for one
year, inany city, town or village, for
the sale of any newspaper, periodical or
magazine, not including pictorials pro-
vided for in the preceding paragraph,
ten dollars,”

So far, good; but the preceding para-
grapi runs as follows:

*12. To sell, or expose for sale, forone
year, at any one place, any pictorial or

tury in the history of London isbut a

“mer gift of £150,000 is already defined in
your trust deed, [ can only express my
own views and wishes regarding the ap-
propriation of the piincipal and income
of this second donation, and leave to
yourselves and suceessors ts manage it
accordingly.

You are fully authorized to use any

illustrated weckly, or any monthly pa-
per, periodical, or magazine, publisie
outside the limils of this state, and not
in a foreign country, and to vend the
same on the streets, or on boatsor rail-
road cars, fifty dollars,”

Now, in the first place this is clearly
contrary to the second paragraph of the
tenth section of the first article of the
Constitution of the United States, which
declares that ‘‘no state shall, without
the ennsentof the Congress, lay any im-"
posts or duties on imports or exports,
except what may be absolutely necess-

and the net produce of all duties and
impostslaid by any state on imports or
exports shall be for the treasury of the
United States; and all such laws shall be
subject to the revision and control of
Congress.”

The Alabama law leviesa daty on im-
ports; for the section, though ostensibly

{»ortion of the tund in building lodging-
1ouses for the laboring poor, as expressed

ture of Alabama to ‘“‘revise’ their law,
and expunge from it this passage, which
appears to be merely a piece of spite
against certain publications in the north
like Harper's Weckly, a journal whose
faithful, able aud strenuous advoeacy of
the Union cause during the war has
made it a powerful organ of public opin-

not like northern journals, they need
not buy them; no one will quarrel with
them for that. But the passage of this
tax law shows that thereis a demand
there for these journals, which these
legislators wickediy endeavor'to check.
Of course, the present act is only an en-
tering wedge, If that holds, the legis-
lature may tax a newsvender one thou-
sand or five thousand dollars for selling
any of the prohibited journals; it they
muy thus prohibit thesale of aun illus
trated journal they may similarly for-
bid that of a daily, or of all the dailies,
printed out of the state, or inany parti-
cular state, and, if newspapers, then
any other articles of merchandise may
be thus keptout,

Liet them do down there as the people
of New York do with the Daily News, a
journal as hateful to loyal 1en and
women as Harper's Weekly is tothe
bitterest rebel, It is not interfered with;
its proprietor prints and sells his paper
just as others do. No special tax is laid
upon him; on the countrary, the paper is
supported in great part by the advertis-
ing patronage of the Common Council.
If southern men knew how much they
hurt their own cause by such acts as
that of the Alabama legislature, they
would not, we think, ppss them, - New
York Evening Post, .

PropuctionN oF CoAL IN THE UNITED
SraTes.  The production of coal in the
United-States is continually on the in-
crease, as will appear from the follow-
ing statement of the produetion of coal
in the fiscal years 1863, 1864 and 1863,
the quantities being calculated from the
[nternal Revenue report of the amount
of taxupon the praduction of coal. Tons
coal produeced : 1863, 13,500,000; 1864,
16,300,000; 1865, 17,000,000,

Lis the year 1860 the preduction of coal
was estimated by the Superintendent of
the eensus at 15,000,000 tons. The pro-
duction in 1865 was 17,000,000 tous, an |
inerease in five years of 2,000,000 tons.
At this rate of increase our production
in 1870 might be estimated at 20,000,000
tons, Thedevelopmentof manufactures,
however, consequent on the adoption of
a protective policy, will greatly increase
the produetion of coal, and it will be no
matter of wonder, if in 1870 its produc-
tion in the United States reaches a total
of at least 25,000,000 tons,
