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TERRIBLE TORTURE.

A Graphic and Detailed Report of the
Death of John Toelle from Hydro-

phobia. 4

lilt trule Mth a Blf
Poj Apparent Ueoovery

from the WoumU.

Hydrophobia! Synonym of torture,
agony ami death. It has battled the
medical profession for ago, nd tho
most eminent physicians and surgeons
of tho present day acknowledge death
as its only cure. It is the irrevocable,
tho irreparable, tho irretrievable. It
is tho most horrible of stitierings, the
most droadful of pain, tho most dis-

tressing of griefs.
Tfie Times of tho 4th inst. reported

the death of poor John Toelle. 1 was
with him during most of tho time when
he was struggling with death, and
carefully noted tho violent explosion
of tho diseaso and tho ebbing of life.
Whatever pertaining to tho case I did
hot tee with mv own eyes I havo ob-

tained by studious examination and
inquiry. For a full understanding of
tho case let mo narrate in dttnii, rom
the bite of the rabid dog.

John Toelle wa an honest, indus-
trious and respected man of about '6'
rears of age, of lino habits and traits,
living on a twenty acre tract of prop-
erty just east of Kansas City, from
which he derived a support for him-

self, wife aud children. The family
which tho most horrible of deaths in-

vaded was an afl'ectionate and interest-
ing one; and these things tho
death of the father, husband and citi-
zen with a sadness akin to melancholy.
For tho pleasure of his children the
father, sotuo three years ago. procured
a line Newfoundland ilojj, the instru-
ment of Ins death, then but a pup.
Tho animal was always kind and affec-

tionate, and seemed never prouder
than when serving as a pony for his
little masters. It was on May G that
Mr. Toelle had
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with the net of his children. For sev-
eral days prior the dog had been
missed f rom the house for quite a while
at a time, and when he returned he
was indifferent, cross and snappish.
On one occasion lie took the babe's
entire hand in his mouth, merely
leaving the print of his teeth but caus-

ing no abrasion of the skin. Again he
seized an tdder child by the arm, but
his teeth did not penetrate the ekin.
These freaks caused alarm, and the
animal was secured and tied, but Mr.
Toelle accounted for the sudden

of the dog on tho theory tha
tho animal had been killing sheep
and fresh blood had affected
him. On the morning of the
fatal day tho dog freed himself
and was seen jogging slowly across
tho lield. His victim ordered his em-

ploye to go after the dog, but that
party, whoso apprehensions had been
aroused, refused, and Toelle himself
deserted his work and went in pursuit
of the rabid animal. I hail from his
own lips the details of his adventure.
He passed down into a light piece of
timber out of sight of the neighboring
houses ami overtook the dog as the
animal paused at the edge of a stream
of llowing water. Toelle walked near
to him, and. his fears being now
aroused, though not the least sus- -

fuciouH of rabies, he stepped behind a
aud fr a shrt interval was

impressed with the peculiar look and
behavior of the dog The latter turned
from the stream and walked leisurely
toward the tree behind wiiieh his mas-
ter stood. Then Toelle spoke to tho
animal in a tone of command, and,
not being noticed, took up a stick and
advanced to where the dog had paused,
when the powerful brute made for his
throat. There was at once a tenacious
closing of the dog's jaws over the left
hand of the now territied man, and tho
terrible struggle liean. After w rench-
ing and choking the hand was extri-
cated, lacerated and bleeding, but in-

stantly the other hand w:is caught and
most fearfully torn before the efforts
to free it were successful. Toelle was
a man of great strength, which by des-

peration must have been increased, and
obtaining a neck hold on the dog threw
him to the ground. No one had yet
appeared at the desperate tight. The
man was now on top of the dog vio-

lently endeavoring to keep him down.
Seconds must have been as minutes,
and I could not learn with any

how long the battle lasted.
lUit before the man was exhausted, and
while he was still on the dog, by
chance a neighbor came near, and
comprehending the situation it once,
ran to his house, procured his gun, and
returning to the scene shot the dog to
death while Toelle still continued to
hold him.

Vl'.-- K1X(S IIYIM'ol'llolUA
Toelle was now apprehensive of

rabies. He hurried to his house and
gave orders for his horse. His work-
man, misunderstanding him, himself
took the horse and rode rapidly to
town fr a physician. The wounded
man went at once to a neighbor's and
asked for a horse, recountihg his ad-

venture and insisting that lie wanted
and must have medical aid at once.
This neighbor undo light of the man's
fears of hydrophobia and absolutely
refused to loan his horse. Fearful
mistake! Toelle was forced to remain
at home and await tho coming of tho
physician. When that gentleman
came, after much delay, he simply
cauterized tho wounds ot his patient,
and, though being informed fully as
to the changed nature of the dog, hit
strange freaks and actions, persistcnly
assured Toelle and his family that
there was no cause to fear hvdrophobia.

A week passed away and tiie wound!
were rapidly healing, and at tho end

f two weeks Toelle was as well aa
tver and pursuing his labors as usual.
What was the condition of the man's
mind now? I believe from tho mo-
ment he had tho terible struggle with
tho dog he felt convinced that the an-
imal was experiencing rabies. His
friends argued with him at length, en-

deavoring to relievo him of the gnaw-
ing apprehension that possessed him.
Ho asked me on the evening of theOth
what I thought as to the dog being
mad. I answered him encouragingly,
but, having known the dog for a long
time, I was convinced tint there had
been a metamorphosis of his nature
and disposition and my fears of rabies
wero very strong. I urged every rem-

edy, every prevention, including the
mad stone; for if the story of super-
stition, if you choose to term it, should
not bo confirmed when the stone
should bo applied, there might, at
least, come respito to the poor man's
troubled mind. A medical work con-

taining a chapter on hydrophobia was
obtained and studiously read by him;
and he constantly showed that bo was
in distressing despair, nntedating tho
miseries that were to fall on him.

No premonitory symptoms were felt,
however, until Thursdav, May 28,
when he complained of darting pains
from his hands to his arms and an itch-

ing and dull sensation about the placet

It is worth recalling that three of
the most dreadful diseases that afflict-
ed man-kin- since Jenuer robbed
suiall-p- o of half its terrors by similar
meats, are now being studied in the
belief that tliev can be warded off by
inoculation. Louis Pasteur's experi-
ments with attenuated germs as an
autidote to hydrophobia havo attract-
ed wido attention, aud his methods
aro much like those employed by the
experimented in tho domaiu of chol-
era and yellow fever. He found that
the virus of rabies loses its intensity
by transmission to certain auimals, as
tho monkey, and increases it with
others, as tho rabbit. Hy successive
transmissions from ono animal to an-
other lie obtained a virus of a power
which made various animals, even
dogs, proof against hydrophobia, even
when bitten by dogs that were suffer-
ing from the acutest form of tho dis-

ease; and he contends that man may
thus find the same security. Tho ex-

periments of Dr. Ferran, whoso vacci-
nation for cholera in Spain is just now
attracting wide attention and is to be
inquired into bv Clovernment commis-
sions, havo been similarly carried on.
It is stated that of people inocu-
lated by him at Aleira only seven have
had choleraic attacks, and none havo
died, though there were 71 cases and
o0 deaths in tho town during the first
half of May. What tho results are at
Vera Cruz, Mexico, where yellow fever
is tho disease being vaccinated against,
is not yet apparent. Tho Mexican
physician is not, however, tho pioneer
in this field. Dr. (lirerd. chief sur-

geon of the Central Hospital of the
Panama Canal, has for some time been
experimenting with yellow fever

emis; and lie in turn was forestalled
y Dr. Domingos Freire, a physician

of Hio Janeiro, who has for live years
been experimenting with attenuations
through guinea pigs and other animals,
and is said to havo vaccinated nearly
600 persons with the greatest success.

Among these have b.en foreign
sailors, and "JUM wharf laborers, all "of
whom aro said to havo escaped the
disease, though it lias been spreading
death among their fellow-workme-

It is too early yet to say positively
how far theso inoculations may bo re-
lied upon to prevent tho disease
named. It can not, of course, be as-

certained without long and careful ob-

servation how lasting is tho effect of
inoculation, or whether it is attended
with other dancers to the human body;
but analogv gives strong reason for
believing that in the case of yellow
fever, at least, inooiation will be
found a protection equal to that afford-
ed by the small-po- x virus. There may,
indeed, be many other diseases, possi-
bly the majority rf them, that aro duo
to tho introduction of distinctive mi-

crobes into the system; and it is a
question whether "or not pulmonary
consumption is not to bo traced to this
cause. If so, the time may como when
consumption, and many another dis-

ease, may bo kept at bay by a prick of
