The fortress of Pisino is one of tho
ni(;;;t formidable buildings which arose
in the middle ages.

to ledt t ; not a prominence to seize
hold upon in any part of it ; nothing
but the uncertain lines, smooth, rugged
and irregular, which mark the ohihpiu
eiearage of the rooks. In a word, it is
an abyss which attracts, fascinates and
never gives back anything that drops
into it.

Above the abyss rises one of the side
walls of the donjon, pierced with a few
windows giving Ik'ht to tho cells on Ihe
different lloors. Were a prisoner to lean
out of one of these openings he would
recoil with terror, lest vertijo drag him
into tho void below. And if he fell
what would 1k) his fate? His body
would bo dashed to pieces u the rocks
nt tho bottom, or it would be curried
away by tho torrent, whose current dur-

ing llood is irresistible.
Tho abyss is tho llrico, us it is called

in the district Through it runs a river
known as tho Foiba. This river finds
its only outlet in a cavern which it 1ms

gradually cut out of the rocks, and into
which it falls with the impetuousity of a
tide-rac- e or a whirlpool. Where does it
go a3 it passes under tho town ? No ono
knows. "Whore does it reappear? Not
one knows of this cavern, or rather this
canal, bored in the schists nnd clays
no one knows tho length, the height or
the direction. Who can say what thous-
ands of angles, what forests of pillars
supporting tho enormous substructure
of tho fortress and entiro city its waters
are dashed against in their course?
Many lold explorers, when the water-lev-

has been neither too high nor too
low, have taken a light loat ami
endeavored to descend the Foiba through
the gloomy tunnel, but tho niches have

i too low and havo soon interposed
an impracticable obstacle. In fact,
nothing is known of this subt rranean
river. Perhaps it is lost in Rome still
deeper cavern and enters tho Adriatic
below the tide mark.
