The lustre of his
name has been dimmed on account of
his atttude on the slave question, but
his place as a stutesman of the nation
cannot be disputed, and Michigan hus
fittingly honored his memory.

NATIONAL QOXTROL OF FLECTIONG,

It is vory gratifying to observe the gon
oral interest now bolng manilfested in the
reform of our clection laws.  The national
congress hus not wt yet taken control of
olections in that case over which the son-
stitution gives it jurisdiction, but hasac
ccepled a the alection laws of the

sovernl states, provided penaltios for their
violation snd u method of suporyvision. Onoly
the ineficiency of the ststo laws or an un
fulr or paitissy wdminkstration of Lhom
could suggoest o doparture from Lhis policy.
It was cleariy, however, in the contempln-
tion of the (i vmers of the constitution thet
such wn exi,eucy might arise, and provision
wis wisely mude for it The fresdowm of
the ballot is 8 condition of our nutional 1ifo,
und no power vestad in congress or in the
executive to secure or perpetuste it should
remain unused upon oocasion. The people
of &l tho congressional districts have an
equal interest that the election in each shall
truly express the views and wishes
of a majority of the gualiied electors re-
siiding within It,  Tte results of such slec-
tions are not local, wnd the insistence of
electors residing in other districta that
they shall be pure and free does not savor
wt all of impertinence.  1If, in any of the
states, the public security is thought to be
threatened by lgnorance among electors,
the obvious remedy is education, The
sympathy und belp of our ;mnrle will not be
withheld from auy community strugelin
with specinl omburrassments or difficul-
ties connected with the suffrage, if the
remedies proposed procecd upon lawful
lines and are promoted by just und honor-
uble methods.
UNPAIR PARTY METHOLS,

Let us exalt patriotism and moderata our
party con:entions. Let those who would
die for the fag oo the fleld of battle give »
better proof of their patriotism and a higher
glory to their conntry by practicing fratern-
ity and justice, A party success that is
wchieved by unfair methods or by practices
that partake of revolution, is hurtful and
evanescent, even from a party standpoint.
