Tin Wouderful Invention That Japan Hm
Given to the World.

A new kind of dwelling bouaa h&f been
invented. It la remarkable in many way,
being auitabla for any climate, tthtther
tropical or arctic, air and water tied$ and
us near dlseuae proof a any builllni can
be made. It Is warranted mlcrobb proof,
and should any stray disease producing
perm through any accident or oversight
find Its way within the forbidden preclnots
the conditions it finds there will be so ob
noxious to Its taste and feelings that it will
immediately die of despair. The new kind
of building is a Japanese Invention. Dr.
W. van der Ha j den of Yokohama is its
originator and builder. He has constructed
one for his own use, and has lived In it for
over a year, testing Its good qualities be-

fore publishing to the world any of its pe-

culiarities. The testa applied have been so
satisfactory in their results that the world
is now informed of them.

Glass is the chief article of construction
in the new building. Its walls are con-

structed of a series of glass boxed filled
with a solution of alum. These boxes are
formed of two panes of glass each four-tenth- s

of an Inch In thickness. The glass
Is fixed in iron frames screwed together.
The whole is to constructed that the build-
ing will resist the influence of heat, cold
shocks and earthquakes. Uetween the
joints of the iron framework felt is Insert-
ed, and then ftfce (pace la covered with
boards. The roof Is fiat and is supported
by cast iron pillars. It, too, is glass, with
strips of rubber covering the joints. Ovei
the glass i p pread a thin layer of ashes,
and upon this is placed a light wooden
frame, w hich is covered with cement to pro-
tect the interior from the radiation of heat.
The building ha9 outer and inner walls,
with a pnce between affording nlr passages
to neutralize all atmospheric influences
without.

No doors or window appear in the build-
ing proper. Tbe Miperstructure is placed
on a foundation of brick, the walls of which
inclose a sort of hnMcment, aud it lath rough
this basement that ingress Hnd egress to
and from the residence portion are ob-
tained. The building Is heated and venti-
lated ou the most scientific principle. Pure
air is secured from the upper atmosphere
and conveyed to the interior of the build-
ing through pipes after it has beet) screened
through fine wire netting and filtered
through cotton batting so aa to deprive it

f any microbes or other disease germs it
might contain. After being used it escapes
from the house through valves fixed in the
walls and ceilings for that purpose. The
heat is also brought to the house from the
outside through pipes running to open flues
in the rooms, and as It passes away through
