A More Detailed Account of How He
Met His Death and a Brief Descrip-
tion of His Life.

The following clipped from the Owos.
g0 Times more fully describes the man-
ner in which Jackson Talley met with
the accident that cagsed his death:

*Jacksou Talley, & man about seven-
ty-three years of age, was rnn down by
the Michigan Central switch engine
near the junction, about half past seven
Tuesday evening, and had both legs cut
off below the knee, He was taken
to the baggage room, where he died be-
fore relief could be secared.

He was first seen by Tom Holleran,
baggngeman at the junction, who heard
loud eries from the enst of the M. (
tracks connecting with the D, G, H. &
M. Hurrving oat he found the old
gentleman Iving outside the tracks with
both legs cutoff below the knee.  After
secaring the assistance of Ofticer J, E
Oady and Charles MoAuliffe the un-
fortunate old man was carried to the
baggage roowm, From papers on his per-
son he was identitied and his son wae
telegraphed for,

After the arrival of the son from Almn
it woas lenrned that the old man had
bean on a visit to Bryan, Ohio, and was
on his way home to Alma where he
lived with the son who oame down to
take care of his body. The testimony of
this son that hir father waa totally deaf
in one ear and very hard of hearing in
the other, served largely to explain the
accident, that he was walking about
while walting for his traan and did  not
pee or hear the switchengine which was
backing towards him. Nelther the en.
gineer nor the fireman saw anyone on
"B' track,

He was
engaged in farming in Bryan, Williams
county, Ohio, when, Aug. 20, 1860, he
enlisted as 4 private in Co, Q., 10tk O,
Vo1, his regument being mmgumi o
tho J0th Brigade, 30th Division, 23d
Army Oorps, His war record was a long |
and honorable one, He was in the bat-
tles of Armstrong  Station, Kenesaw
Mr., Pine Mt., Atlanta,Seige of Atlanta,
Franklin, Nushville, Dalton and Wil-
linmston, At Armstrong Station his
whole commund was captured by the
confederates under Jackson and was

sent to Belle Isle for six months, At
Franklin he was struck on the head by
n musker causing deafness in ono  ear.
