The matter was re-
ferred to Prosecuting Attorney Ever-

Arcada township is under the town-
ghip svstem for the construction of
roads and has been for a number of
vears I assume that all the pro-
ceedings relative to the taking of such
steps were legally taken, The Board
of Supervisors has voted to submit
to the electors of the county at the
spring election the guestion of whe-
ther or not the county shall adopt the
county road system as provided in
See. 4 of said Act. No question is
raised but that the township of Ar-
cada has built roads and has raised
money in good faith under the law,
under which it is acting and has act-
ed for the past ten years. Now, the
first question that arises is, can the
qualified clectors of such townships
vote upon the }rri-posilinn at the April
election, “Shall the County of Gratiot
Adopt the County Road System?”
without first having voted to abaolish
the system under which they are op-

Have Bill Before State Legislature.

House Bill Number 491, File Num-
ber 171, was introduced by Represent-
ative Newe!l Smith, February 28, and

referred to the committee on towns
and eities, March 7 it was ordered
printed and placed on the general

orders. The bill reads as follows;
The People of the State of Michigan
enact:

Section 1.—The township board of
the township of Arcada of the county
of Gratiot, is hereby authorized to
transfer the sum of one thousand two
hunilred dollars now in the building
fund of said township to the high-
way fund of said township.

Section 2.—This act shall not take
effect until approved by .a majority
vote of the qualified electors of the
township of Arcada.
