A Boy's View Point Towards
'Birds ,

WOODPECKERS ARE A BENEFIT

Characteristic Black and White

Marking Call Notes

A boy at first always looks upon
birds as elusive spirits of the air,
which he longs to follow in their free-

dom of flight and Move of the woods.
He would like to share the evident
blessings of freedom and seeming
care-fre- e pastime of making a living
by hunting for good things, just the

things apparently most desired. At
least he thinks they must be good,
from the manner in which they arc so

diligently sought. "Downy" was en-

gaged in that business just in that
way, as he meandered up the bole of
an old apple tree, picking here a hard-coate- d

morsel, and there a wriggling
tid-b- it from the dusty cracks in the
bark; stopping occasionally to tap,
tap, tap in rapid strokes on some un-

suspecting spot. The boy not six feet
away watched and listened with senses
tense. Even the acutest keenness of
the boy's ear could detect no differ-
ence in the different taps. Yet the
bird, while using his head as a ham-

mer, chooses the vulnerable spot that
contained the boring insect larva be-

neath. This little physician of the or-

chard has learned to tell what is hid-

den beneath by the sound of or per-

cussion, just as the real physician,
perhaps after having learned it from
his little instructor, learns what is the
condition of the lungs by what he calls
percussion. Tap, tap, tap, and upward
the bird went with a short quick swing
and firm grip ready for the next vic-

tim.
There are some people who have

even fancied that these "wood-pecker- s

do a lot of damage making holes
in trees." Far from this. They only
help to clean up the orchards and trees
and make possible larger and better
crops.

What is the food of the Downy
wood-pecker- ? About three-quarte- rs

of the food consists of insects, nearly
all of which are known to be injurious.
Prominent among these are thebor- -

ing beetles, coddling moths, and bark
beetles. The other fourth consists of
wild berries such as those of the dog-
wood, poison ivy, and Virginia creep-
er.

The Downy wood-peck- is common
from March till October or Novem
ber in this locality, and occasionally
his cheery rattling call is one of the
few bird-note- s in winter, as his flash
of black and white tells of the cour-

age and hardiness of this small bene
ficial species. The bird is readily
known as the Downy wood-pecke- r, or
Dryobatcs pubescens medianus, as it
is our smallest wood-pecke- r, six to
seven inches in length, and is recog
nized by its habit of creeping on the
tree trunks. Its call notes and its
black and white markings, and white
underparts, aid in identifying ,it. The
crown of the male has a scarlet cres-
cent.

For the week ending October 24th,
the city letter carriers had one of the
busiest times of the year. The de-

partment called for a count and weight
of all mail and a separation of busi-
ness and resident mail accordingly;
8,420 pieces of mail weighing 1,341
pounds, was delivered in the resident
section and the distance traveled was
241 3-- 1 miles, and o,707 pieces weigh-
ing ld." pounds, was delivered in the
business .'cction at a distance of 08 4

miles, making a total for the three
city carriers of 14,133 pieces weigh-
ing 1,80V, pounds delivered while trav-
eling 300 miles.

The first delivery in the morning-an-

the first one in the afternoon each
have a total of 003 stops of which 13G
are in the business section and an av-

erage of U0 per cent of these are made
at eaoh trip and the carriers are kept
mighty busy effecting good and thor-
ough service in their alloted 8 hours
which includes their time routing mail.

During this same time and outside
from what the city carriers delivered
there wert28.o parcel post packages
delivered, causing 3ol, separate stops
at a distance of C) 3-- 4 miles.

The Rural Carriers are having a
count for the whole month and some
interesting figures will result in their
report.
