The first serious earthquake in Italy

In the Christian era hi the
neighborhood of Vesuvius in the e.:r
Ik.. The Temple of Jupiter at Pompeii
was thrown down, and considerable
loss of life and property occurred. This

earthquake was the subject of a care
fill investigation by Pliny the P.lder.

Great Eruption of Vesuvius

In A. D. 7'd. howevei. occurred the
great eruption of Vesuvius, which was

accompanied by violent earthquake
shock extending over the whole south
em end of the peninsula. There was
a great loss of life, among the kilu-i- l

being PUuy the LhUr himelf. and the
cities of Pompeii and Hen ulanenni
were buried leneath the ashes of the
eruption.
