Nearly 1500 People Crowd
Building Both Morning
and Evening.

CONVERSIONS NUMBER 900

Many Meetings and Much Earnest-
ness During Four Weeks Cam-
paign of Evangelist.

Sunday evening, with thirteen hun-
dred people occupying every spare
peat in the tabernacle and between one
and two hundred crowding the aisles
and doorways the finnl sei vices in the
evangelistic campaign were held as
a climax to the greatest religious ex-
pression that the people of Alma have
ever made. For the past month meet-
ings have been held every evening,
every afternoon and sometimes in the
morning and with the exception of
the afternoon meetings, which were
held for special classes of hearers, e.
., old men or aged women, primary
children, or business, ete., at which
the audiences never numbered less
than five hundred, the attendance of
the meetings has never gone below
one thousand, while an average would
be between eleven and twelve hundred,

Between nine hundred and one
thousand men, women and children
have “gone forward” and shaken

Evangelist Loose™s hand in public ac-
knowledgment that they have ac-
cepted Jesus Christ as their Saviour
while several thousand more have
been influenced very strongly by his
talks and sermons. The work of the
director of musie, Mr. Haldor Lille-
nas, has been very much appreciated
by the various audiences. He has
held intact for four weeks a choir of
one hundred and fifty voices and has
directed the music of the meetings
most capably. At various meetings
he has sung solos which have been ap-
preciated very much by everyone.
One of the most effective meetings
of the whole campaign was that one
which was held last Sunday evening.
The subject of the sermon was “Hell."
His handling of this difficult subject
was very masterful and made a strong
impression on the audience. Follow-
ing a by the choir leader, Mr.
Lillenas, the call for converts was
made and before the meeting closed
nearly one hundred had “gone for-
ward"”. The conversions were sincere
and made with little persuasion and
undue infloence.

tice of the Supreme Court and three
Regents of the university. Given un-
der my hand at Alma this 3rd day of
March, 1865.

FACTS ABOUT COLLEGE
SHOWN IN REPORT

The annuval report of the condition
of the college made by Secretary Cook |

to the General Education Board of
New York reveals some interesting
facts about the college. The report

places the endowment at $400,812.26,
the value of other property at $500.00
and the value of the plant, i, e., the
buildings, ground, ete., at $206,896.18,
making a total valuation of the col-
lege and properties at $608,208:44

The income during the past vear
from sources not of endowment by
nature was $40,22264, The music
department of the college showed a
loss of about three hundred dollars,
while the cost of running the regular
college department which includes the
salaries of professors, ete., amounted
to $39.008.16. The amount of money
which would have been received had |
every student paid his or her tuition
in ecash would be $5484.08, The|
amount actually received was $4.-|
130.52; $1.946.70 was the amount se
cured from scholarships which. helped
to pay the tuitions of some of the stu-
denta
