The primary object of the associa-
tion is "Savings and Loans," with the
ultimate object of helping its members
to become home owners through meth-
ods of thrift. Kvery member is a
stockholder sharing in the earnings
of the association in proportion to the
amount of his savings. Kvery person

invited to become a member, paying
into the association at stated times,
weekly or monthly, such sums as his
earnings may permit. Dividends are

edited upon these savings every six
months. When the fund thus created
ir large enough, the member is en-

couraged to borrow from the associa-
tion a sufficient amount to put with
hi? savings to purchase a suitable
home, thus assuring his family inde-

pendence of the oft times grasping
landlord. Upon this loan he continues
his periodical payments until the loan
is repaid. He may then become a

"savings" member again, laying by a
limd against the inevitable rainy day,
or for business purposes as he sees
fa. So "thrift" becomes a habit and
"savings" accumulate.

The funds of the assentation are
loaned only for purposes of home own- -

ing, on dwellings ot its mem hers where
the margin of security i. sufficient to
comply with the state law. So also.
are luntis advanced to memriers wno
are building homes. No investments
arc so secure or so satisfactory as in
the American htme, so it is felt that
the funds of the association are so

placed as tt) guarantee its members
ti gainst loss of any kind.

It is the hope of the directors that
the citizens of Alma will interest
themselves in this Alma institution
which has done so much in the past,
antl which bids fair to do so much in
the future for the city. The money
you pay into the association goes to
provide someone with a home, helps to
build up the city in a way sorely need-

ed an object in which one may take
just pritle. Many, unable themselves
to join actively in the house crusade
r.ow on in Alma, could aid the enter
prise by becoming stockholders in the
association so active in promoting
home owning. Money thus safely in
vested would at the same time bring
in a nice rate of interest and be the
means of assisting with home-buildin- g

Senator Tonnsend Gave Republican
