Nearly Three Hundred and  Fifty
New Houses in Alma

sentative of the Alma Reeord, in an
effort to find out just how much the
city was booming, took a little run
up and down the various streets of the
eity and looked around for new
houses.

It was found that since April 1st,
1916, three hundred thirty-seven new
houses have been built or building,
not eounting any that may have been
started since Monday night. This
probably means housing room in this
city for an additional thousand peo-
ple, over those hera before April 1st
and us the city hag no empty houses,
we naturally take it that the popu.
intion has been increasing with great
rupidity during the past summer.

Sinee April 1st, 1016 twenty-eight
houses in the city have been remod-
eled and made better residences, which
alone would have been a big improve-
ment, had it been done just five sum-
mers ago, when it was thought that
Alma was dying by inches
