The voters in Hreckenridge, Ithaca,

St. Louis and Alma will be asked on

Monday, April 1, to show whether or
not the Gratiot County Gas company
is to le allowed to raise the gas rates
of the company, to take care of the
increased costs of production.

At a recent meeting of councilmen
and the executive heads from the
four Gratiot towns, the statements
of the gas company were gone over,
and at this time the men at the meet-

ing, representing these lowns, de-

cided that the company was in need
of assistance in order to avoid going
into the hands of a receiver. As a
result the committee from each town
recommended to the home councils
that it submit a proposition to the
voters, in regard to slightly raising
the price of gas, on a sliding scale,
to take care of the increased cost of
coal, so necessary to the manufac-

ture of gas.
Here in Alma, the matter was gone

into thoroughly by the council, and
it was freely acknowledged that the
gas company was in need of assis-

tance if it were to avoid a receiver-

ship.
A number around the four towns

have been saying, well, why should
we worry about a receivership?

A receivership for the gas com-

pany will, without question, mean
that the gas users of the four towns
must pay even a higher rnu for gas,
