that the city will hive a new fire hall
before winter.

It is almost certain that if the prop-
osition goes through, the present por-
tion of the city hall which is now ed

to the fire department, will
be remodeleyl and converted into a
ladies' rest room and a library, both
of which are badly needed in this city.

There has leen a desire for soma
time to get the tiro department out
of the city hall, one reason being tho
one of sanitation. The city hall haa
anything but a good healthful atmos-
phere for people to be compelled to
work in with horses constantly under
they same roof.

Another good reason for the desire
to have a separate buiiding for tho
fire department is the fact that tho
city hall is over-crowd- because of
the room in which the fire departmenf
takes up in the hall. T.ie large room
to the west can easily be converted
into a rest room for the ladies and-int-

a library, and then leave the
present firemen's room to be used a.,
an office room. The plan is to house
the free reading room in the city hall,
which will do away with a consider-
able portion of the expenso entailed
during the year from rental.

WILL BE HELD

TWENTY WERE GRADUATED

Thirteen Members of Class Who
Probably Would Have Received

Degrees are in Service.

On Wednesday afternoon Alma col-

lege closed her thirty-firs- t year
with the annual commencement at
which time twenty young people fin-

ished their college course and receiv-
ed their diplomas. At the same time
seventeen young ladies were awarded
state teacher's certificates for the
comuletion of the two years' course
in Kindergarten work.

The wonderful spirit of patriotism,
which has prevaded the men cf Alma
college since the entrance of the
United States into the great world
war, is the one thing which has kept
the class of l!18 from being the
largest in the history of the college.
More young men from this class have
gone int.the service of their country,
than remained in college to finish
their course, leaving the class far
from the largest. In all twelve men
from this class arc in the service.

Commencement week opened Sun-

day with the annual baccalaureate ad-

dress by President H. M Crooks, LL.
I)., at the First Presbyterian church,
which was packed to the limit for trie
exercises and address.

"Considering Harrabas," was the
theme of the address, and it brought
to the students, and to the seniors in
particular, the nobleness of that great
spirit of unselfishness.

Barabbas, the unselfish, who saved
his life; Barrabbas, the robber, who
seized the chance to save himself at
the time of the crucifixion, was com-

pared with the Great Master, who so
unselfishly gave His life.

Then President Crooks brought the
parallel in, the selfish man of today,
who takes his choice and stays at
home, to gain for himself, and the
unselfish man, who offers his all on
the altar of sacrifice for Democracy
and humanity, the men in all walks
of life, but particularly the thousands
of college men, who are giving their
lives, so unselfishly, with never a
thought of self, but rather with every
thought centered on the good that
they may do for humanity. So com-
mon is the sacrifice today, that it
passes unnoticed; but the selfish, who
elects to stay at home, who fails to
give of his wealth, his earnings, th
Barabbas of today is a marked man.

Without a doubt it was one of the
most important baccalaureate ad-

dresses ever given here. It stirrel
the entire audience. It stirred deeply
those college men and women who
were, present. It brought homo to
them the important lift of today.

Answers Final Summons.

Frank Sullivan of Coldwater. mem
ber of the class of 11)20 of Alma col-

lege, is the first one of the one hun-die- J

and twenty college men in the
service to be called to his final reward,
he. having died from sickness in the
government hospital at Portsmouth,
alter a long illness.

He was buried at Coldwater Friday
and at the same time a memorial ser-
vice was held in his honor at Alma
college, at which time President H.
M. Crooks, LL. D., made a fitting me-mori- al

address which touched the stu-
dents deeply.

In part he said:
"He was not given a chance to

fight. Early as he was to volunteer,
be was never nearer to the foe he
would have met with courageous.hon-orabl- e

blo.Vs than the borders of his
own dear land. It is difficult to con-
ceive that satisfaction would have
come to him at causing gaping
wounds or at bringing swift death
to those who have not respected life's
mostsacred treasures. Tet duty has
called him 'to give his mery youth
away for country and for Clod' and
d ity nvould have made him do for
country's sake what his gentle na-
ture could not have conceived save for
duty's stern call.

"I do not call upon you to mourn
his going. I do not call upon you to
pity his months of suffering. I do
not call upon you to regret the futil-
ity of his cherished desire to serve in
noble battle upon the high seas. I
call upon you to rejoice at his unhes-
itating enlistment. I call upon you to
beproud of the simplicity .of his go-
ing forth to serve. I summon you to
be glad in your memory of his light-hearte- d

life," his keen enjoyment of
life-- pleasures, hi alertness
to hear the call of duty and to see with
those young eyes the vision splendid.

Henry Sanclall, Old Alma Resi-

dent, Died Sunday Night
After Illness of Year.

One year, almost to the day, after
he was taken ill with hardening of
the arteries, Judge Henry W. Sandal!,
lor more than two score years prom-
inent in Gratiot county, died at his
home at t' North Saginaw street,
Owosso at 1 o'clock Sunday evening.
Judge Sandall's condition was so
grave last summer that it was neces-

sary to employ a nurse, until last
September, when he improved some-
what. For some time past, however,
he had been failing gradually.

Mr. Sandall was born in Kipping-ale- ,
Lincolnshire, England, 80 years

ago and came to America with his
parents when 10 years old on a sail-
ing vessel. They were out of sight
of land for six weeks and four days.
Once during the voyage a bad storm
carried them back for miles, while-squall-s

frequently diverted the vessel
lrom its course.

The family located at Cuyahoga
Falls, O., and later moved to a farm
in Medina county, where Mr. Sandall
grew to manhood an was married.
He and his wife came to Michigan in
18;;;, settling in Alma. At that time
theie were only five houses in the
village. Mr. Sandall became po.st-mast- cr

here and ferved as justice of
the peace for 25 years. He also held
many other ofiices of public trust. lie
resigned all public? offices 18 months
ago and moved to Owosso to live in
retirement.

IThe deceased was christened in the
old Episcopal church of England, but
had been a member of the Church of
Christ for f5 years. During one pe-
riod of nine years, he missed church
on only l.' Sundays. At the time ef
his death he was a member of th?
board of trustees of the Church of
Christ at Owosso.

Cf a kindly nature, a Christian
gentleman who practiced his religion
every day of his life. Judge Sandall
was a man who mado Xriends wher-
ever he went.
