There In
1W7 was boru the lirst Ameri-
can child of Knglish parents.
She was named Virginia Iare,
after the virgin queen. This col-

ony, due to Knglaud' war with
Spain, could not be properly sup-

ported, and after a few years
perished. It was not until over
a century later that permanent
settlements were made. Daring
pioneers from Virginia pressed
south into the new territory, and
these, augmented by a large
company of Huguenots from
France and a greater number of
(Jermans from the Palatinate,
founded the tlr.st North Carolina
town of Newburn in 1710. liy
the time of the Involution the
population In North Carolina
had increased to such an extent,
with an influx of Scdch-Iri- h

and Scotch Highlanders who
settled chiefly in the western
counties, that it ranked fourth
among tb original thirteen col-

onies. Today Its population en-

titles it to twelve electoral votes
for president. In area it slands
aboiji halt way union;; the sfjiic
with r.j.-tJ- square mi lev. North
Carolina was the twelfth slate
to adopt the Const Hut ion, the
formal ratification taking plac
in November, 17S!. The deriva-
tion of the name Carolina, as In
the case of South Carolina, camo
from the I.ntln Carolus, mean-
ing Charles, and was given orig-
inally in honor of King Charles
IX of Franco and retained by
King Charles II of Fngland.
North Ciirolina Is also known
as the Old North state.

SOME FACTS AHOUT HOME MERCHANTS

Every now and then we hear some one say some thin about
hitfh prices and hint about the advantages of other .towns, but
there are some facts we must take into consideration when dis-

cussing the problems of our home town merchants.
First, they live here, pay taxes for the support of our insti-

tutions, contribute toward the upkeep of our churches, schools,
lodges and charities.

They are usually the first ones consulted when a contribution
is wanted for any cause whatever.

They must either pay rent or maintain their own store build-

ings, must pay for their good at the end of thirty days, and are
often times asked to extend credit over a long period, and as a re-

sult sutler more or less loss ail the time.
Lincoln, speaking of the foreign market at one time, said

"If you buy goods at home the home folks have both the goods
and the money, but if you buy goods outside the outsider has the
money."

It ought to be plain to all of us that by supporting our home
merchants we are helping to build up our own home town and
make it a pleasantcr place to live.

When a merchant sells an article he makes a certain profit
over and above the wholesale cost of the goods, the transportation
and the cost of handling. This rule applies the world over.

Suppose the people of this community have $500,000 to spend
within a given length of time.

Is it better to keep the profits at home and in circulation
among us, or is it wiser to send it all away?

For the purposes of illustration, we will say the dealer's profit
is 15 per cent, or $75,000.

If the people send away for this $500,000 worth of goods ALL
THE MONEY THEY SEND AWAY WILL STAY AWAY. We

will never see it again.
If, on the other hand, the people buy those goods from local

dealers the only money to be sent away will be the wholesale cost
of the goods and the transportation charges.

The 15 per cent profit will remain at home, as well as the
overhead expenses, such as clerical hire, insurance, heat, light,
and various other items.

Keeping that money at home does two important things.. It
increases the moifey in circulation at home, and it gives employ-
ment to local people.

People who are in the habit of patronizing their home mer-

chants invariably have a better and more prosperous community
those who have the catalogue habit.

These are facts worth looking in the face.

Instead of - coiilinitig
themselves Solely to the sheep, they
would Imagine a whole pasture, with
trees and hills ami a sUy full of clouds
beyond, ami their attention was so dif-

fused keeping track of-th- landscape
that they couldn't keep their minds
concentrated on the sheep. Presently

The newer and more scientific meth-i- u

for h pilot izintr yourself to sleep,
says the amateur psychologist, 1 to
Mud out your particular drowsy ob-

session and concentrate.

KiuWt
the civil law of lv.' :i total
s.vMem of competitive eMimiiintiolis
and appointments on merit has heen
built Up for the classes of positions
covered by tlie law. Hut btrid cer-
tification by the civil service commis-
sion for appointment 'f ihs appli-
cants who are proved by examination
to be eligible, the merit system is not
fully operative even in connection with
the positions to which It applies. Hap-
hazard practice in ussi-rnirieiif- of
work ami in promotions, over which
no central authority has Jurisdiction,
have brought about Inequalities which
are discouraging to the workers. This
condition tint the relatively low sal-

aries paid by the government cause
u "turnover" In government forces
that cuuld not long be withstood by
a private business.

The readjustment of government
salaries in the District of Columbia
has recently received the attention
of the Joint commission on reclassifi-
cation of salaries, which was author-
ized by a provision In the legislative,
executive and Judicial appropriation
act approved March 1. lil!). The re-

port of this commission Is now in the
hands of congress and its fate remains
to be seen. The report represents
many months of work and an effort to
present data which' will enable con-

gress to .understand conditions as1 they
'

exist.
The present civil service law was

enacted to correct the evils of the
"spoils system" which had become in-

tolerable. That the plan provided by
the law, that of appointments through
competitive examinations for certain
positions, has been a vast improve-
ment over the obi patronage method
Is generally conceded; but the law
failed to be a completely effective In-

strument by not providing for the ap-

plication of the merit system to the
more responsible ami, therefore, the
more remunerative positions.

The administrative offices, aside
from the cabinet, which do not come
within the scope of the civil service
law, are postmasters at offices of the
llrst, second and third classes, col-

lect om of Internal revenue, collectors
of curoms; registers, receivers, and
purveyors general of the land office;
assistant treasurers, surveyors, special

intendents of mints, assayers In mints,

THE DUTIES OF PARENTHOOD

It is quite apparent that many people do not fully realize their
duty toward their. own children. It is quite often the case that the
children are allowed to grow as Topsy did, and parental duty ends
with furnishing something to eat and wear.

Many times the children have no instruction whatever in cit-

izenship except what they get in the public schools, and while
that is good it cannot possibly take the place of parental duty.

Religious training is one of the safeguards of our nation, and
that is a duty of the home which is sadly lacking. Dr. Stearns
of Massachusetts, speaking of the need of a religious life in the
home in a recent article in the Literary Digest uses the following
pointed language which should make us all thoughtful of our per-
sonal responsibility.

"It is pretty near gone from the family life, unless it is sim-

ply an outward expression or manifestation, and it is very dif-

ficult to get young people into church or under its influence when
the parents stay away and scoff at the church. When one goes
into social life there is nothing there to tell a boy that he should
believe that womankind as a whole is pure and honest and high-minde- d

and far better than he is, and demands of him, for his own

Fake and for hers, that he shall live clean and meet her on an
equal plane.

"Those are the ideals to which we anchored in our youth ;

but there is nothing in the painted, barebacked girl that a boy
generally meets in modern social life, with all her extravagances
and her eccentricities, however, superficial they may be and I

believe that in the majority of cases they are superficial but
there is nothing to indicate to the boy that that is what the wo-

"I have never talked with boys that they did not come back

and come back splendidly, and admit those things. They were

ready and glad to do anything they could to establish better and
finer standards and ideals and conditions, but they tell me again
and again, 'Mr. Stearns, even our parents do not set a proper ex-

ample; even our parents appear to ignore these things.'
"Gentlemen, that is all I want to leave with you, that if you

expect your boys of the coming generation to be the kind of men
you would have them be, every one of you then prove a little more
that you want to help to set these things right and to re-

establish old standards of morality, to which the boys can anchor..
If necessary, be willing to make a little sacrifice, as our parents
did for us, that we might be bigger and better, in order that they
may enjoy what we enjoy as the result of those same sacrifices
on the part of our elders."
