I ooujure yon to believe me, fellow-citizens.the jeal¬
ousy of a free people ought to be constantly awake;
since history and expenenoe Drove, that foreign in¬
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wish of Silas Dean-.' that there were an ocean of fire
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Basis Principle* of the Aaaertena Partyof
Virginia.

Determined to preserve our political institutions
in their original purity and vigor, and to keep them
unadulterated and unimpaired by foreign Influence,
either civil or religious, as wall a* by home faction
and home detnagogntom; and believing that aa
American policy, religious, political, and commer¬

cial, necessary for the attainment of these ends, we
ahall observe and carry out in practice, the follow¬
ing principles :

I. That the suffrages of the American people
for political offices, should not be given to any
other than those bora on our soil, ana reared and
matured under the influence of our institutions.

1. That bo foreigner ought to be allowed to ex-1
crcise the elective franchise, till he shall have re¬
sided within the United States a sufficient length
of time to enable him to become acquainted with
the principles and imbued with the spirit of our
institutions, and no til he shall have become tho¬
roughly identified with the great interests of our
country.

#. l?hat whilst no obstacle should be interposed
to the immigration of all foreigners of honest and
industrious habits, and all privileges and immuni¬
ties enjoyed bv any native-born citlxens of our
oaentry should ha artended to all such immigrant*,

administrations; yet all legal means should he
adopted to obstruct and prevent the immigration
of the vicious and worthless, the criminal and
pauper.

such law, hereafter reach our ports; and to
require the President of the United States to
lemand from any government, which may
send hither such classes of its subjects, imme¬
diate and ample satisfactionfor tuch outrage 1
and a proper indemnity against the repetition
thereof.

We shall oppose the election or ap¬
pointment of anyforeign-bom citizen to any
office of trust, honor or emolument, under the
p uueral or State governments, or the employ¬
ment or enlistment of such persons in the army
or navy in time of war; maintaining, as we
o thc ^Pinion, that the natiee-born citizens of

the United States have the right to govern the
land of their birth; and that all immigrants
from abroad should be content with the enjoy¬
ment of life, liberty and property, under our

institutions, without seeking to participate in
the enaction, administration, or execution of
our laws.

fbwrth. We shall advocate and urge the
adoption of such an amendedform an oath
to support the Constitution of the United
Stale*, and to be administered to all petaouu
elected or appointed to any office oftrust, honor
or emolument, under the Federal or State gov¬
ernments, as will offectually exclude from such
offices all persons, who shall not directly and
explicitly recqpysa. the obligations and bind¬
ing fore© or the Constitution of the United
States, as paramount to all obligations of adhe¬
sion or allegiance to any foreign prinoe, power,
potentate, or authority whatever^ underany and
all circumstances.

We ahall neither suataia nor oppt se any political

measurea en the ground that thev emanate from a
Democratic or from a Whig administration ; bnt ws
ahall discuss all political questions with the "lost
perfect freedom from favor or prejudice, toward the
preseat or any future sdministration. Keeping af-
wsya in view the principles and purposes of the
American party, we sfiall battle for those principles
and purposes, while as sn independent jeurnal. we
ahall approve what ws think is right and condemn
what we think is wrong in the principles of all public
men and of all political partiea. The editor of the
American Organ will be a Democrat of the echool of
Jefferson and Madison progressive in his notions of
public policy, yet consistent in his advocacy of the
rights of the States.
No essay or editorial ahall ever sppear in thf

American Organ, the tendency of which would be to
prejudice (he righto or wound the feelings of the citi-
rens of any of the States. Ho far as the influence of
this paper shall extend, the constitutional rights of
each, and of all the 8tatee. shall be maintained: H «

The Bird* of Spring.
UY WASU1NUT0N IHVIHO.

My quiet residence in the country, aloof from
fashion, politico, and the money market, leaves am
rather at a loaa for occupation, and driven me oc¬
casionally to the study of nature, and other low
pursuits. Marine few neighbors, on whom to
keep a watch and exercise my habit* of observa¬
tion, 1, fkin to amuse myself with prying into the
domestic concern* and peculiarities of tlio animals
around me ; and, during the present season, havo
derived considerable entertainment from certain
sociable little birds, almost the only visiter* wohave, during this early part of the year.Those who have passed tho winter in tho coun¬
try, are sensible of the delightful influences that
accompany the earliest indications of sprlug, anilof theso, none are more delightful than the firstnotes of the birds. There is one modest little *ad-colored bird, much resembling a wren, which ennioabout the house just on the skirts of winter, whennot u blado of grass was to be seen, and when afew prematurely warm days had given a flutteringforetaste of soft weather, lie sang early in thodawning, long before sunrise, and late iu the even¬ing, just before tho closing iu of night, his matinand his vesper hymns. It is true, be sang oece-sionally throughout the day; but at these stillhours, his song was more remarked. lie eat on uleafless tree, just before the window, and warbledforth his notes, few and simple, but singularlysweet, with something of a plaintive tone, thatheightened their effect.
The first morning that ho was heard, was a joy¬ous oue among the young folks of my household.The long, death-liko sleep of winter was at an end;nature was once more awakening; they now prom¬ised themselves the immediate appearance of budsand blossoms. I was reminded of tho tempeBltossed crew of Columbus, when, after their longdubious voyage, the field-birds came singing roundthe ship, though still far at sea, rejoicing themwith the belief of the immediate proximity of land.A sharp return of w inter almost silenced my littlnsongster, and dashed the hilarity of the household;yet still he poured forth, now and then, a few plain¬tive notes, between the frosty pipings of the breeze,like gleams of sunshine between wintry clouds.I uavo consulted luy books of ornithology Invain, to fiud out the name of this kindly little bird,who certainly deserves honor and favor far beyondhis modest pretensions. He comes like the lowlyviolet, tho most unpretending, but welcomest offlowers, breathing the sweet promises of the enilyyear.
Another of our feathered visiters, who follows-toee upon the steps of winter, is the Pewit, orFei -wee, or Phoebe-bird, for ho is called by each c ffr0U1 a flmcied resemblance to t!:o-.-monotonous noto. He Is a social little

About this time, too, arrives tho Blue-bird, so

poetically yet truly described by Wilson. His sp¬
uearance gladdens the whole landsSape. He soci¬
ably approaches your habitation, aud takes up his
residence in your vicinity.
The happiest bird of our sprlug, liowever, aud

one that rivals the European lark in my estimstlon,
is the Boblincoln, or Boblink, as he is comn.ouly
called. He arrives at that choice portion of our
year which, in this latitude, answers to the de¬
scription of the month of May, so often given by
the poeta. With us it begin* about the middle of
May, aud lasts until fiearly the middle of June.Earlier thau this winter is apt to return on its
traces, and to blight the opening beauties of tho
year ; and later thau this begin the parching, and
panting, and dissolving heats of summer. But in
this genial interval nature is lu all her freshnrla
and fragrance. "The rains are over and goi e,
the flowers appear upon the earth, the time ofsingingof birds is come, and the voice of the turtle is
heard in the land." The trees are now in their ful¬
lest foliage and brightest verdure ; the woods arc

gay with the clustered flowers of the laurel ; tho
air is perfumed by the sweet briar and the wild
rose; the meadows arc enamelled with clover Mos¬
lems ; while the young apple, the peach, and tbo
plum begin to swell, and the cherry to glow among
the green leaves.

This is the ohosen season of revelry of the Bob-
link. He comes amidst the pomp and fragraflce of
the season ; his life socms all sensibility aud en¬
joyment, all song and sunshine, ne is to be found
in the soft bosoms of the freshest and sweetest
meadows, and is most in «ng when the clover la
in blossom. Ho perches on tho topmost twig of a
tree, or on some long flaunting weed, and, as he
rises and sinks with tne brce*e, pours forth a suc¬
cession of rich twinkling notes, crowding one upon
another like the outpouring melody of the tkylark,
and possessing. the same rapturous character.
Sometimes he pitches from the summit of a tree,
begins his song as soon as he gets upon the wing,
and flutters tremulously down to the earth, as if
overcome with ecsUicy at his own music. Some¬
times he is in pursuit of 14ft paramour, always in
fall song, as if he would win her by his melody,
and always with the sonic appearance of intoxica¬
tion and delight.
Of all the birds of our groves and meadows, (he

Boblink was tho envy of my boyhood. He crossed
my path in the sweetest weather, and sweefc-st
season of the year, when all nature called to tho
fields, and the rural feelings throbbed In every
liosom; but when I, luek'ess urchin ! was doomc d
to be mewed up during the livelong day, i* that
purgatory of Iwyhood, a school-room, it seemed i<
the vailet mockod at me, as he flew by in Ml song,
and fought to taunt me with his happy lot Oh,
how 1 envied bhn! No lessons, no task, no hateful
school, nothing but holiday, frolic, green fields, and
fine weather. Had I then been mot* versed in
poetry, I might have addressed him in the wor<ls
of Logan to the cuckoo:

Sweet bird! thy bower is ever green,
TTiy sky is ever clear;

Thou hast no sorrow in thy note,
No winter in thy year.

Oh! could I fly, I'd fly with thee;
We'd make oa joyful wing.

Furtiier observation and experience have piven
me a different idea of this Utile feathered voluptu
ary, which I will venture to impart, for the benefit,
of my school boy readers who may regard him with
the same unqualified envy and admiration which I
once indulged. I have shown him onlv as I saw
him first, in what I may call the poetical part of his
career, wheu ho in a manner devoted himself to
elegant pursuits and enjoyments, and was a bird
of music, and song, and taste, and sensibility, and
refinement. While this lasted, he was sacred from
injury ; the very school-boy wonkl no: fling a stone
st him, and the morest rustic would pause to listen
to his strain. But mark the difference. As the year
advances, as the clover blossoms disappear, ami
tho spring fades Into summer, he gradually gives
up his elegant tastes and habits; doll's his poetical
suit of black, assumes a russet dusty garb, and
sink* *0 the gross enjoyments of .'*"r
birds. His notes no longer vibrate on the ear ,

he la stuffiing himself with the seeds of the Ull
weeds on wfiirh he lately swung and chanted so

melodiously. He has become a »b«i Tirwrt a

"gourmand with him now there - "^ing like
the "iovs of the table." In a little while be grows
tired of plain, homely fare, and is off on a Rastro
aomcal tour in (Juest of foreign luxuries. We
next hear of him with myriads of his kind, ben_
nueting among the reeds of the Delaware, and
grows corpnlnnt with good feeding. He has
