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" Against the insidious wiles of foreign influence.
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Uasis Principles of the American Party ot
Virginia.

Determined to preserve our political institutions
In their original purity and vigor, and to keep them
unadulterated and unimpaired by foreign influence,
cither civil or religious, as well as by home faction
and home domagoguism; and believing that an

American policy, religious, political, and commer¬

cial, accessary for the attainment of these ends, we
shall observe and carry out in practice, the follow¬
ing principles:

1. That the suffrages of tlio American people
for political offices, should not be given to any
other than those born on our soil, and reared and
matured under the influence of our institutions.

S. That no foreigner ought to be allowed to ex¬
ercise the elective franohiac, till he shall have re¬

sided within the United States a sufficient length
of time to enable him to becomo acquainted with
the principles and imbued with the spirit of our
institutions, and until he shall have become tho¬
roughly identified with the great interests of our

(WtkT.
8- That whilst no obstacle should be interposed

to the immigration of all foreign#. of honest and
industrious habits, and all privileges and immuni¬
ties et\joved by any native-born citizens of our

country should be extended to all such immigrant*,
xoept that of participating in any of our political

administrations; yet all legal means should ba
adopted to obstruct and prevent the immigration
of the vicious and worthless, the criminal and
pauper.

4. That the American doctrine of religions tol¬
eration, and entire absence of all proscription for
opinion's aake, should be cherished as one of the
very fundamental principles of our civil freedom
and that any aect or party which believes and main¬
tains that any foreign power, roligioua or pslitical,
has the right to control the conscience or direct
the oonduct of a freeman, occupies a position which
is totally at war with the principles ol freedom of
opinion, and which is mischievous in its tendency,
ud which principle, if carried Into practice, would

jirore wholly destructive of our religions and civil

#. ^"hat the Bibls In the hands of every free cit-
lsen is ths only permanent basis of all true liberty
and genuine equality.

8. That the intelligence of tho people is necos-

saiy to the right use and the continuance of our
liberties, civil and roligioua; henoe the propriety
and importanoe of the promotion and fostering of
an means of moral and Intellectual culture by some
adequate and permanent provision for general od-

1. That the doctrine of availability, now ao prev¬
alent and controlling, in the nomination of candl-
datea for office, in total diaregard to all principles
°f of truth, and of justice, is essentially
wron®, and should be by all good men condemned.

8. That, as a general rule, the same restrictions
should be prescribed to the exercise of the power
of removal from office, ss are made necessary to be
observed in the power of appointment thereto;
and that executive Influence and patronage should
be scrupulously conferred and jealously guarded.

9. That the sovereignty of the States should be
supreme in the exercise of all powers not sxpre**-
ly delegated to the federal government, and which
may not be necessary and proper to carry out the

Kwers so delegated, and that this principle should
observed and hsld sacred in all organ imtions of

the American party.
10. That all sectarian Intermeddling with politics

or political institution*, coining from whatever
source it may, should be promptly resisted by all
roeh means as aeem to ba necessary and proper for
thin end.
U. That whilst the perpetuity of the present

form of the federal government of the United
States is actually necessary for ths proper develop¬
ment of all the resources of this country, yet the
princjpls of non-intervention, both on the part of
the federal government and of the several States
of the Union, in the municipal affairs of each other,
is essential to peace and prosperity of our country,
and to the well-being and permanence of our Insti¬
tutions, and at the same t'me the only reliable
bond of brotherhood and union.

11. The red republicanism and licentious indul¬
gence in the siyoyment of civil privileges, are as

much to be feared ami deprecated by all friends
to well-regulated government and true liberty, as

any of the forms of monarchy and despotism.
18. That ths true Interests and welfare of this

country, ths honor of this nation, the individual
and private rights of its citisens, conspire to de¬
mand that all other question* arising from party
organisations, or from any other source, should be
held subordinate to and in practice mads to yield

he great principles herein promulgated.
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Our Principles.
ri'- W# shall advocate a repeal of the

laws of naturalization, or if that cannot be ac¬

complished, then such a modification of those
laws, as will prevent future immigrants front
becoming citizens, short of a residence of
twenty-one years, after taking the oath of alle¬
giance to the United States, and of abjuration
of all other powers, potentates, and prinoea

Second. We shall advocate the passage of a

stringent law by Congress to prevent the im¬
migration hither of foreigners, who are either
pauper» or criminals, and to send back to the
countries from which they come, all such for¬
eigner* of these classes as may, in violation of
such law; hereafter reach our ports; and to
require the President of the United States to
demand from any government, which may
send hither such classes of its subjects, imme¬
diate and, ample satisfactionfor euch outrage,
*nd a proper indemnity against the repetition
thereof

"HUri. We shall oppose the election or ap¬
pointment of enyforeign-born citizen to any
office of trust, honor or emolument, under the
Federal or State governments, or the employ¬
ment or enlistment of such persons in the army
or navy in time of war ; maintaining, as we
do the opinion, that the native-born citizens of
the United States have the right to govern the
land of their birth; and that all immigrants
from abroad should be content with the enjoy¬
ment of life, liberty and property, under our

institutions, without seeking to participate in
the enaction, administration, or execution of
our laws.
Iburth. We shall advocate and urge the

adoption of such an amendedform ef an oath
to support the Constitution of the United
State*, and to be administered to all persons
elected or appointed toany office of trust, honor,
or emolument, under the Federal or State gov¬
ernments, m will effectually exclude from such
offices all persons, whe shall not directly and
explicitly recognise the obligations and bind¬
ing force of the Constitution of the United
States, as paramount to all obligating of adho-
sion or allegiance te any foreign prince, power,
potentate, or authority whatever, under any and
all circumstances.

We shal! maintain the doctrine that
no one ef the States of this Union has the right
to admit to the enjoyment offree suffrage any
person of/brwpn birth, who has not been^r»£
made a citizen of the United States, according
to the " uniform rul«M of naturalization pre¬
scribed by Congress, under the provisions of
the constitution.
SixtK We shall oppose, now and hereafter

any " union of Church and State," no matter
what class of religiouisto shall seek to bring
about such union.

Seventh. We shall vigorously maintain the
vested rights of all persons, of native orforeign
birth, and shall at all times oppose the slightest
interference with such vested rights.

Eighth. We shall oppose and protest against
all abridgment of religious liberty, holding
it as a cardinal maTim, thmtreligiouefaith is a
questien between each individual and his God;
and over which no political government, or other
human power, can rightfully exercise any su¬

pervision or control, at any time, in any place,
or in any form.
Nintk We shall oppose all ?' higher law"

doctrines, by which the constitution is to be set
at nought, violated, or disregarded, whether by
politicians, by religioniete, or by the adherents
or followers of either, or by any other class of
persons.

Tenth.

We shall maintain and defend the
constitution as it stands, the Union as it ex¬
ists, and the right* of the Statee, without di¬
minution as guaranteed thereby: opposing at
all times, and to the extent of our ability and
influenoe, all who may assail tibam, or either of
them.

Eleventh. We shall oppose no man, and sus-
win no man, on the ground of his opposition
to, or his support of, Demooratie measures, or

Whxg measures; but we shall oppose those who
oppose our doctrines, and sustain those who
sustain our doctrines.

AN ACT for establishing religious freedom, passed
in tbe Assembly of Virginia in the beginning of
the yew 1786*

^ Ahn%ht7 Ood fcath crested tbe
mind free; that all attempt* to influence It by tem¬
poral punishments or burdens, or by civil incana-
citationa, tend only to begat habits of hypocri.y
and meanness, and sre a departure from the plan
of the Holy Author ofour religion, who, being Lord
both of body and of mind, yet chose not to prop¬
agate by coercions on cither, ss was in his almighty
power to do; that the impious presumption of leg¬
islatures and rulers, civil as well ss ecclesissti< ,i!
who, being themselves bat fkllible and uninspired
men, have assumed dominion over the fsith of
otheta, setting up their own opinions sod modes of
thinking aa the only true and infallible, and as such
endeavoring to impose them upon others, hath es¬
tablished snd maintained false religions over the
greatest part of the world, and through all time .

that ta compel a man to famish contribution* of
money for the propagation of opinions which he
disbelieves, is sinfal and tyrannical; that even the
forcing him to support this or that teacher of his
own religions persuasion ia depriving him of the
comfortable UWty of giving his contributions
.. the particulrr pastor whose morals he would
make his pattern, and whose powers he feels most
persuaave to righteousness, and is withdrawingfrom
the ministry those temporal rewards, which, pro¬
ceeding from an approbation of their personal con-
duet, are an additional incitement to earnest and
unremitting labors for the Instruction of mankind;
that ourdvll righto have no dependence on our re^
ligious opinions more than our opinions in physics
or geometry; that, therefore, the proecribin* of
any citiaen as unworthy the public confidence by
laying upon him an incapacity of being called to
the offices of trust and emolument, unless he pro¬
fess or renounce this or that religious opinion, is
depriving him irynriously of those privileges and
advantages to which, in common with his fellow-
citisens, he has a natural right; that it tends also
to oorrapt the principles of the very religion it is
meant to encourage, by bribing, with a monopoly
of worldly honors, those who will externally pro¬
fess and conform to H; that though, indeed those
are criminal who do not withstand inch tempta-
tlona, yet neither are those Innocent who lay the
bait in their way j that to suffer the civil ma¬

gistrate to intrude his powers into the field of opin¬
ion, and to restrain the profession or propagation of
principles, on the supposition of their ill tendency
is a dangerons fallacy, which at onoe destroys sli
religious liberty, because, be being of course judge
of that tendency, will make his opinions the rule
of Judgment, and approve or condemn the eenti-

menu of others only u they shall square with, or
differ from, his own; that it la time enough, tor the
rightful purposes of civil government, for its offi¬
cers to interfere when principles break out into
overt acts against peace and good order; and,
finally, that truth la great, and will prevail if left to
herself, that she is the proper and suffiaient antag¬onist of error, and has nothing to fear from the
conflict, unless by human interposition disarmed of
her natural weapons, free argument and debate,
errors ceasing to bo dangerous when it is permittedfreely to combat them.
Be it, tk*r*for«, enacted by tk« General A'-

tembly, That no man shall be compelled to fre¬
quent or support any religious worship, place, or
ministry whatsoever, nor snail he be enforced, re¬

And thoughwe well know this Assembly, elected

by the people for the ordinary purposes of legis¬lation only, have no power to restrain the acts of
succeeding assemblies, constituted with powersequal to our own 5 and that, therefore, to declare
this act irrevocable would be of no effect in law;
yet, we are free to declare, and do doclare, that the
rights hereby asserted are of the natural rights of
mankind, and that if any act shall bo hereafter
passed to repeal the present, or to narrow its ope¬rations, such an act will be an infringement of
natural right.

Aboard THI Fillibusteb Schoonkb
Two Pollieb, off the " Hole In the Wall,

near the middle of March, I fbrget the
day of tho month, 1868.

IIkar Gineral: We are skuddin round hore
and holdln on to the slack, waitin for more help
to como up, and you may depend on 't Cuba'*
got to take it. We don't never give up the Uilp.

We ve been hav¬
ing a glimpse at it once in awhile with our spy¬
glasses, through tho "Hole in the Wall," and
round the corners, aud it s raly a fino country ,

'twould do your heart good to look at it. And
you shall have a chance before loug, for it's got to
come-down; it's got to nuckle, and no mistake.
I've got my commission to go ahead from Mr. Bu¬
chanan and Mr. Mason and Mr. Souley. And tho
nub of the whole thing is, we've got to take Cuba,
" if we have the powerand I know we have, a.i

Sally Giles said to her sweetheart. Says Sally, soys
sho, " you shan't kiss me unless you arc strongerthan I, and I know you bo."

Jest before wo como out I see by the papers
that Louis Napoleon was a notion of goln to the
Crimea to see Sebastopol fall; and so I thought
may be you might like to como out here and seo
us take Cuba. Now if you du, jest say the word,
aud tell mo in your letter what day you will b
down on tho pint of Floriday, and I'll bear up with
tho Two Pollies and tuke you ofl'.
You must n't feel hurt because I did n't come to

Washington to seo you before starting on tliii»
cruise ; but the fact was I had n't time. Our coun¬
try was in so much dauger it would n't do to wait.
Our Congress in Ostend went ovor the whole ground
aud examined it carefully, and come to the conclu¬
sion that it was neck or nothing with us. We muit
havo Cuba or our whole country would go to reck
and ruin, and " the Union can never enjoy repo^o
nor possess reliable security as long as Cuba is not
embraced within its bonndaries."

Spokesman. Mot by a jug full, Mr. Souley.
Cuba i« the most valuable patch of ground we ve
got. Can't spare It no how.

Son.LV. Oh, nonsense : it's no income at all to
you, and nothin but a bill ofexpense. It's so near
to us we might look after and maybe make some-
thin out of it; but it's no more use to you than tho
fifth wheel of a coach. I guess we'll consider it
ours.

Spokesman. I guess you wont. I tell you we
cant spare Cuba no how. It's the pride of tho
Spanish kingdom and the gem of the Queen's
crown.

,Sottley. Well, but, my dear sir, we would n t
mind paying you quite a handsome sura for it; a
hundred millions, if you say so. We wont wrimp
about tho price.

Spokesman. There is no price to it. Carry
your hundred millions to some other market if you
want to buy honor with it. I tell you the honor
of Old Spain has no price.
Soclkt..But, ray dear sir, you dont consider

what a wonderful deal of holp a million would l>o
to you You must remember you arc getting a

rood deal behindhand. You've no Income hardly
and you are a good deal In debt. Only look at it:
a hundred millions will enable you to pay off your
debts and make internal improvement*, and build
railroads and telegraphs all over your country, ho

that vou can spruce up and live comfortable and

C ahead in the world. 8ay the word, and the
idred millions is yours.
Spokesman. Oflbr your hundred millions to somo

beggar who wants It. The ancient and proud king¬
dom of Spain is no beggar, sir. Ill thank you, sir,
not to insult me.

.....Soviet. I dont intend any Insult, sir; but 1II
be frank and plain with you. The Tact is we must
have that island. It is absolutely necessary for the
safety and welfare of the United States. Our win¬

try cant gat along withoct it.
Spokesman. That's your look out, not mine.
Sodlkt. Well now, Mr. Spokesman, you know

your people out there in Cuba have for a long time
been insulting our folks, searching their vessels,
and firing into their steamers, and sometimes ketoh-
ing our people and shooting cm or putting em iu
dungeons. There's a long account of these thing*
tbat you must settle right up, pint blank, or sufter
the consequences. There's three hundred thou-
sand dollars you've got to pay for stopping the
steamer Black W irrior, and a great mauy other
things as bad as that. These matters have got to
be settled right up, or Cuba's got to stand iu tho

^Spokesman. Cant help that If you've got any
accounts to settle well leave it to a third patty to
say how we shall settle. We dont owe you a cant
for the Black Warrior. Sho broke our laws and
we fined her six thousand dollars ; and then we

give back tho fine after all, when we might a kept
the vessel. And you are so ungrateful aa not to
thsnk us for it.
Souley. I wont stan this foolery no longer.

I.cave it out! No, we know how to settle our own
business best. Now, sir, you're got to settle all
our accounts right up, and fix things about Cuba
so we shant never have any more trouble, or else
Ive us up the ixland to manage in our own way.

n'ow, I'm agoin to give you jest two weeks to think
of this business and give me your answer; and it
it isn't settled by that time I shall clear out and go
home, and then you'll hear thunder. Good by,
sir.

That Souley's a smart feller, Olneral. He talked
right up to em, and wasn t afeared. Well, he
waited till the two weeks was out, and no answer

didn't come and then he slat round aad picked
up his clothes, and locked up his trunks, and1 clear¬
ed out. Then he come over where we had been
waiting for him and told us how the business
stood. He said old Spain refused to give up Cuba,
and refused to settle, and he had got the quarrel
in such a shape now tbat we eoold carry it 00 any
