At a regular meeting of the National Council, of
the A merican Party, begun and held at Philadel¬
phia, on the 5th of June, A. D., 1855, the fol¬
lowing loan adopted as The Platform and Prin¬
ciple* of the Organization.
I-.The acknowledgment of that Almighty Be¬

ing, who rules over the Universe,.who presides
over the councils of nations,.who conducts the
affairs of men, and who, hi every step by which
we have advanced to the character of au indepen¬
dent nation, has distinguished us by some token of
Providential ageucy.
II-.The cultiv ition and development of a sen¬

timent of profoundly intense American feeling; of
passionate attachment to our country, its history
and its institutions ; of admiration for the purer
days of our nat'onal existence ; of veneration, for
tho heroism that precipitated our Revolution ;'and
of emulation of the virtue, wisdom, and patriotism
that framed our constitution and first successfully
applied it* provisions.

> II-.The maintenance of the union of these
United States as the paramount political good ; or,
to use the language of Washington, " the primary
object of patriotic desire." And hence.

1st. Opposition to all attempts to weaken or
subvert it.

2d. Uncompromising antagonism to every prin¬
ciple of policy that endangers it.

8d. The advocacy of an equitable adjustment of
ill political differences which threaten its integrity
or perpetuity.

4th. The suppression of all tendencies to politi¬
cal division, founded on "geographical .discrimi¬
nations, or on the belief that there is a real differ¬
ence of interests aud views" between the various
sections of the Union.

6th. The full recognition of the rights of the
several States, as expressed and reserved in the
Constitution; and a careful avoidance, by the
General Government, of all interference with their
rights by legislative or executive action.
IV..Obedience to the Constitution of these Uni¬

ted States, as the supreme law of the land, sacred¬
ly obligatory upon all its parts and members ; and
nteadfaat reactance to the spirit of innovation upon
its principles, however specious the pretexts.
Avowing that in all doubtful or disputed points it
may only be legally ascertained and expounded by
the judical power of the United States.

And, as a corollary to the above :
1. A habit of reverential obedience to the law

whether National, State, or Municipal, until they
are either repealed or declared unconstitutional by
tho proper authority.

2. A tender and sacred regard for those acts of
statesmanship, which are to be contradistinguished
from acts of ordiuary legislation, by the fact of
their being of the nature of compacts and agree¬
ments ; and so, to be considered a Axed and settlod
national policy.

V. .A radical revision and modification of the
law* regulating immigration, and the settlement of
immigrants. Offering to tbe honest Immigrant who,
from love of liberty or hatred of oppression, seek*
an asylum In the United States, a friendly recep¬
tion and protection. Bat unqualifiedly condemn¬
ing the transmiarioa to our shore* of felons and
paiipe: f.

VI. -The essential modiOoation of the Natural¬

XL.The eddcation of the youth of our country

in schools provided by the State ; which schools
shall be common to all, without distinction of creed
or party, and free from any influenoe or direction
of a denominational or purtisan character.

And, inasmuch as Christianity, by the Coustitu-
lions of nearly all the States ; by the decisions of
the most eminent judicial authorities; and by the
consent of the people of America, is considered an
element of our political system; and, as the Holy
Bible is at once the source of Christianity, and the
depository and fountain of all civil and religious
freedom, we oppose every attempt to exclude it
from the schools thus established in the State*.
XII..The American party having arisen upon

the ruins and in spite of the opposition of the Whig
and Democratic parties, cannot be in auy manner
responsible for the obnoxious acta of violated
pledges of either. And the systematic agitation
of the slavery question by those parties having el¬
evated sectional hostility into a positive element
of political power, and brought our institutions
into peril, it has therefore become the imperative
duty of the American party to interpose for the
purpost of giving peace to the country and per¬
petuity to the Union. And as experience has
shown it impossible to reconcile opinions so ex¬
treme as those which separate the disputants, and
us there can be no dishonor in submitting to the
laws, the National Council has deemed it the best
guarantee of common justice and of future peacc,
to abide by and maintuin the existing laws upon
the subject of slavery, as a final ana conclusive
settlement of that subject, in spirit and in sub¬
stance.
And regarding it the highest duty to avow their

opinions upon a subject so important, in distinct
and unequivocal terms, it is hereby declared as the
sense of this National Council, that Congress pos¬
sesses no power, under the Constitution, to legis¬
late upon the subject of Slavery in the States
where it does or may exist, or to exclude any 8tate
from admission into the Union, because its Consti¬
tution does or does not recognise the institution
of Slavery as a part of its social system ; and ex¬
pressly pretermitting any expression of opinion
upon the power of Congress to establish or pro¬
hibit Slavery in any Territory, it in the sense of
the National Council tliut Congress ought not to
legislate upon the subject of Slavery within the
Territories of the United States, and that any in¬
terference by Congress with Slavery as it exists iu
the District of Columbia, would be a violation of
the spirit and intention of the compact by which
the State of Maryland ceded the District to the
United States, and a breach of the National faith.
XIII..The policy of the Government of the

Unitod States, in its relations with foreign govern¬
ments, is to exact justice from the strongest, and
do justice to the weakest; restraining, by all the
power of the government, all its citizens from in¬
terference with the internal concerns of nations
with whom we are at peace.
XIV..This National Council declares that all

the principles of the Order shall be henceforward
everywhere openly avowed ; and that each mem¬
ber shall be at liberty to make known the existence
of the Order, and the fact that he himself is a mem¬
ber, and it recommends that there be no conceal¬
ment of the places of meeting of subordinate coun¬
cils.

In the latter part of spring, these birds mak.-

1'erson of I.earning und l'iety " propounded the
theory, that they spent their hybernation either in
