AN ACT TO PliOVIDE FOR THE PAY-
MENT OF THE STATE DEBT, CON-

TRACTED BEFORE THE WAR.
Wheras, It appears by the estimate of the

Public Treasurer, that the debt of the State
upon coupons now due on bonds issued un-

der acts passed prior to the 20th day of May,
A. D. IStil, is about the sum of two and a
half million dollars, and the coupons falling
due, in the year I80G, wiil amount to about
the sum of six hundred and fifty thousand
dollars, and that the bonds of the State, due
and to become due in the year I860, amount
to the sum of three hundred and sixty-fou- r
thousand dollars, making an aggregate sum
of three millions five hundred and fourteen
thousand dollars, of the jmblic debt, which
was contracted before the war, to be provi-
ded for during the present fiscal year :

Therefore in order to provide means to ena-
ble the Public Treasurer to pay said debts:

lie it enacted hithe General A'Send-l- of the
State of JTi'ilh-Carolin- a, and it in htrehy

' d h; the authority of the same. That the
Public Treasurer be, and he is hereby, auth
orized ami mrccteu to cause to he prepared
and to sell bonds of the State, to an amount
not exceeding the sum of three million, five
hundred thousand dollars, for the purpose
of paying the said debt, which bonds shall
bear date the 1st day of January 18(5(5. and
be made payable thirty-fou- r years thereafter,
with coupons bearing six per cent, interest,
payable at such places as the Public Treasu-
rer may prescribe. The s:.!d bonds shall be
of the denomination of one hundred, five
hundred and one thousand dollars, and shall
not be disposed for less than par. :aid in all
other respects shall be issued agivca'.'y to the
provisions of the llth chapter of tin- - iievised
Code; and the said bonds and the interest
accruing thereon shall be exempt from taxa-
tion.

Be it farther enacted. That the Bonds of
the State which were issued under acts pass-
ed prior to the 20th day of May, 1S61, and
which have already become due. or may be-
come due before the 1st day of Janury, 18(57,
shall bear interest at the rate of (5 per cent,
per annum from the time the same shall have
or may become due : and.

A Rebf.i, Election Quietly Squelch-
ed.

fused to submit to the Federal authority, and
was confined in a fort. He was afterward
released, and has continued outspoken in his
disloyalty to the Government. The Presi-
dent this (Wednesday) evening authorized a
telegram to be sent to Governor Wells, re-
questing the latter to withhold the creden-
tials of election from Monroe, and thus pre-
vent his assumption of the ofiice of Mayor.

On the recommendation of
the Surgeon General, the department com-
manders of Virginia, North-Carolin- a, South
Carolina, Georgia, Florida, Alabama. Missis
sippi, Louisiana, and Texas have been in-
structed to cause : First. All vessels arriving
at ports within their departments from ports
infected with the cholera, but having had no
case during their passage to be quarantined
for fifteen days, and thoroughly fumigated.

ARCHBISHOP HUGHES.
A New York paper contains some interest-

ing reminiscences of. the late Archbishop
II ughes. He was so careless of money that he
never knew how much he had, how much he
spent, or what lie spent it for. For many
years he carried neither a purse nor a pocket
book. His income was chiefly in the torm
of a salary paid by the trustees of the Cath-
edral. It" varied at different periods of his
life. When he first came to New York, it
was quite small ; it was afterwards increased
until it became ample to support him in com-

fort, though it never was extravagant, and
was les3 than is now paid to some Protestant
ministers. He saved none of itt and spent
but very little upon himself. Almost the only
expensive gratification he allowed himself
was, in the latter years of his life, a carriage,
and a pair of horses, of which he made very
little use though he had been very fond of
horses in his youth.

His residence in Mulberry street was a plain
brick double house, simply and even sparely
furnished. On the first floor was his library,
Secretary's ofiice, and parlor. His bedroom
was in the second story. The rest of the
house was occupied by the Vicar General, the
Secretary and one or two priests attached to
the Cathedral. He kept for several years a
confidential man-servan- t; he had no other
domestics except the women necessary to do
the work of the household.

The Archbishop had no domestic taste.
He spent the evening in his study, reading;
and when there was anything on his mind,
he sometimes paced the "floor all night. There
was a billiard table in the house, at which
he used to play imaginary games without an
adversary an attendant meanwhile carefully
keeping count. At one period he conceived
deep interest in the study of geography, and
used to sit for hours pouring over the globes.
If visitors interrupted at this pursuit he was
apt to take it for granted that they cared as
much for the science as he did, and to dis-
course to them about it at great length. For
awhile he had a similar passion for

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Injustice to Southern Unionists.
Harper's Weekly of the 24th March, in an

article on Constitutional amendments, says :

"The constitutional amendment apportioning
rex'rer cutation to population and excluding from
tile basis those to whom the franchise is denied
has been defeated in the Senate. There were ob-
jections to the proposition which we stated at the
lime; but we should, under all the circumstances,
have regretted its defeat as a serious blow to the
prospects of speedy organization if we were not
very sure that the amendment was to obviate a
diilieulty in the situation which is sure to be rem-
edied. The emancipation amendment, upon the
assumption of four million freed men and alasis
of a hundred thousand persons for a representa-ti- v

, adds sixteen members to the representation
of the late slave States. Yet the population
which increased the representation, and which
upi.n this basis would give forty members, is
excluded from the polls, and is, moreover, the
only thoroughly loyal class iu the States con-
cerned.

This is an absurdity which must be adjusted;
and as the Committee's amendment has failed.
Senator Dooliltle has introduced a substitute, as

i follows :
j Alter the census to be taken in the year 1870

and each succeeding census representatives shall
be apportioned among the several States which
lu iy be included within this Union according to

j the manlier in each State of male electors over
twenty-on- e years of age, pia!"'tied by the laws
thereof to chooM- - members of the most numerous
branch of iis Legislature ; and direct taxes shall
be apportioned among the ral States aecord-- !
ing to the vulu of liie real and' personal taxable
property siiuated iu each Stale, not belonging to

j the Stale or the United States."
ThK is irtually the amendment which the

President ha- - always tavored. and which he sug-- ,
in liie conversation with Senator Dixon. ;

its spirit is the same as that of the defeated propo-- I

siiion. It aims to enlarge the suffrage, and it
offers a strong inducement for it enlargement.

j It appeals to the love of political power, and ex-- j
pects to elfeet that enfranchisement of the eolor-- j
ed population which is ihe key of the situation.

senator Wilson, whose political sagacity and
lidelity to freedom are provcroiai, is of opinion
that the rejected amendment would have pro-- i
duced eipial suffrage in the late slave States with-- i
in live years. Doubtless he and all his friends

j are, as Senator Fessenden said, in favor of abolish- -
ing all carte distinctions immediately. But they
are very sure mat tne result can Ue better accom-
plished' indirectly and by degrees.

only thoro'iglily loyal elans'''' in the insurgent
States. This is an unfounded, unjust, illibe-
ral, mischievous statement. It not only ig-

nores hundreds of thousands of white L'nion-isf- s

in the South, but it tmts the freedmen
above them in respect to loyalty, and would
leave the impression that the only solid hope
of the restoration of the States on a safe ba-

sis is to be found in negro suffrage. If this
lie true, then the white Union men here, not
being "thoroughly loyal," might as well
cease to take an interest in public affairs.

But it is not true. It is a libel upon the
Union men of the South. "We declare that
111 our opinion, the true Union men of the
insurgent States arc entitled to more sympa-
thy and consideration than Northern Union
men, for the reason that the former had more
to endure on account, of their principles thaiv
the latter. There are at least twenty-fiv- e

thousand Unionists in North-Carolin- a who
are as true as the same number of Unionists
in New York or Massachusetts.

The Unionists of the South have had a
double portion of suffering to endure. For
long years they were persecuted and dis-
tressed by the Confederate govern-
ment and the State governments ; they were
plundered and robbed by Confederate troops,
and then " bummered " by federal troops; hun-
dreds of them were shot and hanged because
they would not fight in the insurgent armies;
they were hunted like wild beasts among
the caves and mountains; they were de-

nounced as traitors to their native soil, and
proscribed socially as well. as in politics and
business ; and they were taught to believe
that if the Confederacy succeeded they would
be driven out to find a home among their
friends, the " Yankees," while their names
would be handed down to posterity with in-
famy. But they believed, and they had a
right to believe, that the rule of their enemies
would cease with the rebellion, and that the
great body of the Northern people would do
justice to their integrity and their motives as
Union men. What has been the result ?

They look around at home and find nearly
all the offices occupied by men who were
their enemies and oppressors during the re-
bellion, and who have been chosen to those
offices on their merits as " good Confeder-
ates." They find that the original secession-
ists, the immediate authors of all our woes
have allied themselves with renegade Union
men, and that this combination is surely and
rapidly obtaining supreme control in society

and government, in the various corporations,
and in all the ramifications of business. The
fact that they are decided, ultra, uncondi-

tional Union men is a badge of disgrace,
"When they summon sufficient confidence

themselves Union men "alter the
straitest sect," and to claim as such the re-

spect of society and popular suffrage, they
are called hypocrites and cowards by the con-

fidential organ of Gov. Worth, and are told
they must stand back and give place to the
" true men "who fought it out against the fed-

eral flag ! And when they look abroad for
encouragement and succor, they are met with
the false and chilling declaration that all
Southern citizens were rebels, and a respect-

able and highly influential journal like Har-

per's Weekly, "tells them that the emancipated
slaves of the South are better Unionists than
they are !

Now, gentlemen of the North, none of
these things move us, except to mingled in-

dignation and sorrow. We tell you if you
blot out the Union men of the South you
will have none left here, except the col-

ored race to respect or esteem you.
If you ignore the Union men, and gov-

ern here without their aid, it will be an iron
government on the shoulders of a people who
hate you now, and who will educate their
children, as they have been educating them,
to despise the very sound of the word " Yan-

kee." You cannot safely trust the original
seeessionists and the latter-da- y rear men of this
country. Would tha't we could sound this in
your ears like li seven thunders uttering their
voices." They do not like you, or your gov-

ernment, or your flag. They submit simply
because they could do no otherwise. They
express no regret that they revolted aud
fought you. They do not even admit that
they were mistaken. On the contrary, they
glory in the fact that they fought it out. and
they cover the jeace men of the South with
reproaches and insults. They are not at all
penitent. They say they were right in resist-

ing your authority ; and that, because they
were true to the Confederacy, they will be
true to you ! Trust them at your peril. If
they could, they would reud the temple of
the Union and trample on the flag. Their
hearts are not now, and never were in the
work of restoration. They do not want it,
unless they can ifih'e it with their own men
in power. They want to get back just now,
as they are, because their heel is on the necks
of the true Unionists, and they hope to keep
it there. God knows we desire the restora-
tion of the Union. But we want no patch-
work, no Union with secessionists over Union
men, and no defiant, unpardoned rebels to
represent us in Congress. President Johnson
has exhausted patience, and kindness, and
magnanimity with these secessionists and
latter-da- y war men. His Provisional Gov-

ernors have done the same thing. It was
well that they did. We approve it. It was
worthy of a great nation. But the 'wheat
has been sifted from the chaff. We see now,
clearly and conclusively, who the friends of
the government are, and who are its enemies.
We see at last that there is no hope but in
" unmistakably " loyal men. We sec that we
must build upon a rock if we expect the edi-

fice to stand, and that that rock is the loyal
element of the insurgent States. All else is
shifting sand.

We have no suggestions to offer as to the
future. We confess that darkness is round
about us, and ahead of us. We are under
the ban, w ith other true Unionists, and we
feel that silence on our part would be more
becoming than any attempt to dictate, or
even to suggest. We shall simply defend
ourselves as Unionists and await results.
We have full confidence in the President and
Congress. We look to them to vindicate the
true men of the South to maintain the Con-
stitution to reconstruct the Union on a just,
solid, and enduring basis, and to give peace
to an afflicted, unhappy people. The great
body of our Northern fcllow-citi.cnsha- ve no
conception of the sufferings through which
our people have passed, or of their present
deprivations and poverty. Gentlemen of the
North, what you do do quickly. Your delay
in restoring us to the Union is drying up tho
last precious drops of our prosperity. If it
is your will that the States shall return to tho
Union with your enemies and our enemies in
power, say so, and let us know our fate ; but
if they are to return with the devil of seces-
sion cast out of them, and with the true
Union men at the head of our aflairs, say so,
and then take the necessary steps to accom-
plish the result.

The Union Association of the seventh As-

sembly District of New York City repre-
sented by Mr. Raymond in Congress had a
meeting on the nightr of the 10th instant,
when a spirited debate occurred on the Pres-
ident's policy. Mr. Raymond's friends car-

ried the amendment endorsing that policy
by a majority of four, but the meeting ad-

journed without taking a vote on the resolu-
tion of approval of both President and Con-
gress.

The resolutions introduced in the Senate
by Mr. Stuart, of Nevada, providing for the
reconstruction of the Union 011 the basis of
universal suffrage and universal amnesty, are
excising some attention. We shall publish
these resolutions in our next. The Union
men of the South do not need amnesty. We
shall see whether the secessionists and latter-da- y

war men, whose persons ami property
are still in great peril, will accept this pro-jjositi-

The civil rights bill, as it is. called, is
awaiting the President's signature. We shall
publish this also in our next.

The Indiana Democratic State Convention
on the lGth inst., adopted resolutions deny-
ing the right of secession, approving of the
reconstruction principles avowed by the
President in his annual message, and solemn-

ly condemning the action of the majority in
Congress. They cordially endorse the veto,
and pledge the President the earnest and
disinterested support of the Indiana Democ-
racy in all his conflicts with the fanatical
Congress majority.

Disloyal Newspapers.
We have been observing the course of the

Richmond Examiner recently with some in-

terest, to see if it would redeem its promise
to the President to inculcate sound Union
sentiments. We are at length satisfied that
the Examiner is hopelessly disloyal. It
chafes and frets within the bounds prescribed
for it, and acts as a common sewer for the
hates and resentments of " reconstructed"
rebels towards the Northern people. We
give the following as a specimen from that
journal of the 19th instant :

' As far as personal danger is concerned, we
believe it would be perfectly safe for the radicals
to admit Southern representatives to the floor of
Congress. Preston Brooks is dead, L. M. Keitt
is dead, and there are none of the old fire-eatin- g

set lelt to frighten Sumner with canes, or Stevens
with buck-sho- t. Indeed the oaths and other de-
fensive armour by which Congress is protected
from the entrance of rebellious or fighting charac-
ters into that body, would seem to make it a
safe place for the most timid radical. No man at
the South who ever fought, or had anv idea of
fighting, can get in, so it would appear that ev-

ery necessary precaution had been taken that ou-l- y

people of the most harmless and inoflensive
disposition should be admitted.

Did the Confederates when in Pennsylvania
scare Stevens so that he has never recovered from
his terrour? Has not a tour through the continent
of Europe and elsewhere restored the shattered
nerves ol Sumner? Why is that these worthies
and their friends shrink "from meeting Southern
gentlemen in council, when we have demonstrat-
ed that their precious carcases are in no manner
of danger? Can it be conscience which territles
them, and that remorse would bring up horrible
memories at the sight and the presence of South-
ern members? No; their warmest and most ad-
miring friends never have believed for an instant
that either conscience or remorse could be enter-
tained by them. They are not such meek and
common men as to be nirected by the emotions
which are so powerful in their operations upon
baser and more ordinary specimens of huma-
nity.

The Hon. Reverdy Johnson, in a recent speech
in the Senate, when he inquired of the radicals
" if they icere afraid to meet the South intellectually,"
in'our opinion came very near the mark. Well
may they fear Southern brain and statesmauship,
for they have never made any display when under
the shadow of its awe. They have appeared as
dwarfs and pigmies whenever in the presence of
our intellectual giants, aod the comparison has
been by no means pleasant or flattering to them.
But this has. been their misfortune, not our fault,
and tiicy should in this case make the just and
necessary discrimination. They should likewise
reflect that the disabilities imposed upon eligibi-
lity to Congress, in excluding all of our bravest
men, exeludes also all of our wisest and ablest ;
for wisdom and ability went hand in hand with
valour during our war; both participated in the
combat, and both are shut out from Congress.
Thus it appears that the radicals, iu the abun-
dance of their caution, have provided for tho
comfort of their intellect as well as for the 6afety
of their bodies, in a manner that should justify
them in feeling easy at every point. But they evi-
dently do not feel easy, aud plainly believe that
some awful calamity will belall them whenever
the Southern members take seats. We should
not be surprised if such should be the case. We
should not be surprised if most of these radicals
never got back to Congress after their consti-
tuents had seen the contrast between them and
Southern members between partisans and patri-
ots. They talk about the loyalty of the South!
why there is more loyalty in a couple of Southern
hearts, beating in the bosoms of a couple of South-
ern gentlemen, than has been shown or found

the radicals for the last six months! Loy-
alty is what they least want in Congress now
that loyaky which will stand by the President and
constitution. They know, they feel, they dread,
that when Southern members take their seats,
they will have it and they are not mistaken.
They recognize that the great " groundswell "
will" then begin in earnest that they will then
have to call upon the hills a"d mountains to hide
them from the wrath of an out 1 aged people and
a ruined country. Loyalty, forsooth; there is
more loyalty in our little linger than can be found
in the blood, brains or heart of any radical in
Congress, and time, which tests men aud the
truth of their principles, will prove it. "

The same arrogance of tone, the same su-

perciliousness, the same talk about "South-
ern gentlemen'' and Northern cowards,
which characterized the secession press be-

fore and during the rebellion. Such papers
as the Ejeaminer, instead of promoting con-eor- d

anil good feeling between the North
;.nd the South, are sowing broadcast the
feeds of disaffection and discord. These
Sifeds will sprinj; im, and may produce an- -

! other harvest of war and death.
But our neighbors of the Sentinel, another

Tyal sheet, is nearly as bitter and insulting
t owards the North as the E.eaminer. We do
not expect these journals to admire or to
j raise the Northern people, but they might
at least be silent. They seem determined to
rouse the Northern people to a higher pitch
of feeling than ever heretofore against the
South, aud thus defeat all hope of restora-
tion. Is such a course wise, or humane, or
patriotic ? The Sentinel says :

"The New York Iiitlejiendent bewails the de-
cline of the gospel in the State of Connecticut.
That an interest in religion in all the Xew Eng-
land States should become slack is not at all sur--

j prising, when we consider the lengths to which
liie puipiis inere nave uccn prostnuieu to Dase
and miserable partisan service.

Iu this connection, wc have been struck with
the remark of some cotcmporary, to the effect
that all the pestilent excitements that have dis-
turbed the country for the last thirty years have
originated in the State of Massachusetts. This
is pretty near the truth. It was in Boston that
the English abolitionist, Thompson, first set in
motion the terrible agitation which finally del-
uged the land in fraternal blood It is mainly
from the same hot-be- d and centre of mischief tha't
are now being ditfused the elements of fanaticism
and diseo'd that threaten the subversion of thegovernment and the overthrow of Republican in-
stitutions. We presume that no one can doubt
that, could such fanatical disturbers of the public
peace as Sumner, Wilson and Phillips, have been
put aside, after the suspension of hostilities, the
country would now be in thecnjoyment of peace
and quiet. These men are architects of ruin, if
we may use the expression. They impersonate
the Scriptural swine into which the devils were
driven. Heaven grant that they may be "rush-
ing violently down" to their own destruction, in-

stead of that of our common country."
If our neighbors of the Sentinel would

knock the scales of prejudice from their eyes,
and put on the spectacles of truth, they
would see as much fanaticism in the pulpit
South as North. In this respect ' all have
sinned all have come short of the glory of
God."

But the Examiner taunts Mr. Si.mner writh
the beating which Preston Brooks inflicted
on him in the Senate ; and the Sentinel regrets
that Messrs. Sumner and Wilson, the Sena-
tors from the powerful and enlightened State
of Massachusetts, were not "put aside"
that is, executed or assassinated at the close
of the rebellion. And if we deplore this
style of dealing with the public men of the
country, and enter our protest against a
course which must aggravate our present
troubles, we are denounced as a "radical,"
and held up as a Sumnerite. Whither are
we drifting ? .Who is able to see the end of
these animosities? Who can answer for the
consequences, if the organs of public opin
ion in the South should persevere in the cul
tivation and utterance of these bitter, sec-

tional, resentful, malignant feelings r
The Examiner flaunts the ghost of Mr.

Keitt in the faces of Northern men. Poor
Keitt 1 he is dead. He is one of those who
wanted to " twine his arns around the pil-

lars of the accursed Union, and drag them to
the earth." He died like a man, in battle.
Abhorrent as were his principles to all good
men, he was not afraid to defend them to the
death. Mr. Pollard, we believe, was absent
when the fighting was done. " He smelt the
battle from afar ; the thunder of the cap-

tains and the shouting." But he makes
capital out of Keitt's ghost. Bully for Pol-

lard !

I shall
be a candidate for the Senate, and of course
will be defeated.

If I understand your despatch, none of the
members elect to Congress from Georgia can
take the oath of office as it now stands.
Please advise me of their real status as to
loyalty and qualification in regard to disa-
bility under the law and Constitution. I re-

gret to hear that you have apprehensions as
to the action of your Legislature, and hope
that all will come out right. You will ac-

cept the approbation of the Government for
the loyal and efficient manner in which you
have discharged vour duty as Provisional
Governor.

Washington Xews and Rnmors.
The number of pardons that have been

granted by the President to persons in the
States below named, under the thirteenth
exception of the amnesty Proclamation, nrc
as follows: Kentucky, 12; West Virginia,
48 ; Arkansas, 41 ; Missouri, 10 ; Virginia,
2,070; North Carolina, 482; South Carolina,
638 ; Florida, 3S ; Louisiana, 142 ; Georgia,
1,228; Alabama, 1,361; Mississippi, 7U.j ;
Tennessee, 93 ; Texas, 269. Total, 7,197.

The Old Capitol prison is to be thrown
open to the public, when the cu-

rious will have an opportunity of inspecting
the cells of the many noted prisoners who
have been confined there at different periods
of the war. The picture of Wirz, pencilled
by his own hand, still remains on the wall of
the cell occupied by him.

G. S. Lynch, a postmaster in North Caro-
lina at the commencement of the rebellion,
when communication between that State and
the city of Washington-wa- s first interrupted,
had in his possession between one and two
hundred dollars in coin belonging to the
government which he buried for safety. Re-

cently the Sixth Auditor of the Treasury for
the Postoftice Department was informed by
him of this fact, and that the money was at
the order of the proper officer. A draft has
accordingly been drawn for the amount in
currency.

The Judiciary Committee of the House
have under consideration, and will probably
report next Tuesday, a bill empowering the
President, or any military commander who
represents him in the late rebellious States,
to reinstate loyal men in the possession of
lands which they were deprived of by rebel
confiscation during the war, as everybody
knows the Confederate Government indulged
pretty heavily in confiscation against those
who were known to favor the Union cause.
Since the war, many of their decrees have
been reversed and the former owners reinsta-
ted in possession of their property. The ob-

ject of the proposed bill is to keep the loyal
owners in possession by the employment of
military power until the southern country
has become so far settled that the questions
can be tried before the civil courts. It is
merely a measure to choke off tho lawyers
temporarily. reio York Herald.

A special despatch to the New York Even-
ing Post says information has been received
of the identification of Quantrell, the Kan-
sas guerilla, lie will be brought to this city
for trial.

Gen. Grant has appointed Col. EH Parker
to fill the position made vacant by the la-

mentable death of Col. Bowers.
Within the next few days about 3,000 col-

ored troops will be mustered out the service
in South Carolina. Gov. Bennett advises
them to direct their attention to the cultiva-
tion of the soil. The demand for labor in
that State has not begun to be supplied.

In the House Mr. Kelso, of Missouri, intro
duced a bill to establish ocean mail commu-
nication between Charleston, South Carolina,
and Liverpool, by way of Queenstown, which
was referred to the Committee on Post Offi-

ces and Post Routes.
Washington, March 15. The committee

on reconstruction have reported the testimony
of Gen. Custer, who states that he has trav-
elled all over Texas and found the mass of
the people exceedingly bitter against the
government, more so than five or six months
ago. He mentions among other facts, that
the grand juries have, during a few months
past, found five hundred indictments for the
murder of Union men and others, but not
one of the guilty parties has been con-
victed.

The House gave a protracted consideration
of the bill ta protect Uni ten States officers
from civil suits for acts under official orders,
or otherwise, in aiding to suppress the rebel-

lion. Mr. Harding ot Kentucky, a la Garret
Davis, opposed the bill. Mr. Conkling wish-

ed the Secretary of War exempted especially.
Mr. Wilson replied that the Judiciary Com-

mittee have such a bill now in preparation.

Fruit Destroyed in Northern Ohio.
The Sandusky Eegistcr says :

The warm weather, immediately preced-
ing the cold snap, caused the peach buds to
swell to such a degree that when the cold
spell came thev were killed. It is thought
by competent judges that the peach crop
will be an entire failure throughout this sec-

tion of the country. Cherries have also been
jrreatly damaged, and with the exception of
a few varieties, the buds are destroyed.

The Toledo Blade says :

We conversed a day or two ago with a
gentleman of experience in fruit growing
who has made extensive observations. He
informs us that he had no doubt the peach
crop in this vicinity was entirely destroyed.
