Trial of Major John H. Gee.

SEVENTEENTH DAY.
WEDNESDAY, March 21st, 1866,

The Court met aecording to adjournment—all
the members present.

The Judge Advocate introduced Mr. George J.
Munson, as oiflicial reporter of the proceedings of
| the Court, and he was duly qualified. The jour-
| nal of last session of the Court was then read.
John Poulns was called and sworn—lives in
| Rowan county—wuas born and raised there—went
Lo Salisbury in October, 1864—was a member of
the Senior Reserves, in Col. Hoke's regiment—
my company was quartered at the south-cast
corner of the garris m—when we first went there
we had no gquarters—after a while we got tolera-
ble comforiable quarters, made of logs and
boards—the poles were got near the town—they
were  tolerable plenty there. I was on guard
while there—was fnstructed not to trude with
the prisoners, not to trade with them nor bhave
anything to do with them. I was not with the
guard at any time when food was offered to the
prisoners which they were not allowed to take,
that I recollect of—once when I had my haver-
sack with rations in it, a prisoner asked me for
some bread; 1 didn't know whether I would be
allowed to give it to bim, and asked the serzeant
of the goard, whether Imight give it to him; be
snid it wus against the rules, but that he some-
times gave them part of his rations and that
there could be no harm in giving them some-
thing to cat, and 1 then gave the prisoner some
| bread.

CROSS EXAMINED,

The poles for our quarters were got about two
miles off, and hauled in in wagons—can’t tell how
many wagons were used—a mun  was detailed
from our compiny to go and have the poles haul-
ed. T eannot tell how long after we went there
before we got poles to make our quarters, per-
haps two or three weeks; it may have been lon-
ger—eannot swear it was not less than six wecks
—I1 don't think it could have been more than six
weeks il that long, for I was not there long and
they were brought there before I went away
left there the 2nd of December.  We had several
axes—our company had two, or three, or four,
may be more—some of the men sent home for
their axes (o use; one ol my mess sent home for
hiz axe. We generally zarricd out cighteen to
twenty prisoners for waterat one time—we did not
ulwiys carry all who wanted to. go, but only the
| squad of cighteen or twenty—don’t know how
upiny times we went after water in a day, sup-
pose six or eight times—we were going continu-
ouzly—we were allowed an hour to go and return,
but had an hour, I thiok, for dinuner; with the
exception of this, we were poing continuously.

I have seen the prisopers semetimes washing
themselves in the ercek when they went after
witer—they were permitted to do so. by the
guard. We had no eorders about the prisoners
but what we ot from the sergennt, nnd that was,
not to trade with or give any thing to the pris-
onurs, or have any thing to do with them. re-
ceived no such orders from any commissioned of-
ficer—it was understood in the cump that these
were the arders—the soldiers in cump said these
were the orders—orders to the guard were always
L given by the sergeant. I do not know that there

wis i commissioned officer in charge of the water
ute—l suppose there was,
I mean by saying that there were plenty of

CROsS EXAMINED.

out speedily.

The Judge Advoeate replied, and read authori-

| Tue Court declined to mukea gencral ruling on

the subject, but would decide on each question
| 18 it arose in the exnmination ol witnesses. The
| witness was allowed to apswer the question un-

der discussion. ] "
| Muj. Gee told me to tell the prisoners they
would huve something good to sleep over, or
| words to that effect—told me to tell them not to
shout or make an unusual noise, as the goard
might fire on them. I executed the orders and
| eautioned tne Sergeant Majors of Divisions and also
| the prisoners, as [ came out—this was between 10
and 12 o'clock at nizht.

Thiose who were enlisted in the prison, were,
gencrally forcigners—some natives who represen-
ted themselves as foreigners, were enlisted—the
recruiting was contined to foreigners, so furas |
know. The officers stood inside the gate when
the reernitiog was guing on—several cluiming to
be forcieners were rejected and turned back—I
| was at the bridge one day when an officer, said to

be from Colambia, 8. C., was eunlisting; a man

claimiug to be a foreigner culisted, the officer
went to bim and took him by the collar and led
him ont from the line and kicked him—Major

Gee, who was standing between the gate and the

line of recruits, told himm he must not abuse the

prisoncrs, that they were under his charge, and

that the oflicer had not given his reccipt for the
| recruits and therefore he should not kick them—
| Ido uot know that his not having given his re-
| ecipt for them wus the only reason he said the

oflicer shonld not abuse them—bhbe said the pris-
| oners woere still under his control and should not
| be abused.

The majority of the prisoners at Balisbury came
from Riclunond—I suppose they had been in pris-
on, most of 1" em, nearly tour months ; not quite
four mont’ 5, us the register showed they were
tuken on the Wilmington Railroad on the 19th of
August—they were generully ina very desolate
condition—had summer clothing—a majority of
them appeared very weak, what I should -call,
sickly, though they conld walk—many of them
were shotless, but most of them had hats or eaps
ofsome sort—I think there wasabout one blanket
to fifty men—their clothing consisted of a shirt,
pants—some had drawers—very few shoes and
stockings—some few had overcoats—the clothing
was grenerally poor and bad.

When we first arrived there were three wells
in the yard—afterward there were five or six
more dug. Before I went to Major Gee's head-
quarters, I was Sergeant Major of a Division,

| consisting of Y00 or 1000 men—my duties were
1o have the men in line every morning, that they
might be counted by Mr. Lyerly—to see that a
detail wont for wood for the squads, and to go to
the cook house and see that the rations allowed
were reevived and properly divided to the squads
—I bad free uccess to the cook house, to get
the rations and to eall the sergeants of squads
| to get the rations—my doties were sometimes
| onerons—I was sllowed full facilities to see that
| my division got what they were entitled to.

RE-DIRECT.

I went with Licutenant Damrell to Salisbury
and assisted him in making a diagram of the
prison—we measured the ont-lines of the prison

orto the prison and post officials while at Salis- |

grounds from the line of stockade—I pointed out
the lines to Lieut. Damrell.

I was paroled to k the prison register—I
got the same rations as the other prisoners, ex-
cept what I bought myself—1 drew one pair
pants while there,”

The Court then adjourned to 10 o'clock to-
morrow moroing.

Congressional Sammary.
Scene in the House—An Irate Momber—Sharp
Weords from Mr. Stevens.

In the House on the 15th inst.,, Mr. Smith,
of Kentucky, rose to a personal explanation
and said that he had been attacked in an ar-
ticle in the Pittsburg Gazefte, reflecting on
himself and Colonel Johnson, a Representa-
tive elect from Arkansas, whoseadmission to
the courtesy of the floor of this Honse he
had unsuccessiully attempted in December
last and February last. He did not know
the author nor the promptings of the arti-
ele. It was read. Mr. Smith then proceeded
to say that the doctrine which had been ut-
tered in this house of the untenable and
damnable heresy that the States were with-
out the Union, promptec just such articles as
that read at the clerk’s desk.

Mr. Broomall (Rep.) of Pennsylvania, rose
to a point of order. The gentleman has no
right to characterize the opinions ef this
House as a damnable heresy,

Mr. Banks (Rep.) of Massachusetts—The
question now recurs whether the gentleman
shall be allowed to proceed in order.

Mr. Stevens, of Pennsylvania—I object.—
We have had enough of it.

Mr. Smith.—Very well, I will give you
more of it.

The ITouse then voted as to whether Mr,
Smith should be allowed to proceed.

The ITouse refused to allow him to goon
—uveas 50, nays 70.

Mr. Smith rose to another personal expla-
nation. He said that it had been observed
on the floor that the remark made by him n
few moments ago that * you will get more
of it™ applied to the House. ITe desired to
say that he intended it for the gentleman
from Pennsylvanin (Mr. Stevens.) He hada
regard for this House, but not for the gentle-
man, (Mr. Stevens.) He would say, farther,
that hie was a good and true Union man, as
good as any on the other (Republican) side
of the House, and he was always opposed,
anid would be forever, to the doctrine of se-
Ce=ss100.

Mr. Stevens.—I have no reply to mnke.—
As I have said Dbefore, what no gentleman
could utter, no gentleman can answer. (Sen-
sation.)

In the Senate, on the 16th inst., on motion
of Mr. Chandler, Tuesday next was ot apart
for the consideration of bills from the Com-
mittee . n Commerce. Mr, Stewart, of Ne-
vada, introduced a joint resolution which
was referred to the Committee on  Recon-
struction. The resolution prescribes certain
conditions, on the ncceptance of which the
lute rebel States shall be permitted to have
their representation in Congress. The prin-
cipal conditions named are the abrogation of
all distinetions of color as affecting  civil
rights, the repudiation of all debts created
in aidl of the rebellion, the renunciation of
all claims to compensation for slaves emanci-
pated, and the extension ofthe clective fran-
chise to all, without rezard to color or pre-
vious condition of servitude. It is further
proposed that on the acceptance of these
conditions all pains and penalties incurred
Ly participation in the rebellion shall be ve-
mitted and a general amnesty proclaimed.—

After some diseussion, on motion of Mr.
Stewart the resolution was ordered to bhe
printed. On motion of Mr. Fessenden the

deficieney hill was taken up and passed, and
alter a short executive session the Senate ad-
Journed until Monday.
