THE CIVIL RIGHTS BILL.

ITR PHOVISIONS AS PASSED BY BOTH ROU-
SEES OF CONGRESS,

| The Civil Rights bill, which has passed

the Senate und Ilouse of Representatives,
[and now awaits the President’s signature,
| provides us follows:

Sucorton 1. That all persons born in the
United States, and not subject to any for-
| ¢igm power, excluding Indians not taxed,
are hiereby declared to be citizens of the
United States; and such citizens of every
qce and ecolor. without regard to any pre-
vious condition of slavery or involuntary
servitde, except as a punisiiment for erime
whercof the party shall have been duly con-
victed, shall have the same right in every
| State and Territory to make and enforce
contracls, to sue, to be sued, be parties and
| rive evidence, to 4nherit, purchase, lease,
sell, hold, and convey real and personal
property, and to be entitled to full and equal
henefit of all laws and procecdings for the
security of person and property, as 18- en-
joyed by white eitizens, and shall be subject
to like punishments, pains, and penaltics,
{and to none other, any law, statute, ordi-
| nanee, reculiation, or custom to the contrary,
notwithstanding,

See. 2. Any person who shall deprive any
mhabitant of any State or Territory of any
richt sceured by this act, under color of
law, regulation, or custom, is declared guil-
tv Of a misdemennor, punishable by a fing
not exceeding one thousand dollars or im-
prisonitent not excecding one year, or both,
at the diseretion of the court.

See. 3. The United States Distriet Courts
shall have exclusive cognizance of all of-
fences against this act, and also, concurrently
with the United States Cirenit Court, of all
civil and eriminal eauses aifecting persons
where rigdits are scenrved hy seetion 1. Any
stit aguinst such persons, begun in any State
Court, may be removerd for trial to the prop-
er District or Circuit Court.

ANOTHER PLAN FOR THE RE-OR-
GANIZATION OF THE SOUTHERN
STATES.

Mr. Stewart, (rep.) of Nevada, introduced
the following joint resolution, which was
referred to the joint Commit{ee on Recon-
struction :—

Whereas in the present distracted condi-

tion of the country itis eminently proper
and neeessary that all just and constitutional

means should be employed for the quieting |

of popular excitement, the removal of un-
reasonable prejudice and the obliteration of
all hostile feelings growing out of the late
unhappy civil war ; and whercas one of the
most prolific sources of unfriendly settlement
is the conflict of opinion existing on the sub-
jeet of negro suffrage ; and whereas it is now
most evident that there is no probability
whatever that §enators and Representatives
in Congress from the States whose people

The Sentinel quotes the following from the

“1 hofd it my duty to recommend the admis-
sion of every State to its share in public legisia-
tion, when it presents itself in the persons of rep-
resentatives whose loyalty eannot be questioned
under any existing constitutional or legal test.”

The President here emphatically endorses
