Many
had frozen Hmbz—they were kept in a separate
buildinge—don’t know how many of them were
from Salisbury.

CHROSS EXAMINED.

At Wilmington including those from Salisbury
4,000 were in hospitals, [ The witness was further
examiined as to the condition of the prisoners and
the supplies furnished in Wiimington, a full re-
port of which wus taken down.]  In answer to
questions by the Conurt the witness stated that
there were nearly 83800 priscners recelved at Wil-
mincton—does not know how wmany of these were
from Salisbary.  The worst cases came froin Sal-
i=bury, from what Col. Hatelr told me—don’t |
know where the other prisoners came from.
