provide a seale of depreeiation of the Contederate
Curreney from the time of its first issue to the
end of the war; and it is further thercin deelared
tiat ““all exceeutory contracts, solvable in money,
whether under scal or not, made after the depre-
clation of said curreney before the 1st of May,
1565, and autilicd (execpt oflicial bonds and penal
bonds payable to the State) shall be deemed to
have been made with the nnderstanding that they
were solvable in money of the said curreney,”
subject, nevertheless, to evidence of different in-
tent of the parties to the contract ;. therefore,

B it enacted by the General Asembly of the State
cf North-Caroliva, and it isx hereby caacted by the

Certificates of loan in which there shall appear
any printed or written evidenee of an amount of
money to be paid on demand or at any time de-
sigmated, are subject to stamp duty as Promisory
Notes.,

The assignment of a mortgage is subject to the
same duty as that imposed upon the original in-
strument; that is to say for every sum of five
hundred dollars, or any fractional part thereof, of
the amount secured by the mortgage, at time of
its assigninent there must be affixed a stamp or
stamps, denoting o duty of five cents. )

When two or more persons join in the execution
of an instrument, the stamps to which this instru-
ment iz liable under the law, may be affixed and
cancelled by one of the parties.

In conveyanees of real estate, the law provides
that the stamp affixed must answer to the value
of the estate on interest conveyed.

No stamp is required on any warrant of attor-
ney accompanying a bond or note, when such
bond or note has affixed thereto the stamp or
stamps denoting the duty required, and whenever
any bond or note is secured by mortgage, but one
stamp duty is required on such papers, such
stamp duty being the highest rates required for
such instruments, or either of them. In such a
case a note or memorandum of the value or de-
nomination of the stamp affixed should be made
upon the margin or in the acknowledgement of
the instrument which is not stamped.
