From the Times (moderate Republican.)
A9 a plan of pacification and reconstruc-

tion, the whole thing is worse than a burl-
esque. It might be styled a farce, were the
country not in the midst of a very serious
drama. Its proper designation would be "A
plan to prolong indefinitely the exclusion of
the South Congress, by imposing conditions
to which the Southern people never w ill sub-

mit." This being the obvious scope and
tendency of the proposition, we are bound to
assume that it clearly reflects the settled pur-

pose of the Committee. So that the Joint
Committee appointed "nearly live months ago
to take exclusive charge of the question of
reconstruction, now offer as the result of all
their labors what would in fact render recon-

struction forever impossible.
From the Tribune (Radical Republican.)

Our own preference for a much shorter and
simpler programme is well known. Univer-
sal Amnesty Impartial Suffrage such
are its conditions, and the whole of them.

But it is not possible that all individual
views and preferences shall be gratified in
readjusting the relations to the Union of the
States lately in revolt ; wherefore, we entreat
every Unionist in Congress to udopt the com-

mittee's report as a basis, amending where-everth- at

may be practicable, but resolved to
accept and vote for it when it shall have
been perfected by the action of the two
Houses. Make it as much better as possible,
but let it by no means be defeated.

Our adversaries have too long taunted us
with our inability to agree on a plan of re-

construction. Let us all now resolve that we
can and shall agree.

The main purpose of this plan is evidently

the continued exclusion of those States till
atler the next Presidential election, with the
requisition of negro sufferage or the exclusion
of the negroes from the enumeration of the
people for representing in Congress.
The plan is ingeniously contrived ; it is con-

siderably milder than anythig heretofore
cminating from the committee and nearer the
policy and the views of President Johnson.
It may be unnecessary in some things, superf-
luous" in others, and unfair in its continued
exclusion of the Southern States after having,
on their part, fulfilled the conditions of the
administration charged with discretionary
powers over the whole subject ; but we have

' onlv now to await the issue before the two
Houses.

From the World (Democrat.)
"We will not, at present, discuss it as if the

project it presents were an honset project,
offered in good faith, and really intended to
expedite the restoration of the unrepresented
States. A discussion on that over-courteo-

hypothesis may be in order soon, and will
keep even step with the action of Congress on
the report. Meanwhile, we deem it more
pertinent to demonstrate that it is not an hon-

est project ; that the plan embodied in the re-

port has no tendency, and is put forward by
its authors frith no intention, to restore the
States to their normal Federal relations.

Tennessee may accept it, makhigtwenty-si- x ;

but if Colorado be admitted, it will require
tue ratification of thirty States. j

The Republicans express surprise that any j

opposition should be made to the scheme,
except by the Sumner radicals, for it takes
the negro suffrage question, as they say, out
of politics.

If the section disqualifying all who volun- - j

tarily took part in the rebellion till 1870
were stricken out, the amendment might
prevail ; but if that were out, the Republi-
can majority would disown and reject it, for
it is the gist ot tue whole sclieme. 1 tie plan
means simply that the Republican party
intend to hold their power in Congress, not
only for this but for the next Congress, and
intend also to have the next President.

An Assignation Rendezvous Broken
Up. That old and time-honore- d institution
connected with the postofnee, known as the
" Ladies' delivery," has been discontinued,
and the fair creatures are now compelled to
resort the " general delivery" to inquire for
their billetdoux. The hole through which
the sirens peeped and into which they thurst
the tips of their taper fingers to receive the
scented messengers of love has been closed,
and they mus) now" wait their turn',, and
fall into line with the masculine gender
when they go for letters.

We are glad that the " Ladies' lobby"
lias been shut off, for it was the resort of a
class of females who are Ladies only through
courtesy in fact, courtesans. Perhaps the
recent battle royal between two of the frail
ones determined the postmaster to deprive
them of their " exclusive" privilege. Now,
when a row occurs among them at the post-offic- e,

there will be men present to pull them
apart and prevent them from gouging each
other's eyes out. Respectable ladies can
now visit the postofnee without being jost-
led and jammed by a crowd of disreputable
women.

It
provides that the States shall be admitted
after the 4th of March, 1867, with the excep-
tion of Tennessee and Arkansas, which shall
be admitted immediately on the ratification
of the proposed amendment.

Mr. Dixon also offered an amendment
which declares that when any of the lately
rebellious States shall present itself, not only
in an attitude of loyalty, but represented by
men capable of submitting to constitutional
tests, it shall be admitted to the lights of
representation.

Serious Riot in Memphis, Tenn. One White

31an and Eight or Ten Negroes Killed.
Memphis, May 1. This evening a riot oc-

curred in the Southern portion of the city
between the policemen and negro soldiers
growing out of an attempt of the officers to
arrest a white man whom the negroes at-

tempted to protect. Twenty or thirty po-
licemen assembled and kept up the fight for
a couple of hours with about 150 negroes.

One policeman was killed, three wounded,
and eight to ten negroes were killed and
several wounded. The 16th Regular Infan-
try were finally called ont and at ten o'clock
everything was quiet.

Franchise In Tennessee.
Nashville, May 2. The Senate rejected

the franchise bill by a vote of 16 to 5.

Jiew York .Money Market.
The supply of money in New York on

Tuesday continued largely in excess of the
demand, and Stock Exchange loans were
made mostly at 4 per cent., while transac-
tions on Governments are reported at 3J.
The general street rate was, however, 4r.The discount line easy at 67 per cent, for
first-clas- s commercial paper, according to
date ot" maturity. The weekly bank state-
ment was favorable to increased ease in
loans, the legal tenders being increased
$2,986,334, tlm circulation $531,423, and the
deposits $3,909,996. The loans were in-
creased 3,950,629, and the specie is decreas-
ed $1,251,526. Gold, which was a shade
better on Tuesday than the day before, yes-
terday advanced more than a cent. It open-
ed at 126J and closed at 127, reaching dur-
ing the day 128. On Monday, omy $500
Virginia 6's were sold at $67.

Xew York Dry Goods Market.
Under date the 30th April, we have the

following report :
" The market for domestic dry goods in

this city closes weak and unsettled, with a
tendency towards lower prices. Owing to
the extremely limited demand, stocks of
goods have accumulated to such an extent
that many holders are anxious to realize
whatever they can. The few transactions
reported are solely to .supply immediate
wants for consumption.

" Foreigu dry goods continue without
change heavy and pressed for sale through
the auction rooms. Excepting for leading
si vies of dress fabrics, the prices realized at
the auction rooms are far from satisfactory
to importers."

The market is
very unsettled, and we do not think the sale
here reported is a fair criterion. It is, how-
ever, the only sale heard of to-da- y.
