GENERAL HEMAKRKS.

Revenue Stamps may be uséd fndiseriminately
upon any of the matters or things ecnumerated in
scliedule B, except proprictary and playing curd
stunps, for which a specinl use has heen provided,

Fostage stamps cannot be used in payment of
the duty chargesble on instruments.

It is the duty of the maker of yn instrument to
wflix and canedd the stamp therean,  Hhe neglocts
to do so, the party for whom it is made, may
stamp it before it is used ; and i wvsed after the
S0th of July, 1504, and u=ed without o stamp, it
cannot afterwards be effectually stamped.  Any
fuilure upon the part of the maker of o instro-

The asgignment of W mortrage is subject to the
same duty as that imposcd upon the original in-
strument; that is to say for every sum of five
hundred dollars, or any fractional part thercof] ol
the amount secored by the mortgage, at time of
its assignment thiere must be affixed a stamp or
stamps, denoting a duty of five evnls.

When two or more persons join in the exceution
of an instrament, the stawps 1o which this instru-
ment is Hable under the Lew, may be affixed and
ciancelled by one of the parties,

In conveyianees of real estate, the law provides
thut the stump aflixed muost answer to the value
of the estate on interest conveyed.

No stamp is required on any warrint of attor-
ney accompanying a bond or nete, when suvh
bond or note has aflixed thercto the stump or
stamps denoting the duty required, and whencever
any bond or note is secnred by mortgage, bul one
stamp duty is required on sueh papers, sueh
stump duty being the hishist rates reqnired for
such instruments, or ¢ither of them.  In such a
case 0 note or memorandim of the velue or de-
nominution of the stomp aflixed should be maide
upon the murgin or in the scknowledgement of
the instroment which is not gtamped.
