The Alexaadria Gazette of Wedneaday |
evening says that in the Cireuit Court yes—
terday, (Wednesday,) when the case of the
Commonwealth vs, Roe, a white man charg- |
¢ | with felony, was heing tried, W. Wil-
ioughby, Commonwealth’'s Attorney, asked |
that he might be permitted to introduce ne— |
aroe witnesses to testify in the case, cluiming |
the right to do so under the provisions of |
the civil right bill. The Judge decined per- |
mission, on the ground that this was a State |
court, and that he was acting under the Iaws |
of the State, which forbade that a nezroe
shiould testify in a case against a white man,
except “when the case arises out of an injury
done, attempted, or threatened, to the person,
or rights of a colored person or Indian, or
wlien the offence was committed by a white
person in conjunction with a colored person |
or Indian.” The Judge stated his determin-
ation to execute the lnws of his Statz until
orlered to do otherwise,
