[ remained there until about  one o’clock
. M., when they were dispersed by a
detachment of United States soldicrs,
which had been employed  during the
day in keeping  the discharged negro
soldiers in and the white people out of
the fort, During the day several Iltl—-|
aro shanties were burned down, About
10 o’clock on Wednesday nizht, a par—
ty of mounted men began to set fire to
the neoro school-houses, churches, and
dwelling-houses. It is hoped  that the
investigation now being had will resull
in identitying the parties engaged.
During Tuesday and Wednesday |
several nofiensive negroes were killed, |
and many maltreated aud beaten in dif-
firent parts of the city, The number
killed and wounded in the riot, as far
as ascertained by the commission, were
one white man killed (shot by a white
man behind him;) one white man
wounded (shot by negroes.) The num-
ber of negroes shot and beaten to death
has not yet been ascertained. T will
give you the information when procur-
ed.

Great fears were en—
tertained that other buildings, such as
the Feeedman’s Burean building, and
the office oi’ the Memphis Post, would
be burned down 3 but it any such inten-
tions were  had the disposition of'the |
soul foree at my  disposal  prevented
the realization.  An attempt was made
by some paties to gain possesion of the
muskets which a few  days before had
been turned in by the 3d - colored artil- |
lery,  Every officer and man here was
on duty day and nicht during the week,
On the 4ch they relieved by a detach—
ment I had ordered  over from Nash-
ville,

As before stated, the rioters were
composed of the police, firemen and the
rabble and negrohaters in general, with
a sprinkling of yankee-haters, all led on
and encouraged by demagogues and of-
fice-hunters, and  most of' thein under
the influence of whiskey. Tt appearsin
evidenee before the commission  that
John Creighton, recorder ot the  city,
made o speech to the rioters, in  which
he said @ *We are not yet prepared, but
let us prepare to elean every negro son
oi’ a biteh out of town.”

Very few paroled Confederates were
mixed up with the rioters on Tuesday
and Wednesday, the larger portion be-
ing resistered voters.

STATE TO CLOSE TIEIR BUSINESS,

Waenreas, The finuncial policy of the Federal
Government adopted to muaiutain the national
eredit, with the heavy taxes imposoed by that Gov-
ernment on the B.nks of the Stute, makes it ak-
solutely neeessary that said Banks should elose
their business, and renders o faether continu mee
of theireorporate existence idleand uscless to the
people ol tie State,

Section 1, 1k it cuacted by the General Awsiernbly
of the State of North-Cavoling, aud it ix herehy
enacled by the awthrity o the sawe, Thal it the
Stockholders of uuy of the Bunks chartered by the
