'. been a want of energy an enterprize in those
"conducting the paper, who foiled to interest

farmer whose contributions- - the - common
would have been . more, valuable than more

- learned productions from other sources.-- r-

This resulted in another great error, namely,
the abundance of scientific reading and ex-

tracts from exchanges at a distance wich fil-

led up the columns of the paper. The for-

mer were useless, because the common far--

iner could not understand them, the latter
were often injurious because what is often
beneficial in - one section is injurious in
another, as an illustration : the practice of
subsoil plowing which in many places is
said to produce the finest results, is certainly
injurious in the neighborhood where I reside.
Another illustration is furnished by practicet

: of manuring field peas with gypsum with
' such fine results at the North, but which will

certainly fail here.
In the importation of fruit trees the farmer

' has learned the same lesson. Indeed, by con--
- suiting my experienced neighbors I might

furnish quite a list of these expensive mis
takes. The paper should be strictly a " far-

mer's journal" in which the common farmers
'

i of the State could relate their experience to
each other. I think that our altered condi--.
tion, in relation to labor, affords the best
reason for havins such a paper. We cannot
now afford to cultivate such large tracts of
poor land, and the improvement of land will
be an important question. There is another

.thought which seems important: The tide
water section of the State generally does not
produce small grain, particularly wheat, at
all in comparison with other crops. These
owing to the smaller amount of labor requir-- "

cd for their production, it will be very desira-
ble to make. The adaptation of our soil to
these crops will afford a vast field for ex- -

. periment. The cultivation of fruit trees, so
much neglected among us, affords a fine sul-je- ct

for experiment. The cultivation of the
grape, and particularly the best manner of
making wine, is very important the doing
which has heretofore been neglected would

' fource us to the cultivation of grapes, a thing
unheard ot in many parts of the country. I
could multiply subjects of this character
which derive renewed interest and importance

- from our altered condition, but I have already
consumed too much space. If the right

: man will move in this matter he will confer
a great benefitjon the people, and consequeut-'- ..

ly on himself also. S.

Ever of Thee. A sad story is con- -
- nected with the name of the writer of

the beautiful song "Ever of Thee,"
which has been sung and admired by
so many in this country and in Eu-
rope.

Foley Hall was a gentleman by birth
and education. "Wealthy in his own
right,' with large expectations, he led a
heedless life, not choosing his associa-
tes, but allowing himself to be drawn
into the society of the vicious. His
property soon disappeared, and lie was
left without resources to his daily bread.
His musicial talents had been highly
cultivated, but as he never needed them
he scarcely knew to what degree they
could be made available. In his dis

, tress, however, he wrote this charming
song, "Ever of Thee." A London pub-
lisher gave him one hundred dollars for
it, bnt that amount with sueh a spend-
thrift would not last long. He wrote
other songs, but the money not coming
as fast as he wished, in a weak moment
he forged the name of his publisher,
and although every effort was made

" (even by the publisher) to save him, it
was all no use, and poor Foley Hall
went to Newgate, and died broken
hearted before his trial came on.

Whereas existing exigencies demand imme-
diate and adequate measures lor the protection of
the national Constitution and the preservation of
the national Union by the suppression ot the in
surrectiouury combinations now existing in seve-
ral State-- for opposing the laws of the Union and
obstructing the execution thereof, to which cud
a military torce in addition to that called forth by
my Proclamation of the fifteenth day of April in
the present year, appears to be indispensably ne-
cessary :

Now, therefore, I, ABRAHAM LINCOLN,
President of the United States, and Commander- -

ef of the Army and Navy thereof, and of
the Militia of the several States when called into
actual service, do hereby call into the service of
the United States forty-tw- o thousand and thirty-fou- r

volunteers, to serve for the period of three
years unless sooner discharged, and to be muster-
ed into service as infantry and cavalry. The pro-
portions of each arm and the details of enrolment
and organization will be made known through
the Department of War.

And I also direct that the regular array of the
United States be increased by the addition of
eight regiments of infantry, one regiment of ca-

valry, and one regiment of artillery, making al-

together a maximum aggregate increase of twenty-t-

wo thousand seven hundred and fourteen, of-
ficers and enlisted men, the details of which in-
crease will also be mode known through the De-
partment of War.

And I further direct the enlistment for not less
than one or more than three years, of eighteen
thousand seamen, in additiou to the present force
for the naval service of the United States. Tiie
details of the enlistineut and organization will be
made known through the Department of the
Navy.

The call for volunteers, hereby made, and the
direction for the increase of the regular army,
and for the enlistment ot seamen hereby given,
together with the plan of orgauization adopted
for the regular forces hereby authorized will be
submitted to Congress us soon as assembled.

In the mean time I earnestly invoke the coope-

conviction thereof, be lined in the sum of one
thousand dollars, to the use of the person upon
whom the accused is alleged to havr committed
the offence.
