The Western Extension—Gen. Dockery.

The following speech by Gen. Dackery, in
the Couvention, May 20th, 1865, will show
what interest he takes in the development of
the resources of Western North-Carolina.
This portion of the State has been neglected,
although its representatives have been al-
ways distingunished for their liberality to-
wards other and more favored see-
tions.

Gen. Dockery desired to sell the State’s in-
terest in the Western railroad, because the
State is now to poor finish that road. Ifa
company of capitalists could be formed,
pledged to complete the road, the State by
parting with “$35,000,000 worth of unfinished
work could secure the construction of $15,
000,000 worth, and the completion of & sys-
tem of internal improvement,” calculated to
enhance the value of every other railroad in
the State. The people of Western Carolina
peculiarly feel the need of railroads. Their
appeals for aid, made to the last Convention,
attest this fact. Gen. Dockery is willing to
help them, as he has ever been willinr to aid
in a judicious system of internal improve-
ment. Nor does his plan oppress any other
portion of our people. It is eminently cal-
culated to being wealth to them, while it
will nottake a dollar from their pock-

ets.

“Mr. Dockery, a resolution to raise a commit-
tee of five to take into consideration the proprie-
ty of selling the State's Interest _in the estern
g. C. R. R. to any company of capitalists that
will finish the road to Cleveland, Tenn.

Gen. Doekery said he would make afew ex-

lanatory remarks. Forty years ago he had em-
Earked in the internal improvement movement,
and had ever advoeated a judicious system forthe
development of the State. He had attended a
Convention held in t 1¢ Methodist Church in Ral-
eigh in 1835, attended by many prominent gentle-
men, the purpose of which was to encourage the
establishment of internal improvements. Hedrew
his ideas from a series of essays written by Dr.
Caldwell, before that time, advocating a Grand
Trunk railroad from the Seaboard to the moun-
tuing. He gtill adhered to the original plan, and
believed that it was the best that could be de-
vised,

The Grand Trunk had nearly been bailt. The
Western extension alone remained unfinished,
and in the present coundition of State finances
could not be finished. On the contrary helearn’
ed that it was sinking neariy 31,000 per week.—
The State tressury could not bear up under this
expense.

His counsel, Mr. O’Conncr, and more
lately the Hon. Willinm B. Reed, had both
personal interviews with the President for
the same ohject, and the only answer to their

etitions was, that he (Davis) would have to
ge tried under the charges now pending
against him, before botha civil and military
tribunal. Providing, of course, that no now
unforseen circumstances should transpire in
the time intervening before 8 trial should take
place, but for the present he had given up
all hopes of a release from his-confinement.
The two gentlemen, however, have left for
Washington.

We have no hesitation in expressing the
opinion, from some knowledge on this sub-
ject, that if the prominent instigators and
actors in the late rebellion had pursued the
course expected of them in May and June,
1865, Mr. Davis would by this time have
been released on parole, and if tried at all
he wounld have been pardoned. If this un-
fortunate man should be tried and executed,
it will be the result of the inflammatory and
rebellious eonduet of such as the Richmond
Ezxaminer. The feeling at the North has be-
come so strong against Mr. Davis, on ac-
count of the eourse of his Southern friends,
that the President does not feel himself at
liberty to interpose in his behalfl
