SPIRITS, ALE, BEER AND PORTFR.
Sec. 39. And he it further enacted, That

shall be the duty of the collectors, within
their respective districts, to grant licenses
for distilling, which licenses shall contain
the date thereof, the sum paid, and the time
when the same will expire, and shall be
granted to any person being a resident of
the United States who shall desire the same
by application, in writing, to such collector,
upon payment of the sum or duty payable
by this act upon each license requested.
And at the time of applying for said license,
and before the same is issued, the person so
applying shall give bond to the Lnitccl
States in such sum as shall be required by
the collector, with one or more sureties, to
be approved by said collector, conditioned
that in case any additional still or stills, or
other implements to be used as aforesaid,
shall be erected by him, his agent or super-
intendent, he will, before using, or causing
or permitting the same to be used, report in
writing to the said collector the capacity
thereof, and information from time to time
of any change in the form, capacity, owner-
ship, agency or superintendence, which all
or either of the said stills or other imple-
ments may undergo ; and that he will, from
day to day, enter or caused to be entered, in
a book to be kept forthat purpose, the num-
ber of gallons of spirits that may be distilled
by said still or stills, or other implements,
and also of the quantities of grain or other
vegetable productions or other substances
put into the mash-tu- b, or otherwise used by
liini, his agent, or superintendent, for the
purpose of producing spirits, which said
book shall lie open at all times during the
day (Sundays excepted) to the inspection of
the said collector, who may make any mem
orandums or transcripts therefrom ; and that
he will render to the said collector on the
first, tenth and twentieth days of each and
every month, or within five days thereafter,
during the continuance of said license, an
exact account, in writing, taken from his
books, of the number of gallons of spirits
distilled and sold, or removed for consump-
tion or sale, bv him, his agent or sui)eriii- -

tendpnt, and the proof thereof, and also of
the quantities of grain or other vegetable
productions, or other substances, put into
the mash-tu- b, or otherwise used by him, his
agent or superintendent, for the purpose of
producing spirits, for the period or fraction-- ,
al part of a month then next preceding the
date of said report, which said report shall
be verified by affidavit in the manner pre-
scribed by this act; and that he will not
sell or permit to be sold or removed for con-
sumption or sale, any spirits distilled by him
under and virtue of liia said license, until
the same shall have been inspected, gauged
and proved, and the quantity thereof duly
entered upon his books aa aforesaid ; and
that he will at the time of rendering said
account, pay to the said collector the duties
which by this act are imposed on the spirits
so distilled; and the said bond may be re-

newed or changed, from time to time, in re-

gard to the amount and sureties thereof, ac-

cording to the discretion of the collector.
Sec. 40. And be it further enacted, That

tne application in writing made by any per
son for a license for distilling a aforesaid,
shall state the place of distilling, the number
and capacity of the still or stills, boiler or
boilers, and the name of the person, firm,
company or corporation using the same ; and
any person making a lalsc statement in any.
of the said particulars shall forfeit and pay
the sum of one hundred dollars, to be recov-
ered with costs of suit.

Sec. 41. And be it further enacled, That,
in addition to the duties payable for licenses
herein provided, there shall be paid on all
spirits that mny be distilled and sold, or re-

moved for consumption or sale, of first proof,
on and after the first day of August, eighteen
hundred and sixty-tw- o, the duty of twenty
cents on each and every gallon which shall
be paid by the owner, agent or superinten-
dent of the still or other vessel in which the
said spirituous liquors shall have been dis-
tilled ; which duty shall be paid at the time
of rendering the accounts of spirituous liq-
uors so chargeable with duty, required to be
rendered by this act : Provided, That the
duty on spirituous liquors and all other spir-
ituous beverages enumerated in this act shall
be collected at no lower rate than the basis
of first proof, and shall be increased in pro-
portion for any greater strength than the
strength of proof.

Sec. 42. And be it furtherenacted, That
the term first proof used in tofc act and in
section six of the act of March second, eigh-
teen hundred and sixty-on- e, entitled "An act
to provide for the payment of outstanding
treasury notes, to authorize a loan, to regu-
late and fix the duties on imports, and for
other purposes," shall be construed, and is
hereby declared to mean, that proof of a li-

quor which corresponds to fifty degrees of
Tralles' centesimal hydrometer, adopted by
regulation of the Treasury Department, of
August twelfth, eighteen hundred and fifty,
at the temperature of sixty degrees of Fah-
renheit's thermometer ; and that in reducing
the temperatures to the standard of sixty,
and in levying duties on liquors above and
below proof, the table of commetcial values,
contained in tlie manual for inspectors of spi-

rits, prepared by Professor MeCu'lloh, under
the superintendence of Professor B;tc lie, and
adopted by the-Treas- ury Departmeiir, shall
be used and taken as giving the proportions
of absolute alcohol in the liquids gauged and
proved according to which duties shall be
levied.

Sec. 43. And be it further enacted That
there shall be designated by the eollector in
every assessment district where theame may
be necessary one or more inspectors, who
shall take an oath feithfiilly to perform their
duties in such form as .he Commissioner of
Internal Revenue shall prescribe, And who
shall be entitled to receive such lees as may
be fixed and prescribed by said commission-
er. And all spirits distilled as aforesaid by
any person licensed as aforesaid shall, before
the same is used, r. removed for (consump-
tion or sale, be iaspected, gauged, and prov-
ed by some person so as aforesaid designated

for the performance of such duties, and
who shall mark upon the cask or.atJjer pac-
kage containing such spirits, in a manner to
be prescribed by said coiumiaaiooer, the

quantity and proof of the contents of such
cask or package, with the date of inspection
and the name of the iuspector. And any
person who shall attempt fraudulently to
evade the payment of duties upon any spir
its distilled as aforesaid, by changing in any
manner the mark upon any such cask or pac
kage, shall torteit the sum ot hve hundred
dollars for each cask or package so altered
or changed, to be recovered as hereinbefore
provided. And the fees of such inspector
Bhall in all cases be paid by the owner ot the
spirits so inspected, gauged, and proved.
And anv such inspector who shall knowin
gly put upon any such cask or package any
false or fraudulent mark shall be liable to
the same penalty hereinbefore provided for
eacn cask or package so traudulentiy mark
ed. And any person who shall use any cask
or package so marked, for the purpose of sel
ling spirits ot a quality different from that so
inspected, shall be subject to a like penalty
lor each cask or package so used.

Sec. 44. And be it further enacted, That
the owner or owners of any distillery may er
ect, at his or their own expense, a warehouse
of iron, stone, or brick, with metal or other
fire-proo- f, to be contiguous to such distille-
ry ; and such warehouse, when approved by
the collector, is hereby declared a bonded
warehouse ot the Lnned States, and shall
be used only for storing distilled spirits, and
to be under the custody of the collector or
his deputy. And the duty on the spirits
stored in such warehouse shall be paid when
anil as it is sold or removed from such ware
house for sale.
