Mr. Vallandigham rose at the table,
and with great depth of feeling and
earnestness ot manner, said to those
around: "Gentlemen, if the Southern
members withdraw from the convention,
the Democratic party, the only stay of
the Union, will be disrupted, section-
al President will be elected, the seces-
sion of the Southern States will follow,
and there will ensue or of the most
terrible and bloody civil wars on re-
cord." Gen. McClernand, who was at
the table, said Sit down, Vallandig-
ham ;Jyou are alway prophetyng." Upon
which he responded speak earnest-
ly, because feel earnestly and if we
live you will bear witness to its fulfill-
ment." Charleston Courier.

Introduction of Shad in Southern
Rivers. Dr. W. C. Daniell, writing
from Savannah to the editor of the
Southern Medical and Surgical Jour-
nal, says

I am gratified to say that have ful-
ly established the White Shad in the
Alabama River, where they are as large
and as fine as our own shad.

Now that it has become fixed fact
that the shad prosper at the mouth of
the Alabama River, we may readily in-

fer that they will equally prosper at the
mouth of the the Mississippi River, and
probably all of the rivers discharged
into the Gulf ofMexico. hope to test
this another year. would have done
so this Spring, but that my fishermen
disappointed me. As soon as was
satisfied that there were distinctive,
though minute, differences between the
6had of Savannah and the Ojrecchee
Rivers, felt confident of establishing
the White Shad in the Alabama River.
These ditierences were pointed out by
our'fishermen in 1846, and in 1848
planted the fecundated egus in small
tributary of the Etowah, and in 1851
or '52 the fish were taken in the traps
at vvetunipka and Tuscaloosa.

There is curious plate at the South
Kensington Museum, which deserves
some attention, from the circumstance
that took it there.

real value of it, if possible, takes it to
the South Kensington Museum. There
she hears that her little china plate,
for which she had always felt an in-
stinctive love, even in its unknown
retreat, was priceless. You may set

A PROCLAMATION.
Whereas, in and by the second section of

act of Congress passed the 7th day of June,
A. D. 18tt3, eut.tled An act for the collection of
direct taxes in insurrectionary districts within
the United States and for other purposes,"
made the duty of the President declare,
before the nrst day of July then next following,
by his proclamation, in what States and parts of
States insurrection exists:

TREATIES.

Treaty of Peace, Amity, and Commerce, between
the United States of America and China. Con-
cluded, 18th June, 1858. Ratified by the Uni-

ted States, 21st December, 1858. Proclaimed
by the President ot the United States, 36th
January, I860.

BT THE PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES OF
AMERICA

Whereas treaty between the United States ot
America and the faTsing Empire was concluded
and signed Tientsin by their respective pleni-
potentiaries, the eighteenth day of Jtute, 1&58,
which treaty is, word for word, follows

The Uuitetl States of America and the Ta-Tsi-

Empire, desiring maintain firm, lasting, aud
sincere friendship, have resolved renew,
manner clear and positive, by means of treaty

general convention of peace, amity, and com-
merce, the rules which shall future be mutual-
ly observed the intercourse of their respective
countries wincu most desirable object thePresident of the United States and the august
sovereign of the Ta-Tsi- Empire have, named for
their plenipotentiaries, wit The President of
the United States of America, William B. Reed,
Envoy Extraordinary and Minister Plenipoten-
tiary China; and his Majesty the Emperor of
China, Kweiliang, member the Privy Coun-
cil and Superintendent of the Board Punish-
ments and Hwasuana, President of the Board of
Civil Office and Major-Gener- of the Bordered
Blue Banner Division of the Chinese Banucr-men- ,

both of tliem being Imperial Commissioners aud
Plenipotentiaries; and the said Ministers, iu vir-
tue of the respective fall powers they have re-
ceived from the governments, have agreed upon
the following arlVcles

Article There shull be, there have always
been, peace and triendship between the United
States of America and the Empire, and
between --their people, respectively. They shall
not insult oppress each other for any trifling
cause, produce estrangement between
them and any other nation should act unjust-
ly oppressively, the United States will exert
their good offices, being informed of the case,
to bring about amicable arrangement of the
question, thus showing their friendly feelings.

Article II. Iu order to perpetuate friendship,
the exchange of ratifications by the President,

with the advice and- consent of the Senate of the
United States, and by his Majesty the Emperor of
China, this treaty shall be kept aud sacredly
guarded in this way, viz: The original treaty,
ratified by the President of the United States,
shall be deposited Peking, the capital of his
Majesty the Emperor of China, in charge of the
Privy Council and, ratified by his Majesty the
Emperor ot China, shall be deposited Wash-
ington the capital the United States, in charge
of the Secretary of State.

Article III. In order that the people of the two
countries may know and obey the provisions of
this treaty, the United States of America agree,
immediately on the exchange of ratifications, to
proclaim the same and to publish by proclama-
tion in the irazettes where the laws of the United
States of America are published by authority and
his Majesty the Emperor of China, the ex-

change of ratifications, agrees immediately

Article IV. order further perpeiuaie

ted. The Privy. Council and governors-yencra- l,

the case may be, shall in all cases consiider and

acknowledge such communications promptly and
respectfully.

Article V. The minister of the United States of
America in China, whenever be has business,
shall have the right to visit and sojourn the
capital of his Majesty tue Emperor of China, and
taere coufer witli member of the Privy Council,

any other high officer of equal rank deputed
for that purpose, on matters common interest
and advantage. His visits suall not exceed one iu
eaeu year, and he shall complete his business
wituout unnecessary delay. He shall be allowed

uo by laud come to the mouth of the Peiho,
into Wiiieh be shall not bring ships-of-wa- r, and he
sha.l inform the authorities at that place iu order
that boats may be provided for him go on his
journey. He not to take advauta. of this stip-
ulation to request visits tue capital on trivial
occasions. Wuenever he means proceed the
capital, he shall communicate, in writing, his in-
tention the Board of Rites the capital, and
theri. upon the said Board suall give the uecessaiy
dircclious to facilitate his journey and give him
necessary protection and respect on his way. On
his arrival at the capital, he shall be furnished
with suitable residence prepared lor him, and
he shall defray his own expenses and his entire
suite shall not exceed twenty persons, exclusive
of his Chinese attendants, none of whom shall
be engaged in trade.

Article VI If any time bis Majesty the Em-
peror of China shall, by treaty voluutarily made

for any other reason, permit tue representative
of auy friendly nation reside his capital for

long short time, then, without any further
consultation express permission, the represen-
tative of the United States iu China shall have
the same privilege.

Article VII. 'Ihe superior authorities of the
United States and of China in corresponding to-
gether shall do terms of equality aud in
form of mutual communication, (ciiauuwui.j
The consuls aud the local officers, civil aud mili-
tary, iu corresponding together shall likewise em-
ploy the style aud lonu mutual communica-
tion, (chauhwui.) When inferrior officers of the
oue government address superior officers of the
other they shall do in the style aud form of
memorial, (chin cliiu.) Private individuals, iu
addressing superior officers, shall employ the
style of petition, (pinching.) In no case shall auy
terms style be used suffered which shall be
offensive disrespectful eitner party. And

agreed tuat no presents, uuuer any "pretext
form whatever, suall ever be demanded the
United States by China, China by the Uni-

Article VIII. In all future personal intercourse
between the representative of the Uuited States
of America aud trm governors general gover-
nors, the interviews shall be had the official
residence of the said officers their tempora-
ry residence, the residence the represen-
tative of the United States of America, which-
ever may be agreed upon between tiieui nor
shall they make any pretext for declining these
interviews. Curreut matters shall be discussed

Article IX. Whenever national vessels of the

United States of America, iu cruising along the

terms of equality and courtesy,
ken of the friendly relations of their respective
nations and the said vessels shall enjoy all suit-
able facilities tue part the Chiuese govern-
ment iu procuring provisions other supplies
aud makiug necessary repairs. Aud the United
States of America uirreu that in case of the ship-
wreck of any American vessel, and its being pil-
laged by pirates, in case any American vessel
shall be pilliaged captured by pirates the
seas adjacent the coast, without being ship-
wrecked, the natioual vet-sel- s the United States
shall pursue the said' pirates, uud captured de-
liver them over for trial aud punishment.

Article X. The Uuited States of America shall
have the right appoint consuls and other com-
mercial ageuts for the protection of trade, re-
side sucn places the dominions of China
shall be agreed be opened; who shall hold offi-

cial intercourse and correspondence with the lo-
cal officers of the Chinese government, (a consul

vice-cons- charge taking rank with
circuit perfect,; either personally

in writing, occasions may require, terms
of equality aud reciprocal respect. And the eon
suls nd local officers shall employ the style of
mutual communication. If the officers of either
nation are disrespectfully treated aggrieved iu
any way by the other authorities, they have the
right make representation of the same the
superior officers of the repsetive governments,
who shall see that full inquiry and strict justice
shall be had the premises. And the said con-
suls and agents shall carefully avoid all acts of
offence to the officers and people China. On
the arrival of consul duly accredited any port

China, shall be the duty the minister of
the United Suites notify the same the govern-

or-general of the province where such porch
is, who shall forthwith recognize the said consul
and grant him authority to act.

Article XI. All citizens of the United States of
America China, peaceably tending to their
affairs, being placed common looting of ami-
ty and trood-wiJ- I with subjects of China, shall re-

ceive and enjoy for themselves and everything ap
pertaining tliem the protection of the local au-
thorities of government, who shall defend them
from all insult injury of any sort. their
dwellings property be threatened attacked
by mods, incendiaries, other violent lawless
persons, the local officers, requisition of the
consul, suall immediately despatch military
force to disperse the rioters, apprehend the guil-
ty individuals, and punish them with the utmost
rigor tne law. Subjects of China guilty of
any criminal act towards citizens of the Uuited
States shall be punished by the Chinese authori-
ties according the laws China; and citizens
of the Uuited States, cither shore any
merchant vessel, who may insult, trouble,
wound the persons injurie the property
Chinese, commit any other improper act in
China, shall be punished only by the consul
other public functionary thereto authorized, ac-
cording the laws the United States. Arrests
in order to trial may be made by either the
Chinese the United State- - authorities.

Article XII. Citizens of the United States, re-
siding sojourning any of the ports open
foreign commerce, shall be permitted rcut
houses and places business, hire sites on
which they can themselves build houses hos-
pitals, churches and cemctries. The parties
terested can tlx the rent by mutual and equitable
agreement; the proprietors shall not demand
exorbitant price, nor shall the local authorities
interfere, unless there be some objections offered
on the part of the inhabitants respecting the
place. The legal fees the officers tor applying-thei-

seal shall be paid. The citizes the Uui
ted Stut-- s shall not uureasonably insist partic-
ular spots, but each party shall conduct with
justice and moderation. Any desecration of the
cenietrics by natives of China shall be severely
punished according to iaw. At the places where
the ships of the United States anchor, their
citizens reside, the merchants, seamen, others
can fteely pass and repass in the immediate neigh-
borhood but, order to the preservation of the
public peace, they shall not go into the country
to the villages and marts to sell their goods un-
lawfully, fraud of the revenue.

Article XIII. If auy vessel ot the Uuited States
be wrecked stranded the coast of China, and
be subjected to plunder other damatre, the
proper officers of government, on receiving in-
formation of the fact, shall immediately adopt
measures for its relief and security the persons
on board shall receive friendly treatment, and be
enabled to repair at once to the nearest port, and
shall enjoy all facilities for obtaining supplies of
provisions and water. If the merchant vessels of
the United States, while within the waters over
which the Chiuese government exercises jurisdic-
tion, be plundered by robbers pirates, then the
Chinese local authorities, civil and military, on
receiving information thereof, shall arrest the
said robbers pirates, and punish them accord-
ing law. and shall cause all the property which
can be recovered to be restored to tl.e owners
placed in the hands of the consul. If, by reason
of the extent of territory and numerous popula-
tion of China, shall case happen that the
robbers cannot be apprelieuded, and the ptoperty
only in part recovered, the Chinese government
shall not make indemnity for the goods lost but

shall be proved that the local authorities
have been in collision with the robbers, the same
shall be commnnicated to the superior authorities
for memorializing the Throne, and these officers
shall be severely punished, and their property be
confiscated to repay the losses.

Article XIV. The citizens ol the United States
are permitted to frequent the ports and cities of
Canton and Chau-cha- u Swatau, in the province
ot Kwaug tung, Amoy, Full chau, and Tai-wa-

in Formosa, in the province of Fuh-kie- n, Ningpo,
in the province of Cheh-kiaD- and Shanghai, in
the province of Kiaugsu, and:auy other port Or
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place hereafter by treaty with other powers or
with the United States opened to commerce, and
to reside with their families aud Irade there, and
to proceed at pleasure with their vessels and
merchandise from any of these ports to any other
of them. But said vessels shall not carry on a
clandestine and fraudulent trade at other ports of
China not declared to be legal, or along the coasts
thereof; and any vessel under the American flag
violating this provision shall, with her cargo,, be
subject to confiscation to the Chinese govern-
ment ; auy any citizen of the United States who
shall trade in any contraband article of merchan-
dise shall be subject to be dealt with by the
Chinese government, without being entitled to
any countenance 'or protection from that of the
United States ; and tue United StateB will take
measures to prevent tueir flag IVom being abused
by the subjects of otiier nations as a cover lor the
violation of the laws of the Empire.

Article XV. At each of the ports open to com-
merce citizens of the United States shall be per-
mitted to import from abroad, and sell, purchase,
and export all merchandise of which the impor-
tation or - exportation is not prohibited by the
laws of the Empire. The tariff of duties to be
paid by citizens of the United States, on the ex-
port and import of goods from and i to China,
shall be the same as was agreed upon at the treaty
of Wanghia, except so far as it may be modified
by treaties with other nations, it being expressly
agreed that citizens of the United States shall
never pay higher duties than those paid by the
most favored nation.

Article XVI. Tonnage duties shall be paid on
every merchant vessel belong to the United
States entering either ol the open ports at the
rate of four mace per ton of forty cubic feet, if
she be over oue hundred aud fifty tons burden,
aud one mace per ton of forty cubic feet, if she
be ot the burden of one hundred and titty tons o
under, according to the tonnage specified iu the
register; which, with her other papers, shall, on
her arrival, be lodged with the cousul, who shall
report the same to the commissioner of customs.
And if any vessel, having paid tonnage duty at
one port, shall go to any other port to complete
the disposal of her cargo, or, being in ballast, to
purchase an entire or till up an iucomplete cargo,
the consul shall report the same to the commis-
sioner of customs, who shall note ou the port
clearance that the tonnage duties have been paid,
and report the circumstances to the collectors at
the other custom-house- s ; in which case, the said
vessel shall only pay duty on her cargo, and not
be charged witb'tonuageduty a second time. The
collectors of customs at the open ports shall con-
sult with the consuls about the erection ot bea-
cons or light-house- s, and where buoys and light-
ships should be placed.

Article XVII. Citizens of the United Ststes
shall be allowed to engage pilots to take their
vessels into port, and. when the lawful duties
have all men paid, take them out of port, it
shall be lawful for them to hire at pleasure ser-
vants, cotnpradores, linguists, writers, laborers,
seamen, and persons for whatever uecessary ser--v

ice, with passage or cargo boats, for a reasonable
compensation, to be agreed upon by the parties
or determined by the cousul.

Article XVill. Whenever merchant vessels of
the United Stales shall enter a port, collector
of customs shull, if he see tit, appoint custom-
house officers to guard said vessels, who may
live on board the ship or their own boats, at
their convenience. Tue local authorities of the
Chinese government shall cause to be apprehen-
ded all mutineers or deserters from on board the
vessels of the United States in China on being
informed by the consul, and will deliver them np
to the consuls or other officer for punishment.
And if criminals, subjects of China, take refuge
in the houses or ou board the vessels of citizens
of the Uuited States, they shall not be harbored
or concealed, but el all be delivered up to justice
on due requisition by the Chinese local officers,
addressed to those of the United States. The
merchants, seamen aud other citizens of the Uni-
ted States shall be under the superintendence of
the appropriate officers of their government. If
individuals of either nation commit acts of vio-olcu-

or disorder, use arms to the iujury of oth-
ers, or create dist urbances eudacgeriug life, the
officers of the two governments will exert them-
selves to enforce order aud to maintain the pub-
lic peace, by doing impartial justice in the prem-
ises.

Article XIX. Whenever a merchant vessel be-
longing to the Uuited States shall east auchor in
either of the said ports, the supercargo, master,
or consignee, shall within forty-eig- ht hours, de-
posit the ship's papers iu the hands of the consul
or person charged with his f unctions, who shall
cause to be communicated to the superintendent
of customs a true report of the name aud tonuage
of such vessel, the number of her crew, and the
nature of her cargo, which being done, he shall
give a permit lor her discharge. And the mas-
ter, supercargo, or consiguee, if he proceed to
discharge the cargo without such permit, shall
incur a tine of five hundred dollars, and thegoods
so discharged without permit shall be subject to
forfeiture to the Chiuese government. But if a
master of any vessel iu port desire to discharge a
part only of the cargo, it shall be lawful for him
to do so, j laying duty ou such part ouly, and to
proceed witn the remuinder to any other ports.
Or, if the master so desire, he may, within forty-eig- ht

hours after the arrival of the vessel, but not
later, decide to depart without breaking bulk ;
in which ease he shall not be subject to pay ton-
nage or other duties or charges, until, on his ar-
rival at another port, he suall proceed to dis-
charge cargo, when he shall pay tue duties on
vessel according to law. And the tonuage du-
ties shall be held due alter the expiration of the
said forty-eigh- t hours. Iu case of the absence of
the consul or person charged with his functions,
the captain or svpereargo of the vessel may have
recourse to the cansul ol a friendly power, or, if
he please, directly to the superintendent of cus-
toms, who shall do all that is required to couduct
the ship's business.

Article XX. The superintendent of customs,
in order to the collection of the prop-.- r duties,
6hall, on application made to niiu through tue
cousul, appoiut suitable officers, Wao shall pro-
ceed, in the presence of the captain, supercargo,
or consignee, to make a just aud lair examiuation
of all goods in the act o' being discharged for
importation or faden tor exportatiou ou board
any merchant vessel of tha Uuited Slates. And
if disputes occur in regard to the value of goods
subject to ad valorem duty, or in regard to the
amount of tare, aud the same cannot be satisfac-
torily arranged by the parties, the question may,
witnin twenty-fou- r hours, and not alterward, be
referred to the said cousul to udjust with the su-
perintendent ol customs.

Article XXI. Citizens of the United States who
may have imported m rchandise into any of the
free ports of China, and paid the duty thereon if
they desire to re expo-- t the same, iu part or in
whole to any other ol tue said ports, shall be en-

titled to make application, through tuir consul,
to the superintendent ot customs, wno, in order
to prevent fraud on the revenue, s.iall cause ex-
amination to be made, by suitable officers, to see
that the duties paid ou such goods as are entered
on the custom-hous- e books correspond with the
represention made, and that the goods remain
with their original marks unchanged, and shall
then make a memorandum in the port clearance
of the goods and the amouut of duties paid ou the
6ame, and deliver the same to the merchant, and
shall also certify the tacts to the officers of cus-
toms of the other ports ; all wuicii being done on
the arrival in port of the vessel in which the
goods are laden, aud every thing being found, on
examination there, to correspond, sue shall be
permitted to break bulk uud land the said goods
without being subject to the payment of am ad-
ditional duty thereon. Eut if. on such examina-
tion, the superintendent of customs shall detect
auy fraud ou the revenue iu the case, then the
goods shall be subject to forfeiture aud confisca-
tion to the Chinese government. Foreign grain
or rice brought into any port of China in a ship
of the United States, and not landed, may be re-
exported without hindrance.

Article XXII. The tonnage duty on vessels of
the United States shall be paid ou their being ad-
mitted to entry. Duties of import shall be paid
on the discharge of the goods, and duties ot ex-
port on the lading ot the same. When all such
duties shall have been paid, and not before, tne
collector of customs sh 11 give a port clearance,
and the consul shall return the ship's papers.
The duties shall be paid to the sbrotfs authorized
by the Chinese government to receive the same.
Duties shall be paid and received, either in syce
silver or in foreign money, at the rate of the day.
If the consul permits a ship to leave the port be-
fore the duties and tonnage duties arepdd, he
shall be held responsible therefor.

Article XXIII.-- ' Vi hen goods on board any mer-
chant vessel of the United States. In port require
to be transhipped to another vessel, application
shall be made to the consul, who shall certify
what is the occasion therefor to the superintend-
ent of customs, who may appoiut officers to ex-
amine into the facts and pennitthe transhipment.
And if any goods be transhipped without written
permits they shall be subject to be forfeited to
Chinese government.

Article XXIV. Where there are debts due by
subjects of Chime to citizens of the Uuited States,

the latter may seek redress in law ; and on suita-
ble representations being made to the local au
thorities, through the consul, they will cause due
examination iu the premises, and take proper
steps to compel satisfaction. Aud if citizens of
the United States be indebted to subjects of Chi-
na, the latter may seek redress by representation
through the consul, or by suit in the consular
court; but neither government will hold itself
responsible for such debts.

Article XXV. It shall be lawful for the officers
or citizens of the United States to employ schol-
ars and people of any part of China, without dis-
tinction of persons, to teach any of the languages
of the empire, and to assist in literary labors ;
and the persons so employed shall not for that
cause be subject to auy injury on the part either
of the government or of individuals ; and it shall
in like manner be lawful for citizens of the Uni-
ted States to- purchase all manner of books in
China.

Article XXVI. Relations of peace and amity
between the United States and China being estab-
lished by this treaty, and the vessels of the Unit-
ed States being admitted to trade freely to and
from tue ports of China open to foreign com-
merce, it is further agreed that, iu case at any
time hereafter China should be at war with any
foreign nation whatever and should tor that cause
exclude such nation from entering her ports, still
the vessels of the United States shall not the less
continue to pursue their commerce in freedom
and security, and to transport goods to and from
the ports of the belligerent powers, full respect
being paid to the neutrality of the flag of the

States: provided, that the said flag shall
not protect vessels engaged in the transportation
ot officers or soldiers in the enemy's service, nor
shall said flag be fraudulently used to enable the
enemy's ships, with their cargoes, to enter the
ports of China; but all such vessels so offending
shall be subject to forfeiture aud confiscation to
the Chinese government.

Article XXVII. All questions in regard to
rights, whether ot property or person, arising be-
tween citizens of the United States iu China, shall
be subject to the jurisdiction ahd regulated by
the authorities of their own government ; aud all
controversies occuring in China between citizens
of the United States aud the subjects of any other
government shall be regulated by the treaties ex-
isting between the United States and such gov-
ernment, respectively, without interference on
the part of China.

Article XXVIII. It citizens of the United
States have special occasion to address any com-
munication to the Chinese local officers of gov-
ernment, they shall submit the same to ther con-
sul or other officer, to determine if the language
be proper and respectful, and the matter just and
right, in which event he shall transmit the same
to tue appropriate authorities for their considera-
tion and action in the premises. If subjects of
China have occasion to address the consul of the
United States, they may address bim directly at
the same time they inform their own officers, re-
presenting the case for his consideration aud ac-
tion iu the premises ; and if controversies arise
between citizens of the United States and subjects
of China, which be amicably settled other-
wise, the same shall be examined and decided
conformably to justice in equity by the public of-
ficers of the two nations, ue ting in conjunction.
The extortion ol illegal fees is expressly prohibit-
ed. Any peaceable persons are allowed to en-
ter the court in order to interpret, lest injustice
be done.

Article XXIX. The principles of the Christian
religion, as professed by the Protestant aud Ko- -

man Catholic churches, are recoguized as teach-
ing men to do good, and to do to others as they
would have others do to them. Hereafter those
who quietly profess and teach these doctrines shall
not be harrassed or persecuted on account of their
fiuth. Any person, whether citizen of the Uuited
States or Chinese convert, who, according to these
tenets, peaceably teach and practice the princi-
ples of Christianity, shall in no case be interfered
with or molested.

Article XXX. The contracting parties hereby
agree that should at any time the Ta-Tsi- Em-
pire grant to any nation, or the merchants or ci-
tizens of any nation, any right, privilege, or fa-

vor, connected either with navigation, commerce,
political or oiuer intercourse, whicu is uot con-
ferred by this treaty, such right, privilege, and
favor shall at once freely enure to the benefit of
the Uuited States, its public officers, merchants,
anJ citizens.'

The present treaty of peace, amity, and com-
merce shall be ratified by the President of the U-n- it

ed States, by and witli the advice and conset of
the Senate, within one year, or sooner, if possible
and by the august Sovereign of the g Em-
pire forthwith; and the ratifications shall be ex-
changed within one year from the date of the
signatures thereof.

Iu faith thereof, we, the respective plenipoten-
tiaries ot the Uni ed States of America and of the

g Empire, as aforesaid, have signed and
sealed these presents.

Done at the Tientsin this eighteen day of June,
in he year of our Lord one thousand eight hun-
dred and tifty-eigh- t, and the Independence of the
United States ot America the eighty-secon- d, and
in the eight year of Hienfung, fifth mouth, and
eight day.

Conve; tiou between the United States and China
for the Regulation ot Trade. Concluded No-

vember 8, 1858.

Whereas a treaty of peace, amity, and commerce
between the Ta Tsing Empire and the Uuited
States of America was concluded at Tientsin, aud
signed at the Temple of Hai-Kwan-g on the eigh-
teenth day of June, in the year of our Lord oue
thousand eight hundred aud fifty-eigh- t, corres-
ponding with the eighth day of the fifth moon of
the eighth year of Hienfung: which said treaty
was duly ratified by His Majesty the Emperor of
China on the hird day of July following, and
which has been now transmitted for ratification
by the President of the United States, with the
advice and consent of the Senate: and whereas in
the said treaty it was provided among other thu gs
that the tariff of duties to be paid by citizens of
the United States on the export and import of
goods from and into China shall be the same as
was agreed upon at the treaty of Wang- - ia, except
so far as it may be modified by treaties with other
uations, it beiug expressly agreed that citizens of
the United States shall never pay higher duties
than those paid by the most favored nations : and
whereas since the signature ot the said treaty ma-
terial modifications of the said tariff and other
matters of detail connected with and having i ela-
tion to the said treaty have been made under mu-
tual discussions by commissioners appointed to
that end by the Plenipotentiaries of China, Great
Britain, and France, to which the assent of the
United States ofAmerica is desired and now freely
given, it has been determined to record such as-

sent and agreement in the form of a supplemen-
tary treaty, to be as binding and oi the same effi-
cacy as though they had been inserted in the ori
ginal treaty.

Article 1. The tariff and regulations of trade and
transit hereunto attached, bearing the seals of the
respective Plenipotentiaries of the United States
and the Ta Tsing Empire, shall henceforward and
until duly altered under the provisions ot treaties
be iu force at the ports and places open to com
merce.

Iu faith whereof the respective Plenipotentiaries
of the United States of America and of the Ta
Tsing Empire, to wit : on the part of the United
States. William B. Reed. Envov Extraordinary
and Minister Plenipotentiary ; and on the part of
the Ta Tsing Empire Kweiliang, a member of the
frivy council, captain-uenerai- the riain wuiie
Banner Division of the Manchu Bannermen. and
Superintendent of the Board of Punishments ; and
Hwasuana, Classical Reader at Banqueet, Presi-
dent of the Board of Civil Office, Captain General
ol the Bordered Blue Banner Division of the Chi-
nese Bannermen, both of them Plenipotentiaries ;

with Ho Kwei tsing, Governor-Gener- al of the two
Kiaug Povlnces, President of the Board of War,
and Guardian of the Heir-Appare- nt ; Mingshen,
President of the Ordnance Office of the Imperial
Household, with the Insignia of the Second Grade;
audTwan, a titular President of the fifth Grade,

member of the Establishment of the General
Council, and one of the junior under Secretaries
of the Board of Punishments, all of them special
Imperial Commissioners, deputed for the purpose,
have signed and sealed these presents.
