Unavailable Funds.
The whig press, with the National Intelligen

cer in the lead, are endeavoring to impress the idea
on the minds of the people, that the portion of the
unavailable funds left wkh the States by the Depo
sit Act, ia "irretrievably lost" by the democratic
party. This is a most shameful attempt at decep-
tion ; for they keep out of view the meaner in
which the Surplus is disposed of, and endeavor to
palm the falsehood on the public, that tie adminis
tration has squandered k. The following, from the
Globe of the 8th inst. is to the point :

THE OPPOSITION STRUGGLING WITH

DISMAU SWAM? CANAL.
In the month of November, there passed through

the South Locks of the Canal, with full cargoes, 66

schooners, 1 sloop, and 17 lighters. In the same
month there passed the same Lacks, outwards, par-

tially loaded, 51 schooners, 3 sloops, and 17 lighters.
