THE FATAL SILVER BULLET.
A TRUE STORY OF THE REVOLUTION.

In the summer and aatumn of 1777, while Sir
William Howe with a fleet and part of the royal
army were lying at New York, General Bor-
goyne with his army were advancing from Cana-
da toward Albany.

‘T'he object and design of the enemy were to

possess themselves of Lake Champlain, with |

the whole of the Hudson, and thereby to cut off
all intercourse and communication between the
Eastern and Southern States. For the purpose

ol watching the motions and annoying the opera-
tions of the hostile armies, General Washington
had directed small bodies of troops to be station-
ed at Fish Mill, Redhook, Greenbush, and seve-
ra! other places on the East side of the river, be
tween New York and Albany, with strict or-
ders to take up and examine all strangers travel-
ling up and down the river, either by land or
water, and if detected in espionage, or employ-
ed in communicating - information belween the
British armies, to be punished according to the
rules of war.

About the first of September, a pedestrian pas-
sing northwardly, was hailed and stopped by a
seutinel of the guard stationed at Re hook, and
commanded by Capt. John Mansfield, of Con-
necticut. The man was about thirty years of
age and clothed in the habitof a farmer. He
was conducted to the guarc-house.

i AGRICULTURAL.

FROM THE BALTIMORE FARMER AND GARDEXNER.
SILK INTELLIGENCE.

We have been pleased to learn that much at-
tention has this year been ?iven by our Jersey
neighbors to the culture of silk, and that their
Jabor has been abundantly rewarded. Although
the first tree in Burlington was planted last
spring, we learn that there are now growing
there, about 300,000, and thatarrangements have
been made for a vast increase in the course of
next year.

Much doubt has been expressed in regard to
the possibility of cultivating it in this country
with advantage, when in France, Italy, and In-
dia, those who are engaged in its production
earn very low wages, and are in a state of po-
verty. \We have made some inquiry in regard
to it, with a view to form a correct opinion of the
prospects of those engaged therein, and will now
submit the result to our readers.

In Italy and France, the White mulberry tree
is coltivated. It attains considerable height, and
the labor attendant upon the gathering of the
leaves is great. The leaves are small, and the
quantity required [or the production of any given
quantity of silk is exceeding great. In this coun-
try the Morus multicaulis has been adopted.—

'This is a shrub which attains in the first year,a
heigh of four, five, or sixfeet, and its greatest
heigh is probably eight or ten feet.

There are now growing on a single acrenear
Burlingtouw, from 10 to 13,000 of those trees.—
They bear numerous and very large leaves.—
Our readers will see at once how vast is the dif-
ference between the quantity of labor required
for gathering any given quantity from skrubs so
numerous, bearing large leaves, and of a beight
not exceeding five or six feet, and that needed
for gathering small leaves from (rees of the size
of peach trees, when the persons employed must
of necessity use artificial means for pracing them-
selves at the height required.

In the mode of feeding and of reeling, there
have also been, we understand, considerable im-
provements tending to limit the quantity of la-
bor required. A very important improvement
has also been made in regard to hatching the
eggs. In Europe, the whole are hatched at one
time, and the business of feeding is limited to
six weeks: It has also heen ascertained during
the present season, that they may be kept back
until they are wanted, and hatched out whene-
ver requred, The consequence is, that succes-
sive crops are obtained from the same land du-
ring the whole season. Worms are now feed-
ing in Burlington, that were hatched about the
middle of last month. Under the European sys-
tem, three times the number .of trees would be
required to yield the same quantity of silk, he-
cause all the leaves would be required in the
first six weeks of the seasoun, and the land would
be unproductive from that time until :the next
year. The various changes in the mode of
cultivation that we have thus indicated will,
we think, warrant the assertion that it is
made by those engaged in it, that it will be
highly ~profitable here, although, in other
countries it is but moderately productive. These
changes result from the applicaiion of capital
and intelligence, and similar to those which ena-
ble the people of the United States to make large
wages from the culture and the manufacture of
cotton, while its original cultivators and manu-
facturers, the people of India, obtain with d:ffi-
culty a handfal of ricefor a day’s labor.

ATTEND TO YOUR CATTLE,

And see that your barnhold economy goes
on like clock work; and even more regular
as it respects real time, than the sun; which
is cometimes fast and slow of the clock. You
will however, do well to be punctual toa punc-
wilio in feeding those animals;, which .depen_d
on you for their daily food. 1f they miss their
accostomed meals, they will fret off more flesh
in halt an hour, than you canlay on ina week.
Good shelter is also pecessary as well as good
and regular feeding. Ifa cow, a sheep, ora pig
is uncomfortable, from cold, wet or any other
cause, you cannot make 1t thrive on the richest
diet. Yet some permit their catile to lie down in
heaps of their own macure: and they suffer from
filth, even when they escape cold and _hunger.
«Cleanliness,”’ says a celebrated agnc_n_:ltural
writer, “is a principal rcquisite in the feeding of
cattle;” hence not only the‘mangers but also the
stalls ought to be kept as clean as possible ; and
the former should be cleared from dirt and dust
with a blunt pointed trowel, every morning. Af-
ter cleansing the stalls, a sufficient quantity of
fresh litter should be strewed over, which will
invite them to lie downs Rest greatly contri-
butes to fatten cattle; and combing and carding
their hides every day, promotes their thriving
more than vqua'Yto the small portion of time thus
consumed. Every farmer had better visit his
farm n person, and superintend himself, the
feeding and management of his stock, without
trusting to- domestic or hired help, who bave
little interest and responsibility attached to their
employmens.

The proper time to use economy in feeding farm
stock —1t has been, and still is, an almost univer-
sal custom amongst farmers, to take little or no
pains, to ascertain how much food is necessary
for any particular kind of stock. Consequently
in the fall of the year, when grain and provender
is abundant, it is lavishod out to the stock in such
gnantities, that a large portion of it is wasted. —
This practice is continued, vatil the supply is so
far exhausted that the farmer becomes alarmed,
lest his stock of grain and provender will not
hold out until the pasturing season again rolls
round. Then for the first time, he begins to
think about economising, but not knowing the
proper quantity which is necessary to keep a
horse, a cow or a hog in the best. condition for
wintering, he reduces the quantity given, to suit
the supply on hand ;—which, in most cases, is
little more than just enough to keep the animal
alive until grass; —hence, the cause of so much
poor stock inthe spring of the year. If a farm-

er would take a little trouble, he would soon as-
certain the quantity of food necessary for his
stock. Let him then in the fall of the year, when
his barns and his cribs are filled to overflowing,
commence using that economy, which wisdom,
so strongly urge upon him.

BY AUTHORITY.

LAWS
OF THE UNITED STATES, PASSED AT THE FIRST SESSION
OF THE TWENTY-FIFTH CONGRESS.

————

[Public.—No. 1.]

AN ACT to authorize the President of the United
States to cause the public vessels to eruise upon
the coast in the winter season, and to relieve dis-
tressed navigators.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Rep-
resentatives of the Uniled Slales of America in
Congress assembled, That the President of the U.
States be, and hercby is, authorized to cause any
suitable number of vessels, adapted to the purpose
to cruise upon the coast, in the severe portion o
the season, when the jmblic service will allow of it,
and to afford such aid to distressed navigators, as
their circumstances and necessities may require ;
and such public vessels shall go to sea prepared ful-
ly to render such assistance.
