An Act making appropriations for the civil and diplo-~
matic expenses of government for the year ending
the thirtieth day o%June, one thousand eight hun-
dred and forty-nine and for other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senale and House of Represen-
tatives of the United States of Americain Congress As-
wmbled, ‘That the following sums be, and hereby are
appropriated, out of any money in the treasury not
otherwise appropriated, for the objects hereinafter ex-
pressed, for the year ending the thirtieth day of June,
one thousand eight hundred and forty-nine, namely :
