*The machine, in itself, is of the simplest con-
struction, there being nodelicately arranged eog-work,
whieh is liable, at all times, to be injured, and thus
rendered for a time useless, and is perfeet in its op-
erations, cheap in cost, and rapid in the execution of
is work. The seams to be sewed are placed togeth-
er and fastened in an extended clamp or frame, which
supports the machine, and which by means of ma-
chinery, is made to move the entire length of the cloth,
with a speed adapted to the length of the stitches.
