Can the South be
n poii, Union and sociai connection with robbers

of personai property, traitors to the political compact,
anJ inciters to disorder and murder ? If the desire
to preserve the Union had been as strong among the
free states as it has been among the slave States, the
Fugitive Slave Bill would have passed the House
unanimously. That it did not thus pass, and that
there were so many votes against it, is conclusive
evidence that the Union principle and feelir.g are rot--
ten to the core and we may glorify the Union, and
bolster and patch up a sickly amor patriae, till it
shrinks tn thp shadow nf what it onc.fi was. while the
preSent influences prevail. This vote shows, what
we have heretofore asserted, that the union is airea- -'

dy dissolved, so far as fraternal feeling is concerned.
If we are to be held together by the force of law

only, let the South see to it that we indeed have law
that the principles of the Constitution are enforced,

and that sacred instrument restored to its pristine
health and vigor. If this cannot be done, we should
take steps to throw off our shoulders a weight that
becomes an instrument of oppression and wrong.

We trust the Legislature will, at the Session in
November,'make arrangements for consultation among
Southern States, and adopt some plan of security for
the future nor let the safety and security of south-
ern rights depend on the contingency of a Congres- -

sional majority. If there is any doubt of the public
sentiment on this matter, we hope our citizens will
draw up petitions to that body, asking them to make
arrangements for assembling a Convention, which
shall be composed oi legally consiuuieu memoers,
who will appear in the character of the Representa-
tives of Sovereign States, convened to consult on
matters relative to the general welfare and common
safety of the South.

We are of opinion that two points should he as-

serted and maintained : 1st. That Congress has no
power to prohibit or establish slavery in the States
or Territories. 2d. That secession, for cause, is a
posittve and inherent right of the several States.

From the FsyetteviUe Carolinian,
Encourage Hoke Mechanics. Among the many

grievances which the mechanical portion of our com-
munity have to contend with, there is none perhaps
greater than that borne by the Saddle and Harness-make- r.

Large quantities of ready-mak- e saddles,
biidles, martingales, &c., are annually brought from
the North by merchants, and sold as cheap, or per-
haps cheaper, than the same articles manufactured at
home ; and the reason is obvious ; the northern-mad- e

work is manufactured for sale, while that manufac-
tured by our home workmen is made for durability.

I am not a saddler myself, yet I feel an interest in
whatever affects mechanics generally. In many of
the advertisements of merchants, I see saddles, bridles,
&c., enumerated for sale, not only in Fayetteville,
but throughout the State. Now this is wrong, and
ought to be remedied in some way. Of course, this
is a free country, and merchants are at liberty to deal
in any thing that they can make a profit on ; but the
merchant ought not to do any thing that will impov-
erish the mechanic, because one cannot live with-
out the custom of the other. Suppose the mechanics
were to buy their dry goods and groceries at the
north, and withdraw their patronage from the mer-
chants at home altogether, would it not materially in-

jure tbem 1 The manufacturer at home not only loses
the custom of the merchants who purchase these ar-

ticles at the north, but also the custom of many others
who buy from the merchant. Any man by looking
at the matter in its true light, cannot help being con-
vinced that it is unfair. But the merchant may say
that he does not deal in these articles for the profit
he makes, but only to supply and accommodate his
customers. Let him sell bis customer what proper
ly belongs in his line, and then send him to one of
our numerous establishments for his saddlery, there-
by giving all an opportunity to live. Or if he must
sell saddlery, why not buy it from our saddlers at
home ?

The General Asssmbly of North Carolina ought
to be petitioned to levy such a tax on northern and
Penitentiary made saddlery as will stop the shipment
of it into the State, or at least enable our mechanics
at home to compete with it. Northern-mad-e carriages
and other articles are taxed, and why not tax saddles
and harness 1

Other influences operating against the mechanical
business shall be the subject of another communica
tion from A MECHANIC.
