the resolutions you havejust presented to me, .

and the clear and forcible and. concise re-

marks which you have made in explanation
ot the position ot Virginia, 1 snail not at
tempt to make a formal speech, but simply it
ent r--o a j 'am conversation in regard to
the ciwiion ef things in which we stand.

As a premise to what I jnay say, permit me
frst to tender yoa my thanks for this visit,
a.i next to express the gratification I feel in
meeting so many intelligent, responsible, and
respectable men ot Virginia, bearing to me
tne sentiments which nave been expressed in
the resolutions of your Legislature, and in
the remarks accompanying them.

Tney are, so iar as they reter to tne con
stitution of the country, the sentiments and
the principles embraced in that character of ,

the Government The preservation of the
Union has been, from my entrance into pub-
lic life, one of my cardinal tenets. At the
very incipiency of this.rebellion I set my face
againstthe dissolution of the Union of the
SUtesJ'jdd.notTnak-thl- s allusion for the
purpose of bringing up anything which has
transpired which may be regarded as of an
unkind or unpleasant character, but I believ-
ed then, as I believe now, and as you have
most unmistakably- indicated, that the secu-
rity and the protection of the right of all
the people were to be .found in the union;
