When they were being beaten they
were told they could not remain at that
place, that they must leave. The active
participants in this outrage were disguised.
This is anothercase showing the necessity
of the law to prevent persons going masked
or disguised, sgninst which the Ku Klux
and their friends raised o shout of horror
when it was enacted by the Legislature last
winter.
