TEE CONVENTION ACT.

An Act to call a Convention of the
; People cf North Carolina.

Whereas, Tb present ConstN
tution of North Carolina is, in many
important particulars, unsuited to
the wants and condition of oar peo-
ple ; and whereas, in the judgment
of thy. General Assembly, a Con
Tcntiou oflhe'peopie is the' only
sure, and is besides tbe speediest
and most economical mode of alter-
ing or amending it, and believing
tbe end in view utterly impractica-
ble by legislative enactment on ac
count of the great number of dis
cordant and conflicting provisions
of tbe Constitution as it now is,
new, therefore,

Section 1. The General Asiem
bly of North Carolina do enact,
(two-third- s of all tbe members of
each House concurring,) That a
Convention of the people of North
Carolina be, and the same is here
by called, to meet in the Hall of the
House ef Representatives at the
city of Raleigh, on Monday, the
6th day of September, A. D., 1875,
for the purpose of considering and
adopting such amendments to the
Constitution as they may deem nec-

essary and expedient, subject only
to the restrictions hereinafter pro
vided.

Sec. 2. Tbe said Convention shall
consist of one hundred and twenty
delegates, and each county shall be
entitled to the same number of deU
egates that it his members of the
House of Representatives under the
present apportionment, and the said
delegates shall have the quahlica-- .
tions required of members of the
House of Representatives, of which
qualifications the Convention shall
be the judge.

bee. o. On the first Thursday of
August, 1875, the Sheriffs of the
State shall open polls for the elec-
tion of delegates to the said Conven
tion from their respective counties,
and the election aforesaid, and the
registration for the same shall be held
and conducted; thereof, including
registrars and judges of election,
appointed ; the vote counted and
compared ; the result proclaimed,
and certificates issued in the same
manner as is now provided by law
or the election of members of the
louse of Representatives of the

General Assembly.
bee. 4. The said delegates shall

be called to order at 12 o'clock on
tbe day fixed therefor, by the Chief
Justice or one of the Associate
Justices of the Supreme Court or
Secretary of State, who, if their be
not a quorum, shall adjourn them
to the same place, and trom day to
day, until a quorum shall appear ;
and on the appearance of a quorum
he shall administer to each of them
the following oath.

" lou, A. ii., de solemnly swear
(or affirm, as the delegate elect shall
choose,) that you will faithfully
maintain and support the Constitu-
tion of the United States and the
several amendments thereto, includ
ing the 13th, 14th and 15th amend
ments : and that you will neither cii- -
rectly nor indirectly evade or dis.
regard the duties enjoined nor the
restrictions imposed upon the Con-

vention by the act ef the General
Assembly authorizing your election.
So help you God.

And no delegate shall be permit
ted to sit or be entitled to a seat in
said Convention, or act a delegate
thereto, until he shall have sub-

scribed to the above oath or affirm-- -

ation ; and as soon as a majority of
the delegates elect shall have thus
appeared and been sworn in, they
6hall then proceed to elect their
presiding officer, and such other
officers and servants as they, from
time to time, shall find necessary
and if a vacancy shall occur, the
same shall be filled in the same
manner as the like vacancies are
filled by law in the case of vacan-
cies in the General Assembly. Said
Convention shall have no power to
consider, debate, adopt or propose
any amendment to the existing
Constitution or ordinance upon the
followiug subjects:

(1.) The Homestead and Jrer
sonal Property JExemptions. the
mechanics' and laborers' lien, and
the rights of married women, as now
secured by law, nor to alter or
amend section 3 or 5, article V. of
said Constitution, ner change the
ratio between the poll and proper
tvtax aa herein published; nor
shall the said Convention have
power to propose or adopt any
amendment or ordinance vacating
any office or term of office now exs
istmg anajiuea or neia oy viriure
of any election or appointment un
der the existina Constitution and
laws until the same shall be vaca'
ted or expired under existing laws;
but the said Convention may re
commend the abolishment Qf any
office when the present term there
in shall expire or vacancies occur.
