The history of North Carolina is
full of curious and romantic incidents.
Among the most curivus is the cir-
cumstance of the creation of a peerage
in the person of an Indian Chieftain.
Sir Walter Raleigh, on the Island of
Croatan on the 13th of August, 1587,
attended the baptism of Manteo, a
faithful Indian Chief, and afterwards
made him a feudal Baron under the
name of the Lord of Roanoke. This
was the first and last Peerage ever
created by English suthority on
American soil.

The name of Manteo is preserved
in the title of the Lodge of Odd Fel-
lows in the City of Raleigh.—Ral.
News.

We have seen the ahove going
the rounds of the State press, and
while it recalls an interesting event
in our early history, it contains
several inaccurate statements which
it is worth while, perhaps, to cora
rect. The baptism of Manteo is a
memorable event as being the
first Indian baptized by a Protestant
Missionary. Jn passing one may
remark as a subject worthy of grave
thought, tha: the Spanish and
French, who did ten times as much
to Christianize and civilize the In-
dian as the Eaglish ever did, have
never very much thriven in their
American colonies, while the Eng-~
lish, whoese colonies have in the main
been planted and watered in blood
of the aborigines, have been the
founder of nations which rival their
mother, aud already compete in
material and intellectual enterprise
with any of the countries of Europe.

But to return. Manteo was
baptized on Roanoke Island on the
13th of August, 1587, five days be--
fore the birth of Virginia Dare.
The account of the expedition under
Jno. White states that this was
done at the command of Sir Walter
Raleigh, and this fact no doubt led
to the supposition that he was pre-
sent. Batit is certain that Rals
eigh never came to Roanoke and at
this very time was o leading spirit
n England, just on the verge of
her greatest struggle with Spain.
He must have given the command
about the baptism of Manteo before
White left England. The title
of Lord of Roanoke and of Dasa-
monguepeak was then conferred on
himin reward for his fairhfuai
viceg, but there certamnly was no

such thing as a peerage created and
a feudal Baron was an impossibility
where feudalism was unknown.

It appears not to have been uncom-
mon for the English to give high
Sounding titles to their Indian allies.
Certainly there is another and s
more notable instance of it in North
Carolina history. In the Spring
of 1713 upon the treaty of peace
being concluded with the Indians
after the bloady missacre of the pre-
ceding fall, Tow Blount, a Tus-
carora Chiefl, who had assisted the
English against their enemies, the
principal of whom were of his own
tribe, received the title of King
from the Proprietory government,
and is known in our histery as
Kiog Blount.
