Friday, by a vote of 53 to 56.

Mr. Turner detailed choicest

Bcraps from his own experience in

prison. Mr. Durham, a democrat,

favored the ordinance, and attack-

ed Mr. Turner.
Mr. Tourgee, republican, leveled

his thunderbolts against Mr. Tur

ner. With these exceptions, the
debate was conducted with great
decorum and statemanship.

Many democrats, as well as re

publicans, would have spuctsd the
measure had they thought the con'

vention had the power to "legis
late" under the bill calling that
body together.

M.r Barringer, republican, re

retted, that he could not support

Mr. Holden was warns

cd by a committee of his own par-

ty, consisting of himself (Mr Bar
ringer) and ten others, who waited

upon and implored and warned him

of the course he was pursuing
