GENTLEMEN : I have the honor
to acknowledge the receipt of your
communication, in which you have
forwally notified me of wy nomina-
tion by the National Democratic
Convention at St. Louis, as their
candidate for the office of Vice-
President of the United States. It
is & nomination which 1 bad neither
expected nor desired; and yet I re-
cognize and appreciate the bLigh
henor done me by the Conveution.
Thechoice of such a bedy, pre-
counced with such unusual unenimi-
ty, and accompanicd with so gener-
ous an expression of esteem and
confidence ought to outweigh all
merely personal desires amd pre-
ferences of my own. It is with
feeling, and I trust also from a
deep sense of public duty, that 1
now accept the nomination, and
shall abide the judgement of my
countrymen.

It would huave. been impossible
for me to aceept the nomination if
I could not heartily endorse the
platform of the Convention. I am
gratified, therefore, to be able un-
eqiuvocally to declare that I agree
in the principles, approve the poli-
cics, and sympathize with the pur-
poses enunciated in the platform.

The institutions of our country
have been sorely tried by the exi-
gengice of civil war, and, since the
peace, by a sclfish and corrupt mau-
agement of public affuirs, whicl
has shamed us before civilized man-
kind. Ry unwise and partial legis-
lation every industry and interest
of the people have been made to
suffer; and in the exceutive depart«
eriment,

ty, rapacity and venality have de- '
baucled the public service. Men
known to be vnworthy lave bLeen
promoted, whilc others lLave Ueen

degraded for fidelit / to official duty.
Public office has been made the
means of private profit, aud the
couutry has been offended to sce a
class of men who boagt the friead-
ship of the sworn protectors of the
State swmassing fortunes by defrand-
inz tha public treasury and by cor-
rupting the servants of the people.
In such a crisis of the history of
the country I rejorce that the con-
couvention at St. Louis has so ncbly
raised the standard of reform.
Nothing can be well with us or with
our affairs until the public con-
scicnee, shocked by the enormous
evils and abuses which prevail, shall
have demanded and compelled an
unsparing reformation of our Nation-
al Administration, ‘in its head and
in its members." In such a refor-
mation the removal of a sin>le offi-
cer, even the President, is cem-
paratively a trifling matter, if the
system which he represents, and
which has fostered him as he has
fostered it, is suffered to remain.
The President alone must not be
made the scapegoat for the enormi-
ties of the system which infests the
public service, and threatens the
destraction of cur iostitutions. JZo
some respects I hold that the pre-
sent executive has been the victim
rather than the author of that
vicious system. Congressional and
party leaders have been stronger
than the President. No oune man
could have created it, and the re-
moval of ne one man can amend it.
It is thorcughly corrupt, and must
be swept remorsclessly away by the
selection of a government composed
of elements entirely new, and pledg-
ed to radical reform.
REFOLMS NEEDED.

The first work of reform 1nust
evidently be the restoration of the
Constitation of the United States,
with all its amendments. The ne-
cessities of war cannot be pleaded
in a time of peace; the right of lo-
cal self-zovernment as guarranteed
by the Censtitution of the Union
must be everywhere restored, and
the centralized (almost personal)
imperialism which has been prac-
tised must be done away, or the
first principles of the public will be
lost.

Ouar financial system of expe-
dients must be reformed. Gold
and silver are the real standard of
values, and our natienal currency
will not be a perfecs medium of ex-
change until it shall be convertibie
at the pleasure of the hoiders. Ac
i have heretofure said, no one de~
sires a return to specie payments
more earnestly than I do; but 1 do
not believe that it will or can be
reached in harmony with the inter-
ests of the people by artificial
measures for the contraction of the
currency, any more than I believe
that wealth or Eermancnt prosperi-
ty cau te dreaded by an inflation of
the currency. The laws of finance
caunot be disregarded with impunis
ty. The financisl policy of the
Government, if, indeed, it deserves
the name of policy at all, has been
in disregard of those laws, and
therefore has disturbed commerical
sua business confidence, as well as

hindered a return to specio pay-

ments. One feature of that policy
was the resumption clause of the
Act of 1875, which has embarrass-
ed the country by the anticipation
for which no preparation has been
made, and without any assurance
that it would be practicable. The
repeal of that clause is necessary
that the natural operation of finan-
cizl laws may be restored, that the
business of the coantry may be re-
lieved from its disturbing and de-
pressing influence, and that a res
turn to specie paymenis may be
facilitated by ,the substitution of
ﬂ*ser and more prudent legislation,
which shall mainly rely on a judi-
cious system of public economies
and official retrenchments, and as
bove all on the promotiun of pros-
perity in all industries of the pec-
ple.

I do not understeud the repeal of
the resumption clause of the Act of
1575 to be a backward step in our
return to epecie payments, but the
recovery of a false step; and al-
though the repeal may, for a time,
be prevented yet the determination
of the Democratic party on this
subject has now been distinctly de-
clared. There should be no hin-
derences put in the way of a return
to ¢pecie paymenta. *‘As such a
hinderance,’ says the platform of
the St. Louis Conveuntion, ‘we de-
nounce the resumption clause of the
Act of 1875, and demand its re-
peal.’

I thoroughly believe that by pub-
lic economy, bypeffictul retrench-
ments, and by wise finance enabling
us to accumulate the precious met-
als, resumption at an early period
is possibly, without producing an
“‘artificial scarcity of currency’ or
disturbing public or commercial
credit; and that these reforms to-
gether with the restoration of pure
government, will restore general
confidence, encourage the useful
investment of capital, furnish em-
ployment to labor, and relieve the
crenery {rom the “paralysis of hard
tios, |

OUE INDUSTRIES.

Witk the industries of the people
there have been frequent interferen-
ces. Our platform truly says that
many industries have been impov-
| erished to sudsidize a few. Our
|'cnmmvrc'; has been degraded to an
inferior position en the high seas:
munufactures have béen dimipisl.-
ed ; agricultures has besn embarra-
scd, and the distress of the indus-
trinl clusges demands that
things shall be reformed.

Tho burdens of the people must
aiso be lightened by a great change
in our system of public expense.
The profligate expenditures which
increased taxation from five dollars
per capita in 1360 to eighteen dol-
lars in 1570 tells its own story of
our need of fiscal reform.

Uur treaties with foreizn powers
should also be revised and amended,
in 80 far as they leave citizens of
foreign birth in any particular less
secure in any country on earth
than they would be if they had been
born on our own soil; and the in-
iquitous  coolic  system which,
through the agency of wealthy com-
panies, imports Chinese bondsmen,
and establishes a species of slavery,
and interferes with the just rewards
of labor on our Pacific coast, should
be utterly abolished.

In the reform of our civil service,
1 most heartily endorsa the section
of the platform which declares that
the civil service ought not to be
“subject tochange at every elec-
tion,” and that it ought not to be
made ‘‘the brief reward of party
zeal,” but ought to be awarded for
proved competency und held for fis
delity in the public employ.” 1
hope never again to see the cruel
and remorseless preseription for p -
litical opinions which has disgraced
the administration of the last eight
years. Bad as the civil service now
ig, as all know, it has some men of
tried integrity and proved ability.
Such men, and such men ouly,
shounld be retained in office; but no
man should be retaired on any con-
sideration who has prostituted his
office to the purposes of partisan
utimidativn or compulsion, or who
has furnished money to corrupt the
elections. This is done and has
Leen done in almost cvery county
of the land. It is a blight upon
the morals of the couniry, and
ought to be reformed.

OUR SCHOOLS.

Of sectional contentions, and in
respect to our common schools, I
I have only this to say. That in
my jadgment the man or party that
would involve our schools in politis
cal or sectarian comtroversy is an
enemy to the schools. The com-
mon schools are safer under the
protecting care of all the people
than under the control of any party
or scet. They must be neither sec-
tarian nor partisan, and there must
be neither division nor misappro-
priation of the funds for their sup-
port. Likewise I regard the man
who would arouse or foster section-
al animosities and antagonisms
among his countrymen as a danger-
ous enemy to his country. All the
people must be made to feel and
krow that once more there is estab.
lished a purpose and policy under
which all citizens of every condis
tion, race and color, will be secare

in the enjoyment of whatever rights
the Constitution and laws declare
or recognize, and that in contro-
versies that may arise the governs
ment is not a partisan, but, within
its constitutienal authority the just
and powerful guardian of the rights
and safety of all. The strife be-
tween the sections and between ra..
ces will cease as soon s the power
for cvil is taken away from a party
that makes political gain out of
scenes of vielence and bloodshed,
and the constitutional authority ‘s
placed in the hands of men whose
political wellare requires that peace
and good crder shall be preserved
everywhere.

Lettor to President Davis,
STANDING UP FOR HIS PEOPLE.

Union Men Respected for Opinion's
Sake.”

THE POWER OF REASON AND PAT-
RIOTISM AGAINST THE LAW
OF FORCE,

NORTU CAROLINA EVER TRUE TO THE
CALL OF DUTY.

STATE oF NORTH CAROLINA,

Erxecutive Department,
Raleigh, Feb. 9, 1864,

s Excellency Jefferson Davis :

My Dear Sir :  Since receiving
your lotter of the 8th ult., to which
it was my intention to have replied
before this, reports have reached
me from Richmond which, if true,
would render my reply unnecessary.
I hear with decp regret that a bill
is certainly expected to pass con-
gress suspending the writ of habeas
corpus througbout the Confederacy,
and that certain arrests will be
mado in North Carolina. Of course
if congress and your excellency be
resolved upon this as the only
means of repressing disaffection in
this State, it would be mere waste
of time for me to argue the matter.
And yet 1 sheuld not hold myself
guiltless of the consequences, which
1 fear will follow, did I not add yet
another word ot expostulation to
the many which I have already
spoken. If the bill referred to,
about which Z can form no opinion
until I see it, be strictly within the
limits of the constitution, I imagine
the people ofthis State willsubmit to
it, 80 great iz their regard for law.
If it be adjudged, on the contrary,
to be in violation of that instrument,
and revolutionary in itself, it will
be resisted. Should it become a
iaw soon, I advise you to be chary
of exercising the power with which
it will inves¢ you. Be content to
try at least for awlile the moral of-
feet of holding this power over tlie
Leads of disconteanted men befcre
shoeking all worshippers of coramon
law throughout the world by hurling
freemen into shriffless dungeons for
opinion’s sake. I do not speak this
factiously or by way of flourish,
nor do I believe that as an enlight-
cned lawyer and christian states-
man you feel any pleasure in the
performance of such an ungracious
task. I am, on the contrary, con~
vinced that you believe it to be the
only way to secure North Carolina
in the performaunce of her obliga-
tions to her confederates. The
misfortanes of this belicf is yours;
the shame will light on those un-
worthy sens who have thus sought
to stab their mother because she
cast them off. If our citizens are
left untouched by the arm of mili-
tary violence, I do not despair of
appealing to the reason and patri-
otism of the ballot-box. Hundreds
of good and true men, now acting
with, and possessing the confidence
of the party called conservative, are
at work against the movement for
s convention; and whilst the civil
law remains intact will work zeal-
ously and with heart. I expect
myself to take the field as soon as
the proprieties of my position will
allow me, and shall exert every ef-
fort to restraiu the revolutionary
tendency of public opinion. Never
yet, sir, have the people of North
Carolina refused to listen to their
public men if they show right and
and reason on their side. 1 do not
fear to trust the issue now to these
potent weapons in the hands of such
men as will wield them next sum
mer. I do fear to trust bayonets
and dungeons. I endeavored soon
efter my accession to the chief mag-
istracy of North Carolina to make
you aware of the disaffection in this
S:ate, and the cause of it. In ad-
dition to the many letters to you, 1
have twice visited Richmond to give
you information on this point. The
truth is, as I have often said be-
fore, that the great body of our
people have been suspected by their
government perhaps because of the
rcluctance with which they gave up
the old Union: and 1 know you will
pardon me for saying that this con-
sciousness of their being suspected
hes been greatly strengthened by
what seemed to be a studied exclu-
sion of the anti-secionists from all
the more important offices of the
government, even from those pro-
motions in the army, which many
of them had won th.ir bleod. Was
this suspicion just? and was there
a sufficient cifort made to disprove
that really did exist at Richmond ?
Diseussion, it is true, has been uu-
limited and bitter, and unrelenting
criticism upom  your adminiss
tration has been indulged in,
but where and when have our
people failed you in tho battle, or
withheld either blood or their vast
resources ? To what exactions have
they not submitted ? What draft
upon their patriotism have they yet
dishonored? Conscription, ruth-
less and un:clenting, as only been
exceeded in the severity of its exe-
cution by the impressment of prop-
erty, frequently entrusted to men
unprincipled, dishonest, and filled
to overflowing with all the petty
meanness of szaall minds “dressed

|in a little brief authority.” The
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files of my office are piled up with
the wailing complaints of outraged
citizens {o whom redress is impossi-
ble. Yet they have submitted,
and, so far rmed with honor
their duty to their country, though
the voice of these very natural
murmurs is set down to disloyalty.
I do not hold you responsible for
all the petty annoyances—‘the] in-
solence of office under which our
people lose heart and patience.’
Even if 7 did, I cannot forget that
it is my country that 7 am servin
—not tho rulers of that country.
make no threat—I desire only with
singleness of purpose and sincerty
of heart to speak those words of
soberncss and trath which may,
with the plessing of God, best sub-
serve the cause of my suffering
country. Those words I now be~
licve to be the advice herein given,
to refrain from exercising the extra-
ordinary power about to be given
by congress, at least until the last
hope of moral influence being suffi-
cient is extinet. Though you ex-
pressed a fear in your last letter
that my continued cfforts to coneil-
1ate were injudicious, / cannot see
Just cause for abandoning it. Pers
baps £ am unduly biased in judg-
ment concerning a people whom 7
love, and to whom 1 owe so much,
theugh I trust not. Qur success
depends not on tho number engag-
ed to support our cause, but upon
their zeal and affections. Hence I
have every hope in persuading, not
one in forcing, the sympathy of an
unwilling people. The legislature
of the State meets next May. Two-
thirds are required by our comstitu-
tion to call a conventien. This
number cannot be obtained. A
bare majority vote for submitting
the propesition will, in my opinien,
be impossible; under mne circum-
stances can a convention be assem-
bled in North Carolina during the
present year, inmy judgment ; and
during next summer the approach~
ing State election will afford an op-
portunity fora full and complete
discussion of all the isswes, the re~
sult of which I do not fear if left to
ourselves. If there be a people on
carth given to the sober second
thought, amendable to reason, and
regardful of their plighted honor,
I believe that [ may claim that it is
the people of North Carolina.
