Boers Retarn Reinforced to Po-
sitions From Which French
Drove Them. .

Latter Says He Conld Dislodge
the Enemy If He Had a Few
More Men,

Indications Are That Buller Is
About Ready for Another
Attack,

STERKSTROEM, Cape Colony, Jan. 8.—
Morning.—The Boers attacked Moltena

this morning. A brisk action is now in
progress,
NaAuwPoORT, Cape Colony, Jan. 8.—

There was brisk fighting today in the
hills around Colesberg. = The Boers
stubbornly resisted the British at every
point, but gradually retreated.

The British held their extreme posi-
tion to the south and east, overlooking
“the town.

The hills around Colesberg are nu-
merous, not in ranges, but in grounps,
making it very difficult to hunt the
Boers out.

Sixteen wounded have arrived af
Arundel.

NEw YORK, Jan. 4.—A dispatch to
The Tribune from London says: An
unexpected development of the situa-
tion has occurred at Colesberg. Late
advices are that the Boers returned
with reinforcements during the night
and occupied the position from which
they were driven by General French on
Monday.

There is a deepening sense of anxiety
respecting Ladysmith, whence most
disheartening reports of the prevalence
of sickness are Teceived.  General
‘White reported a 1ist of nearly 20 deaths
Tuesday from enteric fever or dysentery
and 71 serious - cases in -the hospital.
Dr. Jameson has all the work he can
do in that fever uest. Itisevident that
the garrison cannot hold out long, and
that Sir Redvers Buller will not allow
many days to pass :before striking a
blow. Transports with fresh battalions
and bafteries have arrived at Durban
and within 48 hours Sir Redvers oughf

MODIFIED KESTIMATE.

Victory of General ¥French Net S0 Great
as First Reported.

LONDON, Jan. 4,—The latest advices
from the Colesberg district tend to
modify the estimate of General French’s
success, The predicted occupation of
Oolesberg had not been accomplished
Tuesday evening, while the Boers guns,
announced to have been silénced, were
still active. ‘The war office h:#issued
a “dispatch received from General
French under Tuesday’s date saying his
position was the same as on the pre-
vious day; that with small = reinforce-
ments he could dislodge the Boers from
Colesberg, and in the meantime, he
continued manenvering.

NAMED BLACKBURN.

Ex-Senator Chosen by Demooratic Legise

\ lators to Succeed l’.jndlsy.

I'eaNgroR?, Ky., Jan, 4.—After four
Yyears of retirement former Senator J.
C. 8. Blackburn was chosen by the
joint canucus of- the Democratic -mem-
bers of the legislature asthe successor
of Senator William Lindsay in the
United States senate. Notwithstand-
ing Blackburn’s nomination was a fore-
gone conclusion and his  election mor-
ally certain the proceedings of the
caucus were enacted in the presence of
8 galaxy of Kentucky beauties and a
dense throng of Blackburn admirers.

The caucus was 'called to order by
Senator Goebel, chairman of the joint
caucus.. There was great enthusiasm
in the galleries when Goebel came in
before calling the cancus to order, the
cheering continuing for several min-
utes, Senators Alexander and Hays,
Democrats, and McConnell, Populist,
stayed out of the caucus, Blackburn

Senator to Manage the Republican End
of the Next National Campaign.

PLAGUE APPEARS

Bnbumc Dlsease Is Discovered
in the Walled City at
Manila. .

Two Suspicious Deaths and One
Case With All the Usual
Symptoms.

Marine Hospital Bureau to Have
Charge of Quarantine Reg-
ulations.

MANILA, Jan. 4. —The health officers
have found a native with all the symp-
toms of bubonic plague in. a house in
the walled city, where two suspicious
deaths have occurred. The patient has
been isolated and every precaution has
been taken to prevent a spread of the
disease,

TO DEAL WITH THE PLAGUE.

Quarantine Regulations to Be in Charge
of Marine Hospital Corps.

‘WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.—The war de-
partment is taking steps to prevent the
introduection of the plague in the Phil-
ippines, and Secretary Root called - into
consultation Surgeon General Wyman
of the Marine Hoapital 'service to dis-
cuss the establishment of a guarantine
system for the islands. It was decided
that the war ‘department should confide
the maintenance of a quarantine sys-
tem to the Marine Hospital service. It
happens fortunately, that the Marine
Hospital service has already two quar-
antine plant= in the Philippines, while
two of its surgeons are now on their
way to Manila, so that little delay will
be encountered in beginning to draw a
rigid quarantine line in the ‘ielands.
Surgeon General Wyman does not feel
apprehensive as to the possibility of the
infection of San Francisco from Hon-
olulu.

Bubonioc Plague in Braxil,
R10 JANEIRO, Jan. 4.—The bubonic
plague has broken out in this city and
neighborhood of San Paulo.

THE FREIGHT RATE FIGHT.

New York Merchants Not Discouraged
at Griggs’ Refusal to Act.

NEw YoRg, Jan.4.—Railroads be-
longing to the Eastern Trunk Line
pool have pat into active operation the
new freight tariffs, involving an ad-
vance of 20 to 24 per cent in rates.

Merchants of this city, not: discour-
aged by the refusal of - Attorney Gen-
eral Griggs to institute injunction pro-
ceedings to prevent the . application of
the new rates, are determined to fight
the rates. ' They will firat apply to the
railroads themselves and try to geta
hearing by the /classification commit-
tee which drew up the higher rates.

They propose to show that the rates
will not only be a serious discrimina-
tion against small shippers, since the
advance on less than. carload lots, but
the new tariff is likely to drive away
business from this port. . Some of the
trunk lines have 1eceived complaints
from business men . in the interior, to
the effect that if the new rates stand,
they will be compelled to ship by Bal-
timore, Charleston, Newport News,
New Orleans and other Southern ports,
since the narrow margin on which they
do business will not admit of any profit
whatever under the new tariff.

If no other plan works, it is under’
stood that the shippers will take steps
against the railroads on the ground
that the new agreement concerning
rates is made by an ironclad pool,
which is in all respects as much a vio-
lation of the anti-trust law as if it were
operating as an association,

DENIED BY ROOT.

No Pardon for ths Minnesota Volunteers
in the Augusta Riots,
WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.—Secretary Roo

has reported adversely on the petition
for pardon of the Fifteenth Minnesota
boys who were sentenced to a long
term of imprisonment for the part they |
took in the mutiny at Augusta, Ga.,
last February.

UNITED STATES PROTESTS.

Ceostends That Goods Seized by Hritish
Were Not Contraband,

"N ASHINGTON, Jan. 4.—The state de-
partment has received from Ambassa-
dor Choate at London a statement of
the facts he had deweloped ' in connec-
tion with the seigure by British war-
ships of American goods on the three
merchant vessels, Beatrice, Mashona
and Maria. . The goods comprised nof
only flour but misceilaneous articles of
common trade. They were shipped for
Lourenzo Marques in British and Ger-
man - ships, “but our  officials contend
that they werenot subject: to seizure,
They could not, however, lodge repre-
sentation on the subject until they were
possessed of a knowledge of the facts,
and as soon as Mr. Chosate’s statement
came to hand instruction was cabled to
him to inform the British government
that we conld not admit the right of
geizure in these cases.

This is the preliminary step usnslly
taken in such negotiations. Nextin
order will be a. report from our con-
sular representative at Lourenzo Mar-
ques respecting the present condition of
the seized or detained goods and the
damage sustained.

WILL SELL FOR $3,000,000.

Denmark Reduces the Price Asked for
Her West Indian Islands.

NEw YORE, Jan. 4.—The World says:
Carl Fisher Hansen, a Danish lawyer
of this city who has acted for the Co-
penhagen government. in the negotia-
tions for the sale of the Danish West
Indian islands for $8,000,000, has
started for Washington to confer with
President McKinley. He bore impor-
tant cables from the Danish govern-
ment. Mr. Hansen said:

“The recent war gave to America a
coaling station in Portc Rico, making
the Danish West Indies less valuable,
They had been offered to President
Cleveland for $7,600,000. Although
they are not so much needed now it
is of prime importance for the United
States to keep other powers from “ac-
quiring territory in the Western hem-
isphere.”

ARRESTS MAY FOLLOW.

Judge Lud wig Considering Cases of Mile
waukee Aldermen.

MILWAUKEE, Jan, 4.—The Milwaukee
Electric Railway and Light company
has begun the sale of street car tickets
at the rate of 25 for §1, good only, how-
ever, from 5:30 to 8a. m. and 5 to 7 p.
m. The tickets will be disposed of on
this basis for the next five years. The
action of the street railway ecompany is
in accordance with the passage of the
street railway ordinance by the- coun-
cil regardless of the injunction served
upon that body. Judge Ludwig is
listening to arguments on injunction
proceedings and may order the arrest
of the city fathers for contempt of
court before the day is past.

W ASHINGTON, Jan. 4.—There were
premonitions of a storm when the house
reassembled after the haliday recess.
Several members, including Mr. Sulzer
(Dem., N. Y.) ‘were prepared to offer
resolutionsof inquiry' into the conrse
of Secretary Gage, in regard to the de-
posit.of public funds in the New York
banks and to demand for them imme-
diate consideration.

The speaker immediately ruled that
the reeolution, under the rules, must
go first to a comanittee, and was net
privileged.

““If the commitiee does not report it
back within one week, does it become
privileged?” asked Mr. Sulzer.

“It does,” responded the speaker.

“Inow ask unanimous consent for
the consideration of the resolution,”
said Mr. Sulzer.

“The resolution should first be con-
sidered by a committee,” said Mr.
‘Payne, the floor leader of the majority.
“I opject.”

That ended the little flurry, and at
12:15 p. m., upon Mr. Payne's moﬁcn.
the house adjourned.

The Sulzer resolution relative to the
treasury department will probably be
reported back from the ways and
means commitiee. to the house so

amended as o omit specific reference
to two banks, and referring generally
to all banks. The committee will meet
prior to the session of the house to
adopt this course.

‘W ASHINGTON, Jan. 4.—The senate re-
sumed its sittings with a liberal at-
tendance of senators and with a small
flood of bills, resolutions and petitions.
The petitions related largely to the
question of polygamy, while the bills
and resolutions covered a wide variety
of ‘subjects.

Bénator Chandler offered an amend-
ment to the financial bill declaring it
the policy of the United States to unse
both gold and silver as money metals
and to work for an international agree-
ment to that end.

Mr. Allen presented a resolution call-
ing upon the secretary of the
