iPBOSPBOTS FOR NORTH DAKOTA. 
There is little .doubt that the men 

- who are at the head of the great lines 
of railroad in the northwest are more 
-than satisfied with the volume of rail­
road business at present, says the Min­
neapolis Jouraal. ; More than that, the 
outlook for a continuation of the same 

q, conditions is most favorable. The de­
li mands made upon .&11 the trunk lines 

•for the past year have taxed their re­
sources to the utmost, and it has re­
quired all the strategy of their man­
agers at times to handle the business. 
That the volume of business, both 
prospective and present, will lead 
them to construct new lines and feed­
ers there is no possMe doubt, though 
none of the men at the bead of any of 
the systems is willing to make such an 

* admission at the present time. 
Third Vice President J. M. Hanoa-

fard of the 'Northern Pacific was in. a 
most optimistic frame of mind. "1 
Jhave been connected with the Northern 
Pacific for the past twenty-seven 
years," said hie, "and I regard its pros­
pects today as the brightest they have" 

, -ever been. There is a great flood of 
Immigration all along our line and any 
one can see that it means more bus­
iness for our road. We have got to 
carry what they raise to the markets, 
and bring them the products of the 
factories. The more settlers, the more 
crops to export and the products to im­
port Th&t looks logical, and it seems 
to be a conclusion from which it is not 
easy to escape." Speaking of the 
prospect for the immigration of 3,000 
families to the state next year Mr. 
Haunaford says: 

"These Immigrants will raise wheat 
and flax. Three thousand new farms 
means a large increase in productive 
acreage, and It ought to follow that the 
number of bushels raised will be cor-
respora4mgly augmented. Quite a 
large number of settlers are goiiig 
•dawn into tbe southwestern counties 
where the land is not so well adapted 
for wheat raising and these are going 
to devote themselves to raising stock 
and to diversified farming, for which 
both the soil and the dimate are fav­
orable. They will make money, too, 
and it will (be but a few years before 
those who are prudent and good man­
agers will be as well fixed as ls aeces-
nary. 

"A tew weeks ago the National Flax 

Growers' Association met in Fargo, 
and the reports of its doings, as given 
in the newspapers, were a revelation 
as to what has already been accom­
plished in raising flax in that state. It 
was shown that tne state now leads 
every other in the production of flax, 
yet there are thousands of acres of vir­
gin soil adrnxiraWy adapted to its cul­
ture. One elevator man,told me to­
day that he had already handled 150,-
000 bushels of flax seed more than he 
did all of last year and it is still com­
ing in. Another man whom I know 
personally moved on his farm in the 
spring, broke his land, sowed it to flax, 
harvested <t crop of twenty bushels to 
the acre and sold it at $.1.17 per bushel, 
paying for his land with his five year's 
crop. 

"The acreage for wheat next year 
will be considerably in excess of this 
year, if I . may judge by the prepara­
tions that have already been made. 
The farmers have not been slow to 
take advantage of the extraordinary 
weather this fall, and if the land on 
which it is now their intention to sow 
wheat is all devoted to that purpose, 
the number of acres sown, will be 
greater than last year. There is no 
reason why the influx of settlers should 
stop so long as there is an acre unoccu­
pied in the state. In many respects the 
state is an excellent one in which to 
live. There are but two seasons— 
summer and winter—the former so 
very warm that a crop of wheat 'can 
be raised in ninety days, and the latter 
not any colder than the winters to 
which many of the inhabitants of 
states south are accustomed. 
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'Congressman Spalding's anti-can­
teen bill, introduced in the house, is as 
follows: 

That no officer or private soldier in 
either the volunteer or regular service 
of the United States shall be detailed, 
required, permitted or allowed to sell 
spirituous, vinous or malt liquors of 
any kind, as a bartender or otherwise, 
in any post exchange or canteen, in 
any encampment o*r fort or anywhere 
upon any premises used for military 
purposes by the United States, or else­
where. Section 2:—No person shall be 
permitted or allowed to sell, give away 
or in any manner dispose of spiritous, 
vinous, or malt liquors on any prem­
ises used for military purposes by the 
United States. Section 3.—The secre­
tary of war is hereby directed to issue 
such general order as may be necessary 
to carry the provisions of this act into 
effect; and it is hereby made the duty _ 
of each and every officer having charge * ' 
or in command of any post, encamp­
ment, fort or other premises used for 
military purposes, to enforce this act 
and such order or orders upon such 
premises under his charge or com­
mand.
