NEW YORK, Jan. 24.—William Jen­
nings Bryan arrived in Jersey City from 
Washington during the morning and 
was escorted to the Hoffman House, the 
headquarters of the state Democracy, 
where a suite of rooms had "been en­
gaged for him. Mr. Bryan said to the 
reporters that he hoped his presence in 
New York would contribute to a general 
good feeling all around. .••• S 

Mr. Bryan breakfasted with ex-Gov­
ernor Hogg of Texas, W. J. Gardner, 
one of the leaders of the Chicago plat­
form Democrats, and James Oliver, ser-
geant-at-arms of the Democratic na­
tional committee. Mr. Bryan had a 
number of callers during the day, but 
the hotel was by no means crowded. 

One of Mr. Bryan's callers asked him 
what he thought of O. H. P. Belmont as 
a vice presidential candidate. 

"I am not saying a word about candi­
dates just now," he replied. 

Adheres to the Chicago Platform. 

A reporter asked Mr. Bryan later if 
there was any truth in the statement 
in a morning paper that he was gradu­
ally abandoning the silver issue. 

"I am tired of denying those stories," 
Mr. Bryan answered. "I will keep 
light on in the same lilie I have fol­
lowed fill along. I have adhered to my 
belief in the Chicago platform, but of 
course I do not object to throwing in 
some more issues for good measure." 

Mr. Bryan was the guest of honor in 
the evening at a dinner given byO. H. 
P. Belmont at his residence on Fifth 
avenue. The dinner was private, no 
reporters being admitted. Mr. Bryan 
was the only guest of national promi­
nence, but big men in Tn.mnm.ny TTa.n 
were present. The guests left in twos 
and threes about midnight. Some said 
there had been no speaking, but others 
admitted that there had been informal 
talks. 

PREFERS AMERICAN TRADE. 

Jamaica Emphatically Bcjects Chamber* 
lain'* Subsidy Scheme. 

KINGSTON, Jamaica, Jan. 24.—Ja­
maica has emphatically rejected Joseph 
Chamberlain's English direct fruit trade 
scheme to divert the bulk of the colo­
ny's trade from America to England 
and which calls for a subsidy of $40,000 
annually, Jamaica paying only half. 
The concensus of public opinion, reply­
ing to the governor's plebescite circular, 
indicates a .preference to depend on 
American trade.
