The néw alfa.fas have not yet been
tested on the open range as'fully as
under cutlivation, Although the re.
suits to date indicate thelr inability
to maintamn themselveg extept under
very -favorable conditions, the tests
are neverthelegss being continued
with the hope of ultimate success In
improving the range.

The experts of the department do
not belleve that thia yellow-tlowered
alfalfa in/its unselected mate Is a
crop for the farimerito ' test,' 'even
though seed were avgilable. Three
main considerations show that it is
not ‘Nkely to arove' valuable under ‘cul-
tivation: (1) Most of its forms are
not sufficiently erect to be easily har-

His body Is poisoned by the alcohol,
and the natural genseof hunger which
he ought to possess is deadened, and
he is in a state of semi-starvation,
which renders him readily susceptible
to the germs of consumption.
