Washington, Aug. 9.—A national
rural banking system was proposed
by Senator Fletcher, chaircnan of the
American commissjon on rural cred-
its and also of the federal commis-
sion on rural credits, appointed by
the president.

The bill proposes a system of na-
tional rural banks owned and operat-
ed by farmers, a state national and
rural national bank in each state to
be owned and conirolled by local
banks as stockholders and a national
riral bank of the United States locat-
ed in Washington, but owned entirely
by the state rural banks.

To supervise wne proposed chain of

treasury department a division of
rural banking under the direction of
a “rural banking board,” to consiat
of the secretaries of the treasury, ag-
gricultnre and labor.

The division would bhe under the
immediate direction of the director of
rural banking, chosen by the presi-
dent. .

The main purpose of the banka
would be to furnish funds to farmers
on long term farm bonds or notes.
secured by liens on farms at not to
exceed 60 per cent of the assessed
value,
