Many Bismarckers will be in­
terested in this item jby reason of the 
fact that Mr, E. A. Henderson,,her 
husband, was at one time city; editor 
of The Tribune associated with M. 
Jewell. -i 

Captain Barr Known Here. 
There is further interest in the fact 

that Capt. J. C. parr of Tacoma, a 
former manager of the Coulson line 
of steamboats in this city, is given 
iprominent mention. Mrs. Henderson is 
a very bright newspaper woman, and 
is known to many in the middle west, 
having in years gone by, held position 
on the St. Paul Globe, Minneapolis 
Journal and Tribune, and other publi­
cations, besides for a number of 
years she was art critic for the Min­
neapolis Industrial exposition. 

First to Enter Klondike. 
Mrs. Henderson was the first writer 

to enter the Klondike and she Ivas a 
large collection of furs, basketry and 
other curios from the North and else­
where. She has been an extensive 
traveler in the Southern States and 
Cuba. 

She dotes on "firsts." She, herself, 
if a number of "firsts." She served on 
the first international scientific jury 
which admitted women, that of ethno­
logy at the Columbian Exposition. She 
also served on the second one, at St. 
Louis, with the same other two wo­
men. ! 

Mrs. Henderson was the first wo­
man to climb to several of the pre­
historic cliff dwellings at the South­
west and to write in popular style of 
them. She took the first photographs 
in Alaska, was the first writer to en­
ter Klondike, wrote the first book up­
on the subject, and made the first 
trip over the White Pass railroad. 

At a recent reception and banquet 
given In Tavoma in honor of Gover­
nor Strong of Alaska, this lady was 
the only woman speaker, and gave a 
oharmlng talk on personal experiences 
in the Yukon in early days. A chair 
owned' by Mrs. Henderson which was 
the official chair of the last Russian 
governor of Alaska, was brought to 
the Commercial Cluib and was the 
3eat provided for CHhv. Strong at the 
banquet.
