MAKES SPEECH. 
Enderlin, N. D„ July 14.—Theo­

dore Rdosevelt and party passed 
through Enderlin last night en 
route to the Panama-Pacific ex-
positien. As the train was due 
to stop Here fifteen minutes a 
crbwd of several hundred people 
gathered at the depot to at least 
get a glimpse of the distinguished 
citizen an dex-president. Cn re­
quest of one of Enderlin's prom­
inent citizens, Mr. Roosevelt came 
to the door of his car and made 
a short talk, in substance as fol­
lows 

"Friends, I will not make you 
a speech, but I want to tell you 
how glad I am to be in North Da­
kota again. Some of the happiest 
days of my life have been passed 
here and I owe much to North 
Dakota. In fact. » owe it to North 
Dakota that I was placed in the 
presidential chair. 

'Yes, and you will be there 
again," exclaimed a voice in the 
crowd. 

"No, my friend, that matters 
Httle, but I'll tell you what does 
matter; that our country will 

. place a decent American citizen 
v there, one who will be true to the 

principles of liberty and to the 
beat interests of the United 
States." 

*• The ex-president devoted the 
remainder of the time until the 
edparture of the train in shak­
ing hand* with Enderlin people 
and teemed more than pleased to 
meet two or three old timers, 
who were in the Little Missouri 
country when he was ranching 
out there.

"In a house which I visited recent­
ly," writes a correspondent from 
Paris, *'a lady wh^se son was about ta 
leave to join the colors spent days in 
anguish and prayer, not over the part­
ing, not over fear for her boy's safety, 
but in dread lest he should have to 
f ght with bis bayonet. That he should 
be killed, she was prepared to meet, 
that he shocld drive his bayonet into 
a fellowbeing -was more than her 
—otherhccd could support. Her pray­
ers were answered. Her son Mas de­
tailed to the field telephone service, 
a position of far greater danger than 
in a trench, but the mother is happy. 
It vas all she asked of God and her 
country. 

• 1 know another woman, a poor la­
boring woman of the people, who says, 
i pray every hour of the day that my 
husband wont go to the bayonet, for 
I don't know what the poor man would 
5o. He could not, my husband could 
not kiii a man whose face he looked 
cpon.' 

"Among many women this is the 
greatest terror, that their loved ones 
will be forced to kill at close quarters, 
it is a strange point of view that I con­
fess I had never thought of, probably 
because I have no one involved, but it 
seems to me to indicate that civiliza­
tion, the advancement of the race, is 
not in the hands of governments and 
kings, but in the hearts of women like 
these."

Stone and cut small one pound of 

dates. Chop six ounces of fresh beef 
suet and mix with it three-fourths of a 
pound of fine bread crumbs. Sprinkle 
a scant cupful (? sugar over the dates 
and add them tc the crumbs and suet. 
To one well-bea'en egg add one-half 
cupful of milk and stir it into one-half 
a cupful of flour sifted with a level 
teaspoouful of baking powder. Mix 
all well together, turn into a mold and 
steam three hours. Serve with lc-mon 
sauce. 

Apple and Cranberry Jelly. 
Cut two large tart apples in small 

pieces and mix with one quart of cran­
berries. Pour on water, just enough 
to show through the fruit, but not 
anough to cover. Cook until tender and 
strain through a colander. Measure 
the juice and allow as many cupfuls of 
sugar as you have juice. Cook fifteen 
or twenty minutes. This will make a 
firm jelly without the sharp taste that 
so many object to in cranberries. 

Archangel, City of Ice. 
' Archangel, the oldest port of the 

Russian empire, will awaken in a few 
weeks more to vital war importance, 
according to a statement of the Na­
tional Geographic society. When the 
arctic ice clears from the White sea 
Russia will be able to communicate 
with her allies through a free western 
port and to receive much needed war 
supplies and other manufactures over 
a route thousands of miles shorter 
than that via Vladivostok. Archangel 
Is situated at the head of the Dvina 
delta, as far north as the northern-

; most shores of Hudson Pay. It is the 
largest and most important city that 
is near the arctic circle. 

The harbor of Archangel is optimis-
| ticaliy said to be open from May to 

* October. However, it is entirely free 
from ice during the months of July 

: and August, although in the average 
year it is free for navigating purposes 
for a period some weeks longer. Tho 
city lies on the Dvina river, 26 miles 
from the White sea. It is 740 miles 
northeast of St. Petersburg, and Is 
connected with the distributing cen­
ters of the interior by railway and 
canal.
